The German Religious Dramn of”
the Middile Agoes,
The London Athcnrum, in a notice of a
work on the above subject just published,
gives the following interesting restmnie: —The
miracle plays of Germany are not so seanda-
lous as those Freuch prodoctions which seem,
with pions intentions, to outido the most wil-
ful blasphemy: but instances are given usin
this book of a kind of composition which can
hardly have been edifying, In one of the
Easter plays, for instance, St, Peter and St.
Joln, before rnnning to the sepulehrs, made
abet ns to which will be flest there, Ina
similar pieco, the mercliant who sells the
gpices and ointwents to the womien is a eomie
charveter, and his servant is of (he type of
Figaro, Agoin, when {ha wise men coma
from the East, theiv avrival is ammounced to
Herod by the court fool of the poriod, These
are, perhaps, the prossest onses of what we
ey call intenutional tl'\”.\' that are quoted il_\‘
Herr Reidt, We do not menn that the writers
of such I.iuz-.-,-, had any design of barlesquing
the Scriptures; bat it is eclear they meant to
raise a lnngh, and thet wis all they eaved for,
Other passages, no doubt, ave to bhe found
which seem questionuble to our taste, and
perbups verge on profanity, Yet they are to
be aseribed more to the pgeneral tone of the
age than to any willul atteinpt at buffoonery;
and the anachronisme, errors, and incongrui-
ties which abonnd show that culture was de-
cidedly on a low level,

The origin of the religious drama, accord-

In the fourteenth century we hear of scenio
effects being used in the ehurches, though the
first attempts were rude. Thus, the star which
guided the wise men to Bethlehom was drawn
across the church upon a line. We have
come to a much wore sdvanced stage of dea-
wintic presentation whaen the fate of Judas is
symbolized by a black bird entering into his
wouth at the Lost Bupper, and when he is
hanged on the stage by Beelzebub himsalf,
The black bird means Saton entering into
bim, as deseribed in two at least of the Gospel
nmratives.
