Historinns
hinve expatinted with more than usual of roman-
te deseription on the vurivalled site and other
advantages of the new metropolls, and on the
eircumatanoes of the cmpire which rendered the
change advisable, if mot fndispensable, New
Rome sneceeded old Rome nidst the applause
ol n whole generntion, excopt the citizens of the
deserted city themselves, and the woalth of the
worlll was lnvishad 1y order to render It o Gitiog
centre from whenve ‘he world should bhe goy-
erned, Butl no ablaing treaty can bo made, save
Schiller, with the powers of destlny, The
trnnsfor of dominion was the signal of its overs
throw. Uunly forty-seven yoenrs stter Uonstantine
hod founded his soat of government the oyer-
grown realm burst asnnder, and Constanting's
descendants, in the words of Gibbon, exocated
at Nalssug “the solemun and Goal division of the
Roman |-|n1viu-."

History has to record, In Inter times, one
more change of the caplinl of a frsterat
State: it is that performed by Peter the Groot
when he removed the resldence of the Czar, o
hundred nod NIty yoars ngo, (rom Moscow to St.
Petersburg, And the chinnge wns s success-
ful ong; uor has any evil omen respoecting it as
yel bad Its accomplishment, Neyvertheless, there
are slgus abroad which seem to ndicate that the
great achievement of the great man willone day
be reversed, and the Goverument retronsferrad
to its ancient seat at MoScow. The site of BL
Petersburg is open to many serions objoc-
tions: these were eounterbalanced, at the time of
ita foundation and for o century afterwards, by
the loestimable advantage of direst maritime
communication with the rest of the world; but
since the spread of railway communication that
advantage has lost great part of [ts Importance,
and the apcient inland city, seated amidst is
ferlle plaing, l-l-nplrd by the flower of the Mus-
covite nation, has attrnctions which the situation
of the city of marsh and led no louger counter-
balances,

These considerations nre sugzestod, nnturally
enotigh, by the speculations of which the Ameri-

United States. It was certainly well plsced as o

sort of city of compromise between North aund
South, until the great West came o to alter
definitely the balance of power. Its advantages
ns a seat of trade turned out inferior to
what was expected; but its founders did not in-
tend it for a ¢ity of commerce, Its neighbor-
hood Is no doubt melancholy now, since the old
planting Interest, the ouly shadow of European
anistoerney which existed in the couutry, has
seen its long deeay completed by recent events,
“and Arlington House, once the residence of
Washington himself, overlooking the city from
its grand site neross the Potomne, has bheen
turned into the centre of an enormons cemetery
of the soldier-victims of the civil war.
But there i8  great nmatural  beauty
in the endless forcet  glades around
Washington, and In the long ravine which the

nolsy Potomac has cleft for itself through trans-
verse ridges of rock, even down to the saburbs

of the place, It is, no doubt, very 11l lald out:

its cholce sites were granted out to speculators
in bullding, regardless of conyvenionge and uni-
formity; and its exaggerated scale interferes
gadly with capabilities for poving, lighting, and
draining. As to the complaint 0 commonly
urged of Its unhealthiness, we are Inclined to
belleve them very much exaggerated. Ameri-
cans take them very much on trust from mem-
berg of Congress, aod of the huge “tall” which

accompanles them—people who go there un-

willingly, and join the fashionable ery agalust

the ‘‘overgrown village” which they visit on

compulsion. Europeans very seldom do
more than pass throngh it, unless attached
to the diplomatic corps, habitually and in all

arts of the world the most ncuum{sliﬁnetl grom-
ﬁlcm among mankind. Lord Palmerston used
to say that until he became Forelgn Minister,
and bad to rend the correspondence of her Ma-
jesty's Minlsters and Consuls abroad, he had not
formed the lenst conception of two things—the
variety of disense to which the human frame is
lishle, and the expense of living in any part of
the world, At all evente—regarding the matter
from a sanitacy point of view only—Iit is ditlicult
for a forcigner to understand why Washingion
should be one of the most inellgible residences
in the States, while Baltimore, ouly two hours
distant, and placed under very similar clreum-
stances of site and climate, should pass {or one

of the most eligible,

All thiese. however, are tiinor consideratioas:
the verdiet must go against Washiogton on the
main sspe,.  Its siteation is not central enough
even for present circumstances, still lesa for the
probable future clrenmstances of thie greal re-
public, Ita abandonment and the selection of n
substitute form only o question of time. And
the first problem which Las to be settled is
whether one maxim of the traditional wisdom
of the founders and fosterers of Amerlenn lib-
erty is uow to be set aside. They were strongly
governed by the consideration that the seat of a

overnment, still more that of o leglslature,
should be removed from the corrupting and in-
timidating Influence of great citles. This wus
notoriously one of the reasons for the selection
of Washington, The same argument (togoethor
with that from centrality of gite) prevalled in
the case of many State capitals: the small rustic
city (in those d&¥s) of Albuny supersedoed New
York ns metropolis of the Siate, Harrisburg was

referred to Philadelphisn by Pennsylvania,

Jolumbus to Clncinnatl by Ohlo. Oneof the latest

Instunces of this Kind of selection took place In
our own dominion of Caunda, when, on the
union of the two provinces, the scattered back-
woode villege of Ottawn was taken for the eapi-
tal, in deflance of the competition of hall a
dozen commercial towns.
