W] heard & loud volce Jast night (00 29) telling
mwie that I must own upe 1 dont want to be len
dlone again till 1 tell somebody the trath, 1 did kil

Fuerter, and 1 am very sorty tor it But T had help,
1 wili not tell who helped me. We went o Kintss
nonse and struek Fuerter's window with a pole.  He
e to the window, and we told him If he would
come down we woubd give him some money—ihe
money that [ owed him. Protry soon e came down,
and we wolked off together, W ant down in a little
whilie, about 12 o'elock, sl my Dl D w bottle of
whisky. We cich of us drank from i, and Foaerter got
prosy arunk,.  Toaen my fmend aad 1 led bl -
wirds the woods, and | stiuck him with & stave that
I carrled in my hand, We took ol his clothes and
got some water aopd wished hlo, Then we put
some clean clothes on m and curelod him ont {nto
the fleld, We took what we supposid was oll the
money he had, We Killed him 1o get his money, for
we were both very hard up, My friend took the
money, twenty frranes, and 1 took the clothes, which
1 afterwards pawned, We then washed ourselves
And went away.”

The refusal of Maurer to tell who helped him do
the decd seems to be Impossible to overcowne, but a
clue {8 sald to be possessed which there 1S every
reason to hope will end tn the arrest of his co-miur-
derer. To-day offleers rom our county are in New
York, where the gullty man 18 supposed to be, hunt-
mf on the trall which they think they have obtained,

A letter was recelved in this city a day or two ngo
from Sam, Hildebrand, the notorious outianw,
stating that he' had come to the conelusion thut he
could no lopger Keep up o war aguinst the whole
country, and begging Lo be “let alone.”" He promises
that ne will never more molest anybody, and will in
fature act like an honest and peaceable man.

This letter 18 in the hands of some of the friends of
Hildebrand—gentlemen who served in the Confede-
rate army, aid will no doubt be published. An effort
15 also being made to ralse o subsceription for the
outiaw, to st him up in his new home, We are not

repared o say whether Governor MeClurg, Colonel
iowen, and the people of St, Francols county are
willing to allow the outlaw to pass the remainder of
hig days in peace, or whether ho will be followed to
his new abode and brought to Justice.

Last night we met with Ju-IFr: Sebastian, of Farme-
ington, who has known [ildebrand for many years.
The Judge gave us 4 short sketeh of the carcer of
this most daring and desperate outlaw of modern
times, and as It 18 doubticss strictly true, we publish
some of the facts.

ildebrand 18 an {lliterale backwoodsman, nnable
10 resd or write, and the letter in cirenlation here
must have been written by somebody else, Al the
bresking out of the Hebelllon Hildebrand went to
Arkansas and joined the halt-civilized band of Jeil.
Thompson, He made a business of stenling and
running off horses, aud Jen was strongly lnclined to
hepg him, if he could have chught him. Finding
that the rude soldiery of the “Swamp Fox" were
' sposid to punish him for his misdevds, Hildebrand
eft the army and cume up into Southenst Missouri
as u bushwhacker,

He continued to steal horses from the farmers,
and made no digtinction between the property of
friends and foes, He shot his parimer (o the bush-
whacking business, and the Germon troops in the
county fnlshed the man soon afterwards. Hilde-
vrand also killed Rowan, and Rowau's son, 10 retall-
atlon, kKiled Hildebrana's brother, Hildebrand killed
an okt man naned Ringer, and shot young Mollve ne
while he was at work ln his feld, How many men
he Killed {8 not known, but his last victim was Me-
Clandn, whom he ghot enly a lew months ago,

A good deal of sympathy has been excited in be-
half of Hildebrand by stories of his wrongs—the
Inraing i mothers house, the killlng of his
brothers, and the perseention of his whole family;
bt Judge Sebastian assures us that Sam was the
fyat @ Asor, and was never Hi-used before lhe
committed depredations upon others,

About two weeks ago Hildebrand went to Farm.
ington, st night, and removed his wile and six chil-
dren.  He crossed the Mississippl at Rush Tower, in
skiff, and i# now in Sonthern Ilinois, Mrs Hilde-
brand had an interview with Juadge Sebastian just
before the remoya!, and she assured him that her
husband would never more molest any one, as he
wis tired of belng constantly puraued and in danger
of s life, A few weoks ago Hildebrand came one
pight to the store of Judge Sebastian, in Farming-
ton, and mado the Judge walk backwards (nty g side
room, kee;ulug his eye steadily lixed apon him.

