STEAMBOAT DISASTER. H, AND HOW TO
PREVENT THEM.

From the X. Y. Time.
If tkero is nny circumstance that can ndJ

to tho ghnBtliiioHS of onr modern uteani-bo- at

diHDHters, it id tho fact tbat they are
permitted if not provided for hy law. After
Borne yenrfl of fusing, Congress has at length
perfected an net which, however well it may

te with care and vigilance on tbo
part of steamboat munagcrH, nevertheless
permits careless and reckless ofllcers to blow
up boilers, Bink and bum (steamboats, and
make liver traveling little lens terrible than
it was in the early days of Mississippi racing.
Steam pressure may be limited, tbo rulo of
the road may bo dotiuod, nnd fire pumps may
be provided; but no long as boilers explode
every day, bo long as ships collide and then
uinbright to the bottom for want of bulk-

heads, bo long as steamboats invariably burn
up when well Bet on fire, tbo law is practi-
cally as inadequate as no law, to reasonable
and organized security.

The Stonewall horror is a fearful but not
nnnsual commentary on the slate of legisla-

tion respecting the safety of life. That a
passenger could by any possibility go about
anion c a combustible cargo with a naked
candle or a lighted pipe; that the whole thousan-

d-horse power of a burning steamer should
le uselessly straining in its boilers, when a
fraction of its energy rightly and instantly
directed would deluge the decks with water;
that a whole ship's company should be
drowned in smooth water, within a stono s
throw of shore, for the want of boats numer-
ous and well-appoint- enough to take them
clear of her as last as they could got over her
Bide; that every single ruouns of safety which
reasonable care could suggest, or which
known and established arts and inventions
could supply, were either wanting or unused;
that every single applianco which law had
provided, either to prevent disaster or to
check it, was utterly abortive; that fire and
flood could swallow up a passenger steamor
full of power and skill with as little hindranca
as an encampment of Indians would ofl'er to
a burning prairie, or a don of wild beasts to
a mountain freshet, or a South American city
to an earthquake; that this is tho net result
of all our investigations and commissions of
experts, and long-draw- n reports and amended
laws, is a worthy tribute to our system of
legislation on technical affairs, and the crown-
ing glory of our civil sorvice !

If the Stonewall had been filled with tin-
der; if cotton bales had been piled round her
furnaces; if the whole crew had been drunk
and playing poker by naked torches; if there
had never been a fire-pum- p nor a buckot on
board of her; if every one of her boats had
been stove; if rs had not been
invented; if there had been no scientific in-
vestigations, no mechanical inventions, no
legislation; if the Congressmen of the United
States had been even less distinguished than
at present as experts in engineering and steam
navigation; if the doomed vessel had con-
tended with all these porils she and her
company could not have perished more ruise- -
rably. Of what use is any pretence of legis- -
lation on these subjects, when nearly every
collision or rupture of machinery or careless
lighting of a fire, ends in the broiling, mang-
ling, or strangling of hundreds of human
beings ?

This last horror is only one, and perhaps
ine most unirequent, pnase ot peril by steam-
boat. Every few months, from one of
numerous and ever-prese- nt causes, a vessel
gets a hole knocked in her side, and then
down she goes, belore tier people can got out
of their berths, when either bulkheads or
suitable water-dischargi- apparatus could
save her if sho were cut half in two. It re-

quires some coolness to fight fire and tempest,
even if the appliances are as they should be,
but if a hull is properly constructed, all hands
may turn in after any ordinary collision, and
let her take care of herself. To build a ves-

sel without bulkheads is a risk that owners
will taKe as long as they are permitted; but
for Government to allow clearances to such
vessels, is simply a crime against humanity.

. Bulkheads properly secured are as certain to
keep a vessol atloat alter a collision as a
steam engine is to turn a screw; both may
fail, but if the latter is on the whole prac-
tical, so is the former. But there is another
way to keep a vessol afloat. The engineering
periodicals have lately described tho results
of a sort of mammoth injector, dozens of
which may be placed all over the ship, and
worked by the whole boiler power of the
vessel, with a pumping capacity equal to any
known emergency, and this, too, without the
intervention of moving parts, but by the
Bimple turning of a cock. If there is any ob-
jection to this, the centrifugal pump, that"
wonderful cataract-mak- er that attracts so
much attention in our industrial fairs, or the
ordinary steam pumping engine, may, at a
comparatively small expense, be so fitted in
ships as to receive the whole power if neces-
sary, and to neutralize a leak through which a
coachrand-si- x might drive. It does seem
stupid beyond measure, to let a ship inconti-
nently burn up or go to tho bottom, when there
is force enough wasting within her to lift her
or her weight of water bodijy into the air
once a minute.

