Exceution of Pike, the Murdorer—Iiy Fare-
well Address—A Warning Agninst Intompes
ranee.

Coxcorp, N. H., Nov. 9.—Josiah Little Pike,
who murdered Thomas Brown and wife, two
aged persong, at Hampton Falls, in May, 1868,
was hunged in the jall-yard &f this city to-day.
On the scaffold he made the following speech:—

“I do not shrink from my fate. I do not dread
to die. I know how worthless my life Is, and
have foith in Christ for a better hereafter, but I
wish to leave a warning in my last words, to
those who are inclined towards intemperance, It
has decided my Tate, and ruined my soul. I en-
treat those who deal in intoxicat ng drink to
stop that drendful work, and, oh! I implore
their victims to stop before it 'is too late, As I
hope to be forgiven the sins of n misspent life, 1
forgive ull severity and injustice towardsnyself,
and willingly commit my soul, wicked and un-
worthy as 1 have been, to a merciful Saviour;
and to my friends who have been so Kind, and
who have given me sympathy and encourage-
ment during my €tay in l‘|lif-! prison, I can only
return the heartfelt thanks of a dying man.

“1 can feel what they have done tor me, but I
cannot ulter my feelings; but, commending
them to God for His blessings, and imploring
mclrll"\.' for myself, I give you all my last fare-
well.

All this time Pike was calm and serene, and
nothing more than a very slight trembling was
obeerved in him, His farewell address was
written out and read from the seaffold by the
Rev. Mr. Holman. Before the execution, a
choir of ladies complied with his request, and
sang one of his favorite hymns, commencing
"M)"In{r:.'al. sun is sinking fast, my race is nearly
run.’

He was slightly nervous and tremulous in
marching to the seaffold, but upon arriving there
he seemed composed, and united in the closing
devotional exercises with an air of indifference.
He knelt with the clergyman when prayer wos
offered, and upon rising, remalped mute and
stolid until the spring was touched. He fell a
distance of eight feat, nud died without a strug-
gle. The order excluding the members of the
press was revoked at the last moment, and all
who made application were ndmitted to witness
the scene.
