PBeecher's bost vein.,  Aftor narrating his own
first experience in preaching, he said: —Yonng

tlemen, when you have received all the
ction that can be given you hers, you
will find that there in that which ecannot be
im d in the lecture-room. There is that
which has got to be learned by trying.
Preaching is a trade, and mnnst be learned ag
such, You would suppose that u man who
wonld attempt to make n wateh without hav-
ing learned the watchmaker's business would
have poor success, or to command a flest
nover having learned navigation or naval
drill. If the man should say, *‘I cannot do
it," it would not surprise you. If business
requires o high an order of talent, or such
special and well-drilled knowledge, certainly
preaching does; and yot people snppose it is
one of those things which comes as n gift of
nature, Many of its adaptations do, but the
business itsell has got to be learned, and
naver will be learned in the lecture-room.
Mr. Beecher here said that ha didn't mean
to undervalue theological preliminary study—
that their whole after ministry would feel
the effect of their fidelity and thoroughness
here. *‘I was a vigorous student,” said he,
“_in spots (langhter), and I look back
with regret to every one of those spots that
I didn't eultivate.” If ho had to go through
A seminary agmn, he wonld zet all the know-
ledge it would give. He wonld gorge. If
you are wenk, you will be thrown out of
the ministry—and that won't burt yon, If
Bll‘nilg, Fou will find the 1]1i|l;{-‘. you htmiy
here are mnot the things that you
will most need, though they will give
you impetus and be of the great-
est use to you I say this becanse you
will be discouraged at fivst. Yon will feel as
if you were all at sen, You don’t understand
how to get hold of people. 'L'his is the expe-
rience of ten thousand men who had to creep
before walking, and walk before ronning, It
is your own familiarity with work, little by
little, year by year, your contact with human
nature, that is going to muke you ministers,
There are two elements in every truly Chris-
tian ministry, the Divine and the Human,
The grand instrmment the minister employs
is his knowledge of divine truth, his know-
ledge of God in Christ Jesus, Preaching is
the utterance of the life aud soul of Christ in
so far ag you have been able to take it into
yours, Xor I hold that we are but extensions
of God, and that Christ bronght down into
this world was the truoest manhood expressed
in the world, or ever will be, We are able to
reproduce in ourselves, in small degrees, the
divine nature, and when n mwan is fillad with
this spirit and then brings it to bear
apon hig fellow-men, he 18 a Clivistian
preacher. The other element is the human
element, You are employing all this know-
ledge of the Divine nature for the purpose
of producing definite results upon the minds
of your fellow-men, IHere are two elemonts,
two main things a Christian preacher ought
to know:—First, Christ, in Him the hope of
glory; and second, “‘I could show myself ae-
cursed for my brethren's suke.” Ile must
have a fecling of intense sympathy, affection,
yearning towards men, These are the two
elements. Mr. Bocchor said that his first
criticism on much of the preaching now in
vogue would be that it is a preaching alout
od. You must distingnish between that
part of a minister's life which is lectureship
and that part whieh is preaching. The preach-
ing part of man is the heart power, the kind-
ling of enthusinsm by enthusinsm, love by
love, The chief instrument of your own
ministry is that subtlo underlying element
that fires up your congeiousness; (m-r{
thing you do, it is that sense of Christ in
yon. Young gentlemen, I give this as my
testimony to you:—If God has blessed my
labor, it has been because 1 bave had a

fervent, growing, infense personal love
for Christ, and admiration unspeak-
able. It has been the 1uainspring

