the Vlttorla, mourning thirty guns of heavy calibre
six and seven inch nearly all rilled; full ship
rlpged; plating 44 Inches thick; tonnage alwut

ooo; built in England, and .Is very fast. Three
double-banke- d screw frigates (wooden), averaging
forty-si- x guns, mostly of heavy calibre; full ship-rigge- d,

and about equal to the Colorado class. Tliey
are tbe Uerona, atioiit 4000 tons, and mounts tatrty-tw- o

sixty-eig- ht pounders on main deck, and sixteen
thirty-tw- o pounders on the spar deck ; the Almanzor
and the Lealtad, widen are a trlile smaller than the
Uerona. The Almanzor has just arrived from Ma-

laga, and appears to be fully manued, as does also
the Lealtad. The other two, judging from the ham-
mocks they stow, are very short-hande- A sidu-whe- el

gunboat sailed tho day alter the arrival of the
1'owhatan. There Is also a Spanish despatch vessel
of the Kngllsh blockade-runn- er class here. The
Kpanlhh olllcers here report that two heavy
iron-ela- the Snragossa and another and one
more frigate, are expected irom Spain. 1 have
rarely seen liner specimens of naval architecture

vessels present. 1 understand, lrom the
Spanish Admiral Mai t'umpo, that it Is the Intention
to send the iron-cla- d Vlttorla to New York to be
