Census of u Bloek In New York.
Mr. Rallsbach, of the Five Points House of Indus-
try, pnbligshes in the Monthily Record a census of a
siogle block In the Sixth ward, obtained by a
thorough visitation. He fAnds it inhabited by 561
families, comprising 2627 persons, of whom 1241 are
adults and 1206 children,  About twosthinds of the
adults are women, and of these one-nfth are aban-
doned women. Most of the familics occupy only
one room, It 18 belleved that the tenement famiies
pay sixty thousand dollars yearly rent.  Besides,
there wre four lurge rectilying houses, forly-ning beer
saloons, two bakeries, three clothing stores, two
slop shops, llve provision groceries, one primary
school, and tive brothels. ‘The tenements are mostly
used for lodging-honses, and the others generally
ovenpied by widows, voth being very unhealthy.
There are twenty-two Protestant familles, who wel-
come all efforts to do them good, Many Catholic
families are willing to have the Testanent read, In
1542 the same block contained only about twelve
hundred souls: several large tencment-houses hay-
ing been bullt alnce that thoe, and 4ll are more
densely fllled, My, Halliday, the superintendent, re-
marks that “the number of women oponly eommitted
to & life of prostitution in this nelghlborhood 18 not
within seventyv-five per cent, of what it once was,
nor I8 there &8 much drunkenuess, by o very lnrge
percentnge, as there wis before the ¢xclée law was
enacted.'
