—A correspondent at 8t. Petersburg says:—
“After endless delays and mistakes, the final
preparations have at length been made for pro-
viding the whole of the Russian army with
breech-londers, Hitherto the ouly reglmonts
which bave been armed with the new weapon
are those of the Grennadiers and the Guards, the
other corps having only had [a few served out to
them for practice. The officlals on the Wardaw
Rallway have now been instructed to pass with-
out question all the rifles ag fast as they come in
from Prussla, so that there may be no further
delay in the matter. The number of rifles ex-
pected from Prussia is 500,000, and it is stated
that the troops have now thoroughly learnt,
though not withont great dll!icultlr. the use of
the new weapon. Every effort 1s also being
made to render the army efficient In other re-
gpects. Both officers and soldiers are constantly
employed In making trenches aud other fleld for-
tifleation work; and a nocturnal sham fght is
often got up, at whicl the troops are attacked
while In the trenches by a supposed enemy.
This sort of exerclse Las wonderfully developed
the intelligence of the Russian soldier, who 1s
now a very different being from what he was in
the Crimea. The lute inspections both in the
kingdom of Poland and the empire have pro-
duced resnlts which have filled with surprise the

Gothard
Company. It is needless to say that all these
arrangements are gubject to ratification by the
veral Governments interested.
—The German weckly paper Hermann is
much scandalized by the clandestine trade in
luman creatures which it has discovered takea
place in England, We have taken the trouble,
fgays, o count how many new-born children
have been offered for adoption within a certain
time bythe morping papers most widely circu-
lated in England, and have found the number of
these lillle creatures nvong,cu forty-three a week.
Adoption really means buying. The trade in
negroes Is suppressed, but white childrea can be
bought like a pound of coffes or a quart of milk.
Mothers who have come into these rosponalbili-
es unwillingly are in the habit of partiog from
their own flesh and blood very lightly, and even
ithout intending to meet ngain; in shorl,
piaking *“u full surrender,” as the advertisemonts
Jlit. The mothers do not make mach by the
traneaction, except freedom from an unwelcome
und heavy burden: they seldom recelve money;
this flows lnto the pockets of the mid-wives, who
acl ns go-hetweens in these plans of adoption,
Pledges of love are, like mauny other things
the world, unéqually divided. Muany
who - would llke them do  not ob-
tuin them; others who have them care
nothing about them. Those who nre blessed by
pature with ebildren must toke them as they
come; but those who oblain them by purchnse
san take thelr chioies, as In the case of nny othoer
merchaudise. Many seek for dark, others for
falr chlldren, and consequently the flvlm; wiares
are advertised ond offersd with a list of thelr
wrsonal qualifications. Bo we read, “‘A preuly
l.ltt'l{ gir), nged four months, with blue eyos and
fuir halr, the child of beslthy parents, may bo
hnmedintely adopted.” A new-born child of
the mnle gox, ||m=01mm‘ml_\' large, with well-

—A good deal Is said from time to time abont
the bigotry of Scottish Preabyterinnism, bat
thiere ure not wanting signs of o growlng re-
action, even within the churches, Iit'lll}‘ing to
the tonst of “The Clergy of all denominations,"”
at the dinper of the &I“Iilllll‘!:h Philosophical
Institution, recently, Dr. Hoous made the fol-
lowing declarstion: —

He belleved that since the time of the Reforma-
tion the clergy in Scotland had been the promoters
of everything that was connected with the mdvances
ment of the intellectual condition of the people.

He
had been asked to respond for the o -'rfy of all de-
nominations, He did g0 becanse he balleved he was
a clergyman of no denomination, He had brought
himself ont of the beltef in denominationalism of
Free Chureh or Eetablishment, or any other Church
