The following Isa copy of a most extraordl-
pary letter which has boen addressed to she
Vienna  pubiie by the Countess Batbyany
Apraxin, and In which she assalls violently the
conduct of her mother, the Princess Fsterhnzy: —

“The newspapers,” writes the Counteos, “*have
for some time past been occupying themselves
with an affalr which concerns me nearly. All
thoso whio have read the articles In guestion
must incontestably put to themselves the follow-
ing question:—"‘What erime can a daughter have
committed that a mother should punish her io »
wanner as revolting as it is contrury to law and
10 natarer”’

I find mysell foreed to reply.

Having done nothing (o merlt such a punish-
ment, finding mysell reduced not merely to
poverty, but what is still worse to a heart llke
mine, secing my honor drageed through the
unll;i by my own mother, I desire to defend my-
sCil,

I ehall relnte succinetly my life during eight
venrs and a half, 1 am driven to take this dos-
perate course, for my family, by ite inlluence,
has shown me clearly (s object, that of reducing
me o helplessness by Imposing ite will on my
defenders and closing my mouth even before the
tribunal.

Guilty in appearance before public opinion, it
is desired to huve me remain soinorder that my
mother muy bo acquitted and 1 condemned.

Lt ns see on which eide is the wrong, on
which the right.

In 1861, after hoving quitted my family for
the principal reasons with which every one is
acquainted, for which I blame myself, and for
wh]l('h 1 shall repent to the hour of my death, I
remained alone in the world, for mmedistely
after my mother, ander the pretext of not belog
able to quit her son-in-law, my husband, aban-
doned me entirely. 1 nsk whether, notwith=tand-
ing my faults, she was right as a mother in
passing over Lo the camp ol the enemy ?

Would shie not have domne better to come to

me, her child, and a2 a womnn 1o extend her
hand to raise me and pluce me in a rlght course?
No: she put ber foot on my besd Lo erosh me
still more.

Strange woman! Had she no idea of what
ahe exposed me to—me, aspoiled child par ac-
cellemoe—spolled by society, spoiled by every
one; me, who had been reared to believe mysell
a phonix ¥ She did not understand the perdl in
w L!ch she lung me head foremost.

1 wrote to her at that time to ask the support
of her tondernoss, She repulsed me. | asked
hor at lenst to give me news of the children, 1
recelved the following reply on a seérap of
paper:-

“*You are
¢hildren,"”

I wag gullty. Oh, ves, T own It: but was

wworihy to receive news of your

that n reason to drive me to despair, and, as a
congegquenco of that despalr, to folly ?

Folly eame: after long weeplog, after nights
passed without sleep, 1 souglit a consolation. |
required sore objectfin life. My imagination,
too ardent and rendered unbealthy at that time
by grief, my mind nervous and agitated, all drove
me to act like a apoiled child. Without experi-
ence, for it wne not years that were wanting to
me, it was she experience of life, T commitied
the enormous folly, a {olly without nume a thou-
sand timos more blamable, I will say mors ridi-
culous, to believe myself predestined for the
theatre—to atudy the dramatic art,

For this purpose 1 repaired to Parls, where a
friend of my childhood—ns noble heart, a mind
#uch a8 is rarcly to be moet with (the Princess de
Metternich), put aslde the prejudices of the
world and came to me withont fearing the mil-
lions of calumnles that people wouald amuse
themselves inventing respecting me. She wanted
to judge for hersell, and she saw that the world
had led.

Although young, £he assumed the role that
my mother should have taken from the com-
mencement, and that the latter had never
adopted.

“Julie,” snid vo me this friend, *'[ believe that
vou are always the same, loyal and good, but in
the name of heaven quit this false route; yom are
not born for the theatrs: neither your rank nor
your position outhorizes this cureer. 1 know
ihat you have labored seriously, but sacrifice
what you have done to your mother, to yoor
ehildren, Every one will approve of your con-
duct.”

