A MARRIAGE AND A ERFARATION,

In the same school was & Mra, Almeja, the wife of
an Italian, whose malden name was Annie McoNa-
mars, the daughter of respectable parents, and =
woman of remarkably prepossessing appearance,
Mra Almeja's nature was oo sympathetic aod loviog
to blend harmonlougly with that of ker hasband ;
and, finding it impossible wupull together, they
ntilym-. urated, the young wife returning to the
house of her parents.

THE INTIMACYT WITH BAUMANRN,

For some time after the separation she lived very
privately, attending ber school dutles with great
care, but seldom appearing in soclety, as she had
been acenstomed o before ma dome nine or
ten months ago Baumann b bacome inter-
ested In her, and they were frequently seen going
over the pages of o book In rather close proximity to
ench other, but there was no suspicion that thelr
intimacy was not of the purest kind, as Mrs. Almeja
was also the bosom friend and companion of Mrs.

BAUMAKN'S RICENRSS,

8till Another Batch of the Byron Nas-
tiness — ‘“‘The True Btory” Done
Into a Book at Last—Harriet
Lays Bare Her Heart, and
Tells Why She Told It—
A Weak Defense of
& Beecher Weak-
nees.

From Messrs. Fields, Osgood & Co. we have
received the advance sheets of Mrs, Brtowe's
book entitled ‘“Lady Byron Vindicated," In
which she attempts to glve a history of the
Byron eontroversy from its begiuning in 1816
10 the present time. Mre. Stowe goes over the
same ground as in her Atlantic article, but with
greater explicitness, and she gives a full account
of her lnterview with Lady Byron when the
borrible revelation was made to her. The
cseential portions of this work we now lay
before our readers. The first part of the book
attempts to show how Lord Byron, during hils
lifetlme, habitualiy attacked his wife, and on-
listed against her a wide circle of his literary
friends and admirers; how these attacks
wore continued long  after  his  death,
with increasing virulence; and ehe guotes
wrgely from the *'Nocles Ambrosiane”
and the notes to that work of Dr, Bhelion
Mackenzie to show how the sympathles of the
choice colerie of literary men who managed
Blackwood's Magarine were enlisted againsg
her. Mrs. Btowe then alludes to the Conntess
Gulecloli's book and the article in Blackwood'sof
last July as her reasons for giving Lady Byron's
story to the world, alleglag that a preconcerted
attempt was belug made at this late date to
slander her memory and to glorify Lord Byron.

In the second part Mrs. Stowe tells how she
became scquanted with Lady Byren, and de-
scribes her as ghe appeared during the later
vears of ber life, The most important chapter
of the work here follows, in which Mrs. Stowe
gives a full account of the interview between
hersel! and Lady Byrom, during which the
shocking revelation was made. We quote that
portion of this chapter that describes the Inter-
view:—

This ealmness and dignity were never more
manifested than in this interview, In recalling
the conversation at this distance of time, I ean-
not remember all the language used. Some
particular words and forms of expression I do
remember, and those 1 give; und in other eases
I give my recollection of the substance of what
wns said.

There was something awful to me in the in-
tensity of repressed emotion which she showed
us she proceeded. The great fact upon which
all turned was stated In words that were nnmis-
takable:—

**Mrs. Stowe, he was gullty of incest with his
sister !

She here became so deathly pale, that 1
feared she would faint; and hastened to say,
*My dear friend, I have heard that." She asked
wuickly, “From whom 7" and I answered, “'From
Mrs, ——;" when she replied, “Oh, yes!" as {f
recollecting berself.

1 then asked her some queations; in roply to
which she sald, I will tell you.”

8he then spoke of her first acquaintance with
Lord Byron; from which I gathered that she, an
only ehild, brought n‘: in retirement, and living
much within horself, had been, ns deep natures
often were, intensely stirred by his poetry; and
had felt a deep interestin him personally, ag one
llmtl had the germs of all that is glorious and
noble,

When she was introduced to him, and per-
ceived Lis admiradon of herself, and at last
reccived his offer, although dua};ly moved, she
doubted her own power to be to him all that a
wife should be. Blhe declined his offer, there-
fore, but desired to retain still his friendship.
After this, ns she sald, a correspondence ensued,
mostly on meoral and literary subjects: and, by
this correspondence, her intersst in him was
constantly Increased,

At last, she said, he sent her a very beantiful
letter, offering himself again.  “1 thought," she
nddc(i. “that it was aincere, and that I might
now show him all 1 felt. I wrote just what was
in my heart.

“Afterwards,” she said, “I found in one of his
journals this notice of my lotter:—*A letter from

pll—never rajns bot it pours.’ "

There was throngh her habitual ealm a shade
of womaunly Indignation as she spokce these
words; but it was gone in a moment. 1 sald,
“And did he not love you, then?" Bhe an-
swered, *No, my dear: he did not love me.”

“Why, then, did he wish to marry you #" She
laid her hand on mine, and said in & low yolee,
“You will see.”

She then told me, thaty shortly after the de-
clared engagement, he came to her fathoer's
house to visit her as an accepted suitor, The
visit was to her full of disappeintment, His
aAppearance was #0 strange, moody, and unae-
countable, and his treatment of her so peculiar,
thit she cmine (o the conclusion that he did not
love Ler, and sought an opportunity to converse
with him alone,

She told him that she saw from his manner
that their enﬁu gement did not give him pleasure;
that she should never blame him If he wishod to
dissolve it; that his nature was excoptional; and
if, on a nearer view of the situation, he shrank
from it, she would release him, and remain no
less than ever his friend.

Upon this, she sald, he fainted entirely away.

She stopped a moment, and then, as if speak-
ing with great effort, addoed, “Then 1 was sure
he must love me."

““And did he not ?" sald 1. “What other cause
could have led to this emotion #'

She looked at me very sadly, and sald, " Fear
of detection.”

“What!" said I, “did that cause then exist 7"

“"Yes," she said, “It did.” And she explained
that she now attributed Lord Byron's great agi-
tation to fear that In some way suspicion of
the crime had been aroused ln]‘ﬁer mind, and
that on this account she was seeking to
break the engagement. She said that, from that
moment, her sympathies were aroused for
him, to seothe the remorse and aoguish which
secmed preyiog on his mind, and which she
then regarded as the sensibility of an nnnsually
exacting moral nature, which judged itself by
higher standards, sod condemned itsell unspar-
Ingly for what most young men of his times
regarded as venlal faults. Bhe had every ho
for his future, and all tho enthusiasm o?bdﬁ?
that 50 many men and women of those times
and ours have had in his intrinslc noblences.
