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REORGANIZATION OF COUNCILS.
Wit the mew year a now set of municipal
books are opened, and Councils crs reorga-
nired. The speeches of the newly-elected
proaiding officers, Messrs. CUattell and Wag-
ner, whioh we published yesterday, are re-

ploto with important suggestions, and they
indioate that action will speedily be required
on many important muniocipal questions.
Philadelphia is maligned by her datractors as
an overgrown village; and unjust as this im-
putation is in & general sénses, thers is too
much of a semblance of truth in that portion
of it whioh relates to the system of municipal
government that has hitherto prevailed. The
city has boen governed more like an over-
grown village than a municipality of a rank
only secondary to the most populous
capitals of civilization. In former times the
old oity led the van of modern improvement,
but since consolidation, Philadalphin, as a
whole, has fallen far behind it; and as a resnlt,
thoro is not one duty devolving upon the
municipal govermment which is thoroughly
and satisfactorily discharged. The necessity
of reform and improvement is everywhere
apparent. Private enterprise has accom- |
plished wonders in every direction, and in
ovory quarter it has outstripped the public |
progroess whieh should have fostered and pro- |
moted it. While attention has been absorbed |
in the exoiting issues of State and national |
polllioc, only a small fraction of our citizons | '
have given serious consideration to the nume-
rous home problems which are annually in- ‘
eroasing in importance, and the practieal rule |
has beon to get over present diffionlties after
some fashion, it mattered not much how, pro-
vided there was mnot too great an increase
of taxation. The fruits of this neglect ars
painfully apparent. With the largest city
debt on the continent, if not in the world,
wo have the most imperfect and incomplete |
municipal aoccommodations, in proportion to |
population and wealth. The public buildings
are notoriously inadequate. The County
Prison ia crowded to suffocation, tha House
of Corrootion is still a thing of the future,
and no substantial progress has been made
towards the erection of new rooms for the
Courts, Councils, and public officers. The
deﬁuienoiu of the Water Department were
painfdlly disclosed by the drouth of 1860,
and it is now estimated that an expenditure
of threa millions of dollars will he required
to provide for present and prospective wants,
The police force is inadequate in number to
propesly guard the whole city, and its in-
sufficienoy is imtensified by the ridioulons
system of making appointments contingent
upon every revolution in local politics, and
establishing partisan service instead of good
character nnd fitness as the standard of quali.
fication. The streets are still paved by the
unsightly and uneven cobble stones,
and while the  mocessity of an
improved system is  generally ac.
knowledged, no definite provision has yet
boon made for it. Several bridges over the
Schuylkill are demanded, and the provisions
of legislative enactments will soon compel the
aity to build at loast one of them, willingly or
unwillingly. Further improvements in the
Park are contemplated, and the purchase-
money of the land  selested will in itself form
a large addition to the existing«debt, In all
other directions the ountlook is equally sug-
gostive of the impending necessity of heavy
expenditures which have been already too
long delayed. However distasteful the pro.
position may be to tax-ppyers, it is manifest
that the city revenues must soon be largaly
incrensed; and it is the trme policy of
the rulers of Philadelphia to leck their re-
aponsibilities fairly in the face, secking no
longer to shirk or evade them. They should
sternly resist corruption and extravagance of
evory description, appropriste no money
which will not be judiciously expended for
essentisl purposes, but at the same time aim
at a full and conscientious discharge of all
their real duties, In devising wayas and
means, they should ecarefally consider the
best method of acquiring new sources
of revenue and equalizing the burthens of
taxation, Now real ostate bears nearly the
eutire load, while in New York, as Genoral
Wagnor showed in his speech yesterday, the
city derives nearly as large a revenus from
personal property alone, as Philadelphia ob-
tains from all her taxes. We even fail here
to colleot the taxes levied, to an extent un-
puralloled in other progressive communities,
and until we place our finances on a new foot.
ing, it will be impossible to avoid either
gigantic loans or perpatnal postponements of

Btows believed
hor, and ia determined to beliova her in apite
of all contrary evidence, thersa can be mwo
doubt; but when she comes befors the world
with such an acousation, Mry, Stowe must
expeot that something more substantial in
the way of faots shall be presented than the
mere word of an aged woman whose mind
was turned by yenrs of suffering, and argn-
ments which are based entirely on the as-
sumption of Lord Byron's total depravity and
the belief that, as he was ocapable of almost
any orime, he must mocessarily be guilty of
this particular one., The public is unable to
soe Lady Byron's magnanimity in the same
light that Mrs. Stowe does, when it is
shown that she was in the habit
of repeating this story right and left, with
such a varioty of details that no ene even
thought of believing her; and it is but chari-
table to suppose that her mind was unbal-
anced, and that she was not responsible for
her words, A large portion of Mrs. Stows's
book is taken up in proving what nobody
denies, that Lord Byron lampooned his wife
in a most shameful manner, and that she was
obliged to submit to many harsh things said
about her by his rionds and admirers, and by
gushingly sentimental appeals for sympathy
that Mrs, Stowe invariably makes when ahe
finds her logic giving out,

The sxouse for the original publication and
for this rehash of the scandal is the one that
hes already been disallowed—the nacessity for
defending Lady Byron's memory. Mrs. Stowe's
real roason was that she had got hold of »

| Apicy item, and she burned to give it to the

world. Bhe has certainly achieved a pecu-
niary success if her publishers give her a fair
shbare of their profits, but there are some per-
sons who would not care to purchase success
at the price she has done.