He had four revolvers in his belt,  1le wanted two
canisters of gubpowder, Waving obisined three at
anothier store; but the Judge dld not have the
article peeded, Hidebrand expresscd e desire to
ubiandon his mode of Mre, and live ot peace with the
world, When asked why he acted so badly, he re-
pligd that be hod commenced, and had thought he
nught to fight it ont,

Faur Persons Burnedto Denth in New Yorlk,
From the N. Y. Tribting of this morning,

Shortly atter 715 M. yesterday a fre broke out in
ihe bullding No, 68 Liberty street, pooupled by the
Paterson fron Company and A, B, Roymond, prin-
ter, the ntter goccupying the sed ond floor, and the
former the tirst, The thind Dopr was vicant, and
the fourth was ocoupied in part by the janitor antd
hig fomily. The firemen reached the spot within

a few moments of the frst alarm, and in A
short  time  subdued the Mames, which did
pot accompliah any great amount of damige,
ulthough  the wiiter destroyed  conslderabile
praperty, and somewhat injured the bullding. When
the biflding was Inspected after the fire, a mosphor-
Hble #lght greeted the ceves of the Hremen/ In a

roome en the fourth foor, whoss door had|to be

! proken open, they found the bodies of o man amd

woman wnd two small chiidren, all horribly parned
and L. The woman amd children luy in one
corner of room, jolned together ina olose ome-
brace, while the mun 1ay o few feet from the door,
It Is supposed, from the fact that the door was
lceked on the Inside, that the twoan, who wies the
Jindtor of the bulladng, heariog the alarm of fre, jhd
seving the tiremen about to enter the hoase, rotived
to his apartiment for the purpose of preparcing (or
mignt, and loeked the door to guard against introa-

slon. [l wns #seen on the street a few mo-
ments before  the fOre, with a bunch of
kevs o s hand, and had probably just (oished

lockdug up the badding for the olghts The other
victims were his wife and chlldren, It I8 suppoded
that the smoke had saYocsted them before the
Noames reached them,  The family were well known
In the neighborhood, by sight: bat strange 1o say, no
one could be found who Knew their names, The
bodles woere removed Lo the Second Precinet gstation-
house, where they were viewed by Coroner Flynn.
The bubidlnge is owned by Frederick Marguand of No.
a4 Wall street, but ns this gentleman wuos absent
from the city, his brother, My, Hewry Marquand, was
telegraphed for by Captain De Camp, that the name
of the victims might be ascertalned if possible,
Twe children, o hoy amd girl, woere  respec-
thvely  six  and  twelve  years of age, but
ho parents woere HO charred and
distigured 48 to render nu estimate of their ages an
utter impossibilicy.  While the hodies lay at the sta-
tion-house many persons, led thither by a curiosity
motre revolting than that which leads men to execu-
tions snd prize lghts, applied for permission to view
them, but Captain De Camp very properly refused to
grant their request.  As the bullding 8 located Ina
brusiness locallty, which 18 deserted alter dark by all
save janltors, it was very dificalt to collect any In-
formation relative to the sad atfuir, 1t was thought
that tne dre originated in Mre, Kaymond's printing
oMee, nlthough of this there 1s no proof.  The Coro-
ner's inguest, which will be held to-ttay, will probably
develop the full facts,

Auvatoolz and other head men of the Sitka tribe of
Indians had an interview with Vincent Colyer, the
United States Indian Commissioper, at the hewd-
gquarters of the commanding General of the Depart.
ment of Alnska on Tuesday last, General Davis,
Colonel Brady, Dr. Bulley, and Captain Mclntyre
of the army, and Madame the widow of Michalor,
late chief of the Sitkas, were present, Messrs.
David Shirpser, Sukoff, and Willlam Phillips acted
as interpreters,  The pbject of the meeting was Lo
ascertain i the Indiang would care to have schoold
established among them; a sanitary supervision
axercleed over thelr village; and an hospital and
medicsl attendance provided for them. To ali
of these propogals the Sitkas gratefully as.
gented, promising 1o uss thelr best endewvors
to secure the attendance of their children and un-
employed grown people at schools, and to find help
to ald the Sanitary Superintendent in his efforts to
cleapse aud improve their village. They consentud
also to a grant of lamd on the hill-top for the erec-
tion of & new market for their benefit and the
people's convenience, and agreed Lo remove such of
their dead as might be in the way of the new en-
terprise. When the question was nsked If they
withed for p freer traflic in wm“f for their tribe
they said most emphatically that they aid not, and
gave that as the cause of a riotous distubance in
tholr village the night before, ‘The Interview was i
most sgrecable one, and “pot latehing™ or entertain-
ment was resorted to, They are very intelligent
Indisne, and Mr, Colyer says, “‘quite equal to any
that he hes seen in his extended toura in the Indign

1 was partially in front of him, and 1
witched him kKeeny aud closely ns his eves swept
the ndge and gap batween the lines, The expres-
glon of MePherson's face at this moment M. Joaes
hias caught with wonderfal accoracy, In o moment
Lhis shae p, searching, plercing expression was gone,
and the old smile crept buck agaln over W8 fage ns
he knooked the ashes from his olgar, and told me to
bring up Morgan L. Smiths divigion to throw in
the gap, and o joln him at once at Gles Smith's,
In twenty scconds more he was on top of the
enemy's line of battle, horse und vider riddied with