The reason why these things are permitted
is clear, and the remedy is most Bimple and
most feasible. Despite the indifference of
legislators as a class to the subjects that have
no immediate relation to politics and politi-
cians, no direct bearing on party asc ondanoy, no
special reference to immediate constituencies,
we are unwilling to believe that they would ne-
glect a subject of such vast interest to the
whole people if they knew how to cope with
it. They are as profoundly ignorant of the
remedies for steamboat disasters as they are
of medicine, languages, or the evidences of
Christianity; it is not in their hue; they do
not know what to do or whom to consult, or
what advice to take or what to reject. If they
were satisfied that the details of the whole
matter of the pubho against the transporters
could be managed and watched by thoroughly- -
competent experts, ana mat luws eonld be
suggested and executod by officers who had
no aim in life but to deserve and hold these
offices for life, Congressmen would not with-
hold their votes from strong, comprehensive,
and even revolutionary acts to compel the
use of reasonable means of salety. Let us
Lave a reformed civil service.

THE FRIENDS AMONG THE INDIANS.
From th JT. Y. Tribun.

A committee of Friends, appointed at the
yearly meetings of Baltimore, i'xnladelphia,
and New York to visit the Indiana under the
care of their denomination in the State of
Nebraska, has recently mndo a report, iu

" which, with much cause for shame, we see
also no little oause for confidence. On all
the reservations the complaint seems to have

, been the same the whites huve swindled the
, savages and lied to them so of ten that no more
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confidence is felt in the civilized race. It
was found, for example, that tho Iowas had
made a treaty (now before tho Senate) for the
sale of their lands. They "staled emphatically
that they did not want the treaty rntiftod; it
was made throuch a misunderstanding; thoy
had been moveiT, and moved, and moved,
nnd all they wished now was to remain where
they are, have oxen and tools to work
with, and a farmer to instruct them
how to do for themselves." The Otoes
were found in great distress, owing to the
failure of the Government to keep faith iu
iho payment of their annuities. Of tho Suntoo
Sioux tho committee sny, "Those poor people
have been so greatly doceived for many,
many years by fulso professions and unful-
filled promises from the whiles, and even
from tho Government, that tho timo does not
seem to have arrived for them to feel confi-
dence in tho assurances wo make them.'' On
the Winnebago reservation an Indian asked,
"How can we break up our praiiio without
teams, and how can wo work our land or build
houses without tools? These have been
promised, but not supplied." "In evory
council we have held with thorn unfulfilled
promises and treaty stipulations, and unsup-plie- d

pressing wants, are tho groat burdons of
which they complain." Under the conscien-
tious administration of the disciplos of Wil-

liam l'cnn, we have reason to hope
for a reformation. The now agents
seem to have entered into their work
with Christiun enthusiasm and a better
purposo than making money out of the
theft of beads and blankets. Under their
rulo wo trust we shall never again hear such
a remark as an old chief made about a young
Indian who was testifying before a commis-
sioner: "Oh, ho tells tho truth; ho has never
seen a wbito man before!" All the tribes
whom this committee visited seemod anxious
to pursue an agricultural life, and quite capa.
ble of accommodating themselves to habits of
civilization if they could only bo secured in
the possession of their lands. And we are
pertinently reminded that in Canada, where
tlic Indians are not pushed back on tne ap
proach of white settlers, but permitted to
retain their homes while the tide of emigra
tion passes by and surrounds them, we never
hear of Indian wars and massacres, ut course
to the roving Indians of tho Plains this com-
parison will not apply in full force. But the
experiment of treating them with truth and
justice has never been tried, and if only for
the sake of our own reputation it seems high
time to begin it.

THE PRESIDENT AND CONGRESS.
From the X. Y. World.