of my ministry, Mr, Beecher then improssed
on his hearers the importance of closet devo-
tion. If we are to preach Christ we must
be ourselves like Hiw. He loved to do good,
not upon earth alone, but He lives forever,
and sympathizes for others—acts for others,
It is that which is moving the universe to-
day. If, therefore, a man goes into the min-
istry, think'mg that he is the great engineer
of the machine, that his whole business is to
keep the instrument all ciled and scoured, he
is not n preacher—he is a conductor (laugh
ter)—afroshman. (Laughter.) *It is better
to be a doarkeeper,” ote. The true preacher
not only has heaven in his soul, but God in
his head. It is very easy to baptize a man’'s
forehead, but to wash fcﬂlu;‘ feet is very dif-
ferent, and ministers that take to one extreme
don't Like the other. (Laughter,) Christ
says, "I am the way." as if He laid down and
said, “Now, walk on me: let me bear
np your weakness," This is very hard to
wvanity, very hard to pride, but you mnst be
pervants for Christ's sake., It is hard to
everything but love. To love it is natural,
sweet, omnipotent. Mr, Beecher then criti-
cized the mistakes of people who graduate
from a sewminary. They think they are all
equipped when they leave. He thonght the
most important chair in the seminary was
that of the pastor of theology, and that
ghould oceupy largely the last years of semi-
nary life, that is, teaching moen how to use
what they learn. A young minister must be
like an engineer, the moment he sees a man
he must go about him as he would about
fort, and see where he can get in, (Laughter. )
He must bombard him at onee, (Laughter. )
There are comparatively but few ministers
that sort ont their congregution. Some be-
lieve in Divine sovercignty, and they preach
iu gross, ande let God retail it in His provi-
dence, (Hore the students testified their ap-
E:cinlion by prolonged laughter.) Mr.
echer then told them howhe made his own
germons., They are nlways made on typical
cases, When he knows of a4 quarrel be-
tween two people he studies fheir
different natures, and a sermon grows
out of it, and without a single allusion to
the case the work is done, for he strives to
elevate thelr whole temperument, so as to
bring totheir mind the ngliness of the (uarrel,
Btudy each of yonr econgregation, Preaching
is pieking out men, and then aiming right be-
tween the eyes, and then if you don't hit don't
blame anybody but yourself.

Amervican Specunintors,
From the Dall Mall Gaeelle,

In spite of our mnational rivalry with onr
twin section of the Anglo-Saxon race,
driven in eandor to admit , there are things in
which the Americans are onr mpsters: things,
too, where we might put forward clnims of
our own not lightly to be dismizsed, We mny
fairly bonst ourselves a speenlative people,
although onr speenlative bursts are followed
by their intervals of reaction. Three years
and a half ago tho patriotic Briton might
have pointed with honest pride to the evi-
dences of this covntry’'s enterprise. Its
credit stood llil'J'r-‘vll for capital mauy times in
excess of its possible resonrees; it had pushed
the business of bubble-blowing to an excess
Lut faintly foreshadowed in the wildest days
of the South-Son scheme: ity directors, San-
gon-like, were pulling world-famed houses
abont the ears of their shaveholders, their
enstomers, and themselves, A good deal of
apimation shows itself al times on the Place
de In Bourse and the Boulevards des Italiens
when the Emperor and the empire have been
given over, Even the phlegmatic and careful
Hollanders have given pledges enongh to ca-
pricious fortune to get up an excitement
when Amsterdam is caught in the back
rush of n panic wave. Yel ngainst
anything to be seen in the Old World scenes
to be witnessed in the purlieus of the Bank
of England may foirly elaim to hold their own,
But there is a hardihood about Awmerican
speculators which, while it commands onr in-
voluntary admivation, ensnres siriking stoge
effects and a ploy of tragic passion beside
which onr most praiseworthy atlempts are
paltry. We do not spe uk now of the grandeur
of Ameriean conceptions, of the colossul scale
and unfaltering resolution with which they
are carried out, nor ol the patient yet bril-
linnt stratogy which sceks its strength in
federation; we allude to the chivalry with
which their financiers calmly elect to men.
sure their strength ngainst cach other, fight-
ing over the mangled public careass for a
monopoly of the public spoil. Tt is the dif-
ference between highway robbery and petty
larceny, between “‘F'ra Dinvolo” and **Schin-
derhannes” "and *“‘Fagin” and the **Artful
Dodger.” Our English public depredators
prefer the safer game. They chloroform their
vietims with mendacious prospectuses, fal-
lacious speeches, and falsitied acconnts,
They thrust themselves on the publiec notice
ns little as they can help, excopt indesd when
advertising themselves indirectly in non-pro-
fessional parts as chairmen of religious meet-
ings and direclors of charitable societies.
They never care to atiract the attention of
the police of the press, and although, of
course, they will drain each other's pockets
on ocension, never seize each other by the
throat with an order to stand and deliver.
True Jemmy Twitchers, their hearts are
craven, If the very shareholders only show
o bold front, their oppressors are cowed al
once, and ready to buy their safety by turn-
ing Queen's evidence, even by a sacrifice of
a portion of their ill-gotten booty.