The advice of that friend, a woman distin
gulshed for her auFarlor qualities, wens siraight
to my heart. I felf an ardent desire to return
intoa good path, and I therefore obeyved her
with joy and gratitude. I then understood the
danger in which & woman is placed who departs
from the line traced out for the commonest of
mortals. Iehall all my life thank the noble and
courageous friend who facilitated to me this re-
turn Lo reason.

From that time I experienced an invincible
repugnance 1o every kind of exiravagant ten-
dency.
 The same friend of whom [ speak with so0
much gratitude is 0 witness of the calm and re-
specu%lu life which I huve led for the lusi six
years. But far from bringing 1oy mother nearer
to me, it appeared towiden the distance between
us. 1 besought her to come and see me were it
only for eight dn{;: I a hundred times reiterated
this prayer, but in vain,

Still the same friend, and many others in addl-
tion, old and young, gave her to understand how
much filial love had enconraged me in my rood
resolutions, but she listened nelther to that
friend nor to the others who made the same
representations to her. My mother had always
gome frivolous pretext for not coming, She had
no money to undertake the jonmef: she had no
sime; she feared to offend her son-in-law in ack-
ing a8 & mother; she bad, it secms, begun to re-
gard me with horror,

[ passed my cxl-:.emre‘wecpln;;: all my friends
sympatbized with troubles so lstle merited. but
I suffered in silence, with resigoation and with-
ont deviating from my good resolutions. For il
my mother was not near to guide and advise me,
there was In the other world the soul of my
futher-in-law, which did mot abyndon me. That
cherished, holy, snd respected souvenir gave
me strength to struggle against evil and porse-
vere In good.

I bad commitied & censurable act eight and a
half vears previously, In quitting my poor chil-
drep, but I had committed It in a moment of
giddiness and apprebencion, Vengeunce has
been taken on me by holding them ap as the
most implacable judges of my conduct, During
those eight years I made three loyal and unre-
stricted attempts 1o repalr, as far as I could,
that fanit. In the third of these attempts, the
friend of whom I1'speak, and who professes

reat influence, supported my cause with my

mily, but they cast me off all the same. And
set 1 made but ong modest request: — “I'o return
iome to take the lastof pleess: to bo there even
lese than the least of servants, in order to enjoy,
after a long martyrdom, the righeel buiug il
the mother of my children.’

Ench tine they replied to me with a humanity

without example, that all that was not suffi-

clent. My mother, not satistied with wringing
my heart, endeavored two years sgo 10 punish |
me physlenlly. 8he ook back from ine ut that
time 200 floring, out of the small monthly allow-
ance of T00 florins which sho gave me. ro-
sisted this act of ipjustics, but aznin, and us
before, in vain, Bhe would not vield, nnd as-
gigned for cause the debits conteactod by iy
brother. I contioued, therefore, to lve not
merely an isolated life, bat also an existunce
" mater il“y very poor, but still more and wore
trangull and respectable, _

When, about ten mouths ago, withoul any
reason snd withont notice of any sort, my sllow-
ance from my wothor cansed, L thougbe that it
was merely o delay, and at fust wrote In order
avold the reenrrence of such pralnful dissppoing
wents I regurd o o small an allowance. !r_wng
wot thoughit necessury even (o roply to me. Nai-

.
ther my mother nor her first amplove, to whom
L also nddressed mvsel!, folt themiselvod enlled
upon to give any signs of e I wrote lettors
sl more jressing; the snine silonce. Friends,
relatives wrote on my beball . None of thom
regeived anawers, | thonght that 1 shonld have
lost my reason. This sllence lnsted four montha:
my mother finished by sonding me back my
letters unread, My lstlers, written from the
boarl, wonld have moved & rock, My mother
remnined indiflerent to thom, i

Puring these four months of morta) sllence it
way perbaps hopwd that T would die of hunger
or that I would buve tflung myself into the Soine
in despalr. | wns exposed 10 evervihing by this
obstinate mutism-—to suivide, to dishonor, to
thett as a menns of sustaining life,