A cabie telegram this morming snnounced that the
“copstitutional regime™ of Napoleon 11118 in a Isir
way Lo templ suceesas, M. SOUvier having succeeded
in forming a Ministry satisfactory to himself and the
Emperor, Of M, Ollivier himacif, the head of the
Cabinet and Minister of Justice, we have wlready
published & sketch, Below we give some account
of the other Ministers,

Count Napoleon Daru,
the Minister for Foreign Affalrs, whose frst resolu-
tion not to enter Ollivier's Cabinet has been recalled,
I8 the son of the celebrated historinn and statesman
of the First Kmpire. Napoleon I and Josephine were
present at his buptism, e entered the Chamber of
Peers by the hereditary right in 1832, and was re-
markabie for hils abllity and industry. IHe took part
in the events immediately succeeding the revolution
of 48, and was imprisoned for some days at Vin-
cennes, ab the time of the coup d'etal, arter which he
retired for some time from publle lfe,
Louls Joseph Buffer,

the new Minister of Finance, held oflles under the
republic, and astalned considerable prominence in
the Legisiativo Assembly. e has long held a promi-
nent and influsntisl position in the Radical ranks,
and, like Daru, was selected as one of his oabloet
by Ollivier aa soon as the latter was entrusted with
the task of forming aministry ; but, ke Daru, hie at
first refused to be uwssoclated with Ollivier because of
the wenkness displayed by the latter at the time of
passing upon the election for members of the Corpa
Legisiatif.

The Margnis de Talhonet,
who beoomes Minister of Public Works, belongs to
an anclent famlly of Brittany. 1In 1849 lie was one
of the represensatives of the departmens of the
Sarthe in the Leglslative Assembly, and voted in
favor of the principal measures of the majority,
whom he sustalned in sheir last confiiots with the
policy of the Prince President and lls advisers.
After the massacres in the Boulevards and forolble
dispersion of the Assembly om the 2d of Dacemboer,
1861, he shared in some degree the penalties innleted
upon the soblest of Frenchmen, In being Incarcerated
many days at Viocennes, le became, however, a
successful Government candidate for the Corps
Legiaiatif in 1652, und was in 1857, and again in 1868,
re-clected by large majorities. He acted as Secre-
tary to the Corps Legislatif daring the sessions of
186104, and would seem calenlated to give a cordlal
support to the conservative policy of M. Ollivier.
Kmille Aloxis Segrls,
the new Minister of Public Instruggion, |5 a states-
man of vonsiderable experienco In public amairs,
and beiongs to the legal profession, In 1659 he was
¢lected as & Government candidate in the frst clr-
cumscription of Malne-ct Loire, and was re-elected
in 1463, He is an oMeer of the Logion of Honor, and
belng faged 55, Las had an opportunity to observe
and be lnstructed by the most remarkable soemes in
French history.
Charles Louvet,
the Minister of Agriculture and Commerce, 18 an
experivnced statesman, In 1548 he favored the re-
public and was elected for the District of Maine-et-
Lolre, recelving 56,842 votes, He has since been re-
slected several thaes, and has glven the Emperor
an undeviating support,
Uther Members of the Cublinet.

Maurice Richards, the Minter of Fine Arts, s a
lawyer, and in 15688 was elooted u Deputy from the
Fourth district of Beine-et-Olse. The Government
candidate, General Melllnet, had & majority on the
frst ballot, but on the second M. Richards ob-
nined 15,047 out of 23,450 voles, General Kdmund
Loboenf, who reiains his place in the Csbinet as
Minister of War, has served with distinction in
Algeria sud the Crimen, sud saved the Itallan
army at Bolferino from welng crashed by tho Aus-
trian forces. Adiniral Regault de Genpouilly, who
also holds over as Minister of Mariue, was connected
with the naval operations aguinst Sebastopol in
1664, and two years later was placed in command of

the Frenoh fivet in the Chipeso sens, and there co-
operatod with the Dritleh st the captare of Csnton
In 1667,

Esquirou De Paficu, the unewiy.appointed Presi-
dent of the Coupcll of State, bejougs to a distin-
guished French framily, and represcuted the Dopart-
ment of Captal in the Coustituent Assembly, in
which he vook & prominent though undsolded part
He was appoloted Minlsler of lastruction o 1549,
and remalned in eMice until Febhraary 13, 1851, After

Odillon Barrot, the Procurear-Genern, haa ooon-
plod & prominent place in French politics, Though
very young when e ontered the Chumbar of Depa-

brought about the Revolution of 1530, He was the
leader of the agitstion In favor of reform in 1847.8,
and attended peveral of the provineinl banguets
which led to the Revolation of 1548 and the downfall
of Louis Philippe. Under tha Presidency of Louls
Napoleon he wan for some time & Miniater, and con.
ducted the Government of Franoe with success in
1861, when he retired for sovernl yemrs from aoctive
polikionl life,