In a little more than a month, the Senators
nnd Representatives will bo on their way te
the l ederal capital: nnu wnen tncy nave as
sembled, the popularity of the President will
be put to a severer test than it has yet en-

countered. His annual message, which he
must soon begin to prepare, will put no groat
strain upon "his faculties, since there is no
necessity for writing it himself. It is not
very probable, Bince tho late developments,
that he will subsidize tho ready pen of his
brother-in-la- Mr. Corbin: but if Secretary
Fish furnishes the part which touches upon
our foreign relations, and Socretary Bout well
tne financial part, and tne other heads of de
partnients their respective quotas, it will be
easy enough to get up a composite message
without much interruption of the President's
attention to his horses, pups, new billiard
tables, and the excursions and journcyings
with which he diversifies his favorite amuse-
ments. If Miss Anthony, or nny other
"stateswoman," occupied his position, she
would probably dischargo its duties with as
much ability, and a great doal more attention,
zeal, and assiduity, than ueneral urant is
likely to exert; and if required to write a mes-
sage from her own resources, she would ex-

hibit more intellectual fecundity than our
sphinx of a Chief Magistrate.

The message can easily be manufactured
by deputy; but as soon as Congress is fairly
in session, the President will be constantly
consulted by members, and cannot avoid dis
closing his deficiencies. Even the brief extra
session which followed his inauguration did a
great deal to "disillusionize bis admirers,
He lost popularity every day. The very first
request he made of Congress was so absurd
as to fill both houses with surprise
and contempt; and after disregarding
his earliest recommendation, they had
no hesitation in treating him as a cipher
throughout that brief session. What has
taken place during the recess has no ten-
dency to raise him in their estimation. His
frivolity during the summer months; his
failure, in all his journeyings among the
people, to utter one inspiring word or put
forth a single idea on any subject of publio
interest; bis indecisive dallying with tne
Cuban question, and underhand coquetting
with the insurgents while blasting their hopes
by bis publio course; bis imbecile want of a
policy on the Alabama claims quostion; the
scandalous complicity of his near relative in
the late gold-gambli- operations, . and the
taint which has been cast upon his appointee
for Assistant Treasurer in this city, form a
web of unfavorable circumstances which give
a great handle to those members of his party
who may have motives for belittling his in
iiuence. Yice-1'reside- nt Colfax, who is a
busy, intriguing, salvy politician, and aspires
to be General Grant's successor, will practise
all his arts to reduce the President to the
proper level of his extremely mediocre abili
ties: and Ooneress. unrestrained bv anv re.
spect for his influence, will treat him with
quite as little respect as was manifested for
President Johnson, if, like President John
6on, he should be bold enough to oppose its
policy.

According to present appearances, tho ex
ecutive branch of the Government will be
dwarfed into absolute insignificance during
this administration. President Johnson was
hated and feared; President Grant will only
ue iguorea ana aespisea. u niiite most party
uuieiB, ne nas no large Doay 01 attacnea per
sonal followers; and he has no power of act
ing on publio opinion and arraying it against
Congress, if Congress crosses his wishes. He
has neither ideas, nor eloquence, nor per-
sonal magnetism, nor capacity for political
intrigues. He lacks all the means and instru
ments by which men in high stations exert
innuenoe, and subordinate other wills. His

i Imbecility was exhibited in the short extra
session at the beginning of his admintration;
and next winter, wheu Congress is in full
blast, he w ill be a conspicuous example of
bow little official station can do for a man
who does not bring to it adequate abilities.

The natural resources of a weak President
is a strong cabinet. If General Grant had
gathered around him the ablest and most ex--

Eerienced statesmen in the Republican party,
might have commanded

the respect of Congress; just as in Eugland a
strong administration is possible, although
the Queen is a person of weak intellect. But
General Grant fears or undervalues politi.

, . ....nmnc. l. A 1. ""U11i loojt none 01 mem into Ins confi-
dence in the interval between his election
and inauguration, and his Cabinet when he
announced it moves tho astonishment aud
disgust of his own party. But tho politicians

of CongTess contrived to got the bettor of
him and constrained him to fill the most im-
portant plncos with men of their own stamp.
Alter mo Beries 01 uiunaors neperpoiratoa m
relation to Mr. Stewart, they had no difficulty
in forcing him to put a radioal politician at
the head or the .treasury, an ofilce which has
more patronage and influence than any other
in tho Government. They also forced him
to put a radical politician at the head
of tho Post-ofllc- o Department, which,
next to the Treasury, ranks highest in patron- -

nco and influence. Iho patronngo of the
other departments is politically ot little ac
count. Tho Attorney-Gener- al has none; the
Secretary of State can only influence the ap-
pointment of officers serving in foreign coun
tries; tho Secretaries of War nnd the JNavy
deal with officers who generally keep as much
aloof from politics by choice as tho foreign
ministers nnd consuls do by distance and ne
cessity; nnd tho Secretary of tho interior has
nhuost ns little patronage ns tho Attorney-Genera- l.