The late drama in Wall street, on the other
hand, smggests a number of cnnuhliu[i'
images—gorged vultures whetting their crue
beaks for internecine battle; troops of rival
Indian braves on the war path levelling their
lances at each other's breasts, their spoil to be
the prize of the winner; bandits in the Mexi-
can sierrss quitling the cards and the
national moro for their knives. No man, per-

Fisk, jun. Possibly the lecal press of New
York have by this time traced their hero’s
antecedents back to his cradle; his nurse, if
he had one, or if she still survives, has doubt-
less been freely ‘‘interviewed,” and her
memory lavishly refreshed. by agents of the
“Sewer” and the “‘Stabber.” To us in the
old world Mr. Fisk seems to have grown into
a mammoth financier as Chicago grew into a
city. Whatever he may have been a little
time back, now his nnme is a houschold word
in many a honsehold — American, Eng-
lish, and German. The Turks say that
curses, like chickens, come home to roost:
and in that case Mr. Fisk must be the canse
of most of the holders of Irie stock having o
very pretty poultry yard full of execrations.
Mr. Fisk's express career along the Erie line
is & happy illustration of the value of being
born where all men are equal, and where the
humblest citizen hes equal rights with the
richest. It would have been absolutely im-
posgible in an effete country like ours, where
old-fashioned judges stand upon the purity of
their ermine, and give up nccepting retniners
after they ascond the bench. But with all
implied in his favor by his birthright in the
free soil of Colnmbia, Mr, Fisk has good rea-
gon to be proud of the Lrilliant sudacity that
made him what he is, e burned his boats,
and staked on an unfailing ran of luck in his
favor. Bo long as he was in high feather ha
might sonr what flights he pleased, but should
chance once strip him of his plumes, he must
have foreseen his paossible fate. There are
lnmpposts in Broadway, and when he lost the
meunns that had propitiated the more regular

kind of judge, he might well be dragged be-
fore the judgment seat of Lyneh, We dwell

Fislk, in '\’i“’ of the less amenable wenk-
nesses, is the brilliant daring that seorned to

leave well nlone. He had enviched himself
“beyond the dreams of avarige.” e had
earned an unimpenchable {itle to the respeet
of Wall street, of all the men whoge opinion
is the least worth having, and who form the
baokbone of publie senliment in the States,
Like most great conquerors, he could look
back complacently on the sensation he ?ml
made in the world in his time. In the fauir
way of trade he had brought ruin and misery
to as many hearths in the Union as General
Sherman on the grand march. He might

surely bave been contented to rest on his
laurels; to withdraw into comparatively pri-
vite life, carrying with him, perhaps, the un-

fortunate Erie for a plaything, amusing him.
self by giving the unlucky shaveholders an

oocasionnl fright and squeers. But bo loved
the © for its own sake, and then he felt
himself & rer man than Vanderbilt.