I remained months sustained merely by pota-
toes or haricot beans, which 1 cooked myself.
In eating I watered them with more tears than
I thought I could have shed during my whole
life, Finding, at the end of four montha, to the
urent regrol of my mother, that 1 still lived, that
| hwd committed no crime which would antho-
rize her to disembarrass herself of the support
of a danghter whom she detestod, by casting her
Into a prison of some kind, she mads me an
cller which I could not accept, numely, that she
would restorefme the miserable monthly llnll'\lull
which she had formerly allowed me | wounld
#ell nt that price the fortune which had been
left wo by the will of my poor, adored fathar-in-
iaw,

I was forced. seelng that no gentle means was
likely to lend wo un aceeptable result, to address
mysell to the tribunals,  The following was my
demand:

That my mother should pay me the ten months'
arrears, In order that | might acquit my
ul:ll_uﬂlhll):\ towards the friends w ho had lont me
the means to lve.,

I ulso demanded that my slimentary pension
ghould be fixed from that time by the law, in
propertion to the fortune of my mother nnd the
numhber ol her children. We are but two, my
brother and mysell. The income of my mother

thie net income.~is 100,000 Horins

In short, I desire, after having assured my
present, to sconre 'my future, 1 wish to con-
viuee myeelf if my half share, the life use
of which my mother enjoys, much em-
burrasged or at wll endangered. 1 must de
this during the e of my mother, for afier her
death there would beno means of remedying the
nuschief done.

I elaim only my right, and the law will accord
it to me. Noble and devoted friends, inti-
mutely acquainted with the unjustifiuble’con-
duct of my mother, promise me their gnp-
port In everything to the end of his revolting
strugule,

On arriving here my first duty was to repair
to Lanschiter to the tomb of my poor {ather.
The state in which | found this tomb made me
comprehend everything, This souvenir had not
becn respected. The tomh was in ruins. The
letters of the ipseription on the white marble
cross are In o great mesaure effaced: the Hme of
the walls of the chapel is falling in on every side,
and the bricks are following it.
bius a withered sppearance, Two or threo rose
trees, planted twenty vears ago, regard each
otber in the distance. and to weep over Lhelr
abundonment. And over this desolated grave 1
whom he had eherished as i1 1 had been his own
child kpelt sobbing with my heart torn and
without bread. While at DBakersan my mother
s lving in great style, she has not money sufi-
cient to keep In order the grave of him o whom
she owes everyibing, or o copper to fling to me.
But on this grave | bhave taken an osth to avenge
that sacred wemory, outraged io my poraon—
the dearcat object that the departed one che-
rished on earth.

Not content with doing me all the evil she
cou'd, my mother has never thought of effacing,
in the cyes of the world, my past laulis, by
dwelling with the maternal pride which ought
to be fostinctive on my life of reparation. On
the contrary, the more she. her intimates, and
her employes have been able to blacken me in
the eyes of the world, the more they have done it

This letier has no other object than that of
clearing my honor, which is the honor of my
children. Bince my mothor had not undertaken
to do i, Tmust do It myself, for T usk of cvery
loval heart if there can be a more polguant griel
than that of laving always been honest and
being treatod as eriminal.

I recognize in but one |]1(°n‘ltm the right of
never ]lllrtl"lﬂﬂ[.'[ me my faults, for he ouly has
been wounded by them. God, my mother. and
soclety have justly punighed me for them. After
many years of repentance God h:merdnnc(t me.
My mother is more severe than God.

Betore the Court my mother's lawyer told me
that my mother owed me no allowance, that
Lelng of age I ought to earn my own bread, and
the Judge did not contradiet him. | endeavored
to refute this assertion, but the Judge told me
curtly to hold my tongue. I suppose because
my defense should have been offered by my
lawyer, but the latter found it convenient to
wllow this incident to pass unobserved. This
law does not exist for us children of aristoerats,
We have not been reared to earn our bread.
In what manner, then, does my mother's lawyer