Tho politicians, in spito of General
Grant's dislike of them, wore dexterous
enough to net control of tho only offices
which are of much valuo ns a source ot in
fluence iu tho elections. The revenue offi
cers nnd the postmasters comprise the groat
bulk of the servants of the Government; in
nettinc control of these, the politicians took
the oyster nnd left the President the shells.
He has been circumvented, without per
ceiving it, by the very politicians whom
ho so ostentatiously ignored, and of
whom ho meant to be independent.
Mr. Boutwell and Mr. Creswell understand
their power, and do not hesitato to use it.
They alone, of all the ollicors of the adminis
tration, interfered in the Tennessee election;
and Mr. Boutwell has just begun a similar
interference with the election in Texas, by
ordering tho removal of nil ollicors who
support Hamilton for Governor. General
Grant dares not check this activity, for he
knows that Congress will approve it, and that
ho could not get rid of Boutwell and ures- -
well without tho consent of the Sonato. All
the effective patronnge of the administration
is in the hnnds of tho politicians, in spite of
him. In the latter part of his term, when the
question ot the succession looms into promi
nence, he will find how powerless he is to pro
mote his own interests nnd aspirations. If
Congress, during tho coming session, shall
find him subservient and sorvile, he may
have two years of insignificance and peace,
with liberty and leisure for tho junketing to
which he is so much addicted; but it he
manifests nny symptoms of resistance, he
will be reduced to a humiliating sense of his
dependence. m

MR. BOUTWELL S LAST MONTHLY
STATEMENT OF THE PUBLIC DEBT.

From the X. Y. Herald.
The country has reason to bo gratified with

the official exhibit of the national finances as
given in the November statement of the Trea-
sury Department. A steady diminution of
the debt continues. Every month shows a
decrease, nnd for the last mouth that amounts
to over seven millions of dollars, according to
tho wav in which the Secretary arrays his
figures. 'NVo say according to the way in
which ho arrays his figures, because he ex
cludes the Pacific Kaurond bonds or debt as a
part of the public debt, which Mr. MoCulloch
always included. Mill the debt has been ac
tually diminished, including the bonds issued
to the Pacific Bailroad and the interest ac
crued thereon. We cannot see why Mr.
Boutwell does not include these as a part of
the publio debt. There is little doubt that
the Government will have to pay tho Pacific
lUalroad bonds in tho end, and it now has to
pay regularly the interest on them, notwith
standing the enormous firants oi land to tne
compnuv and tho vast earnings of the road.
The amount of interest paid and that accrued
is upwards of six millions of dollars, while
the drawback on this for transportation of
mails and other services is less than two mil
lions. Of course the company has paid no
money, nnd, wo suppose, never will pay any.
Though a great and necessary work, it is a
stupendous job, and the people will have to pay
both principal and interest, while the mana
gers and stockholders become wealthy ironi
the proceeds. The Pacific Railroad bonds
should be included in our national indebted
ness.

There is within a fraction of ninety millions
of gold in the Treasury, exclusive of gold cer
tificates. There is sufficient to buy up and
cancel over a hundred millions of fi ve-- t renties,
which if so applied would save six millions in
gold a year in interest to the lreasnry. way,
then, keep this vast sum locked up and unpro
ductive ? The hoarding it does not facilitate
specie payments. Selling it gradually might
brine down the premium on gold considerably.
Although the Secretary continues to sell eight
millions a month in the market, tne accumu
lation in the Treasury goes on. If Mr. Bout
well's vaults were empty to-da- y he would have
a surplus at the end of the month, for the
revenue receipts in gold come in steadily and
faster than the demand for paying coin interest
on the debt. It must continue to be so irom
the very nature of our trade and the increas
ing demand all the time for foreign importa
tions as population, wealth, and oommeroe
increase. There is no necessity for hoarding
cold in the Treasury. The Secretary only
needs a few millions on hand at any time as
a check upon the gold speculators. All the
rest nearly the whole of the ninety millions
now on hand is dead capital and a loss to
the country of six millions of gold a year.
If the reserve of the precious metal in the
Treasury could have the effect of facilitating
specie payments, or oi ueing me representa
tive of our currency, as the reserve in the
Bank of England is, there would be reason in
holding it for that purpose; but it has no
such effect. The consequence is the interest
on this vast amount of dead capital is lost to
the country. Will Mr. Boutwell consider
this, and adapt his financial policy to the
laws of political economy and common sense?