Be that as it may, be decided on a
delibernte attack, and picked out the biggest
man in 3\merion.i:in ul(f enemy ‘‘Commodore
Vanderbilt, The commodore is rumored to
ossess property to the value of £14,000,000;
Ea could connt upon the influence
that amount of capital must represent in an
aristocracy of wealth, and on the hosts of
allies the veteran had attached by a long life
of almost unbroken success. The antagonists
were not illmatehed, and the result a battle
of the giants. Ordinary investors, even
moderate speculators, when they eame to look
after their seraps of property, were drawn
into it whether tlu—y liked or mot, But they
counted for cyphers. At each gigantic atride
of ndvance or retreat the combatants crushed
them nnder their feet by hundreds. The
nominal gold sales of a single day amounted
to 526,000,000 dollars; the actual bullion thal
changed hands to 2,000,000 dollars; the possi-
ble bullion within reach and eall to 20,000, 000
dollars. Never, perhaps, was thore so sub-
lime an nesertion of the great pritmilnltr of
eredit, of the legitimate facilities accorded to
commerce in an energetic community. That
was something like a battle, nnd speenlation
conld boast of its fanatics and its martyrs,
Pending nltimate rvesults, for the time the
combatants thought nothing of their own
wounds, only of the injury they could do their
encmics, Thanks to the suddenness ef the
onset and the excellence of the combinations
that have gained him hissobrignet of the Admi-
ral, Fisk's nudacity came near being justiied by

success.  Dut, like many other great com-
manders, be found what promised to be a
glorions victory was changed to disastrous

defeat by the impetnosity of his treops.  In-
stead of contenting themselves with oceupy-
ing the fleld, capturing the enemy's guns,
and dictating their own terms, Fisk's friends
insisted upon following their adversaries to
utter annihilation. A fraternal government
had thrown down its truncheon without pro-
ducing the slighest effect, now it interposed
its forde majeure for the protection of the
wenker—friends of its own. “The hosts of
Fisk were panic-stricken, to the utter discom-
fiture of their leaders., Some of them fell on
their swords, or, more prosaically, hanged
themselves. It is impossible not to feel for
the bitter disappointment of the commander-
in-chief, but the history of the battles relates
that he was equal to either fortnne, and all
that an able general could do he did., He
utterly declined to meet his olligations. He
repudinted the contracts made for him by his
agents. He disowned all connection with
those most fatally compromised, and thanks
to the promptitude with which he executed
this strategical movement in retreat,
will not improbably survive to fight
another day, and be a [formidable enemy
again.  We fear much is lost, but his honor
is safe. Excited small investors, whose miser-
able little fortunes have been wrecked by his
necessities, threatened him indeed with the
last penalty of the law. The allies who say
he has swindled them, in the first violence of
their passion and the initial stages of their in-
solvency loaded him with abuse. DBut in the
depths of their henrts we may (]f‘{)t‘!]ll upon it
that the one and the other do full justice to
his ‘cuteness, and, like the hill tribes who
worship the Devil, are likely for the future to
hold bim in higher reverence than ever. Wo
do not quarrel with their natural enthusinsm,
although we scarcely share it. It is to her
speculntors that America owes her growing
greatness; it is better for the promise of hor
future that they should err on the side of
rashness, and patriotic units should be prond
to be ruined for the general good. Still even
in the holiest of wars we may spare a tear to
the dead and wounded that strew the battle-
field, There is a good deal of private incon-
venience represented by Government se-
ourities fluctunting G per cent., while rail-
way stocks sink by 30, and miscollaneous
serip sells for waste paper. Thae vietims may
have found it temporarily soothing, the spec-
tacle of some of h}r. Fisk's ngents suspending
themselves and others suspending payment.
But that comfort will pass, and leave them to
regrets periodically renewed at the terms their
annual dividepds used to fall due, Then the
further question arises—where can a prudent
Ameriean invest? Itis much as if he was
driven to choose a site for his residence on a
quaking bog of different degrees of tenacity.
The very Government stocks may go down six
per cent. or more at the nod of a M, Fisk,
while apparently any director may qualify
himself at common law to help himself just as
he pleases to his constituents’ money. The
difference between the countries seewms to be
this—the English may speculate, but the
Americans must. On the whole, although
our system may cramp the national growth
and narrow the fleld of enterprise, perhaps it
is the better calenlated in the long run to
ensnre the happiness of the many.
