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Particulars of the Capture of Port-au-
Prince—Destruction of the Palace
—Balnave Refuses British
Protection—-Two Ame-
rican Vessels In-
jured.

Powr-av-Paixee, Dee, 10,—By the arrival of
the bLrig Jane, Captain Allen, from Port-au-
Prinee direct, full particulars have beon received
of the capture of Port-nw-Prince by the revolu-
tionists under General Brice, On the 15th of
December, General Brice, of the southern divi-
slon of the nrimny of the revolutionists, succeeded
0 landiog one-half of his forces in the Immed!-
ate vicinity of Port-au-I'rince. He at
once proceeded towards the city and took
yosseeelon  of the morthern part of il

‘ithout much opposition he then
made his way towards the palace, where Salnave
was intrenched, and attacked it.  In this, how-
ever, he wae repulecd. In the meantime the
revolutionary steamer Florida, carrylug two
guns, had attacked the Pequod, Bulnave's
steamer, running under her stern and raking
her with ber guns, nnd pourlng In a deadiy
volley from small srns. The Pequod was then
boarded and speedily taken posseseion of, and
subsequently nsed by the revolutionists in their
attack on the city.

Just at the juonetnre when General Brice was
repulsed in his attuck on the palace a shell from
the Pequod lighted in the midst of Saluave's
soldicrs, causing dismay and confusion on all
sides. General Brice, seizing the opportunity,
renewed his attack nnd suceeeded in driving
Salnave back futo the pulace. The Pequod then
proceeded to shell the palnce and speedily re-
duced it to o henp of ruins, Balnave had pre-
viously evacnnted it, taking shelter with 1000
men in Fort Natlonal. The revolutionary ves-
pels then brought their guns to bearon the srsenal
nod the barracks, both of which were shortly
alterwards blown up, the whole of the edifices
being utterly destroyed.

The commander of a British war vessel pro-
mized Ralpave protection on condition he would
aapitulate, and offered to place a vessel at his
disposal to convey him In salety (o any destina-
tion he might select. The offer, however, was
refused, Salnave declaring that before he wonld

jeld he would first destroy the city aud then

imself.

It ie said that he set fire to the southern por-
tion of the city, where the poorer classes reside,
although the origin of the fire was atiributed by
some to the burning embers from the barracks,
which were carried by the wind in a southern
slirection.

During the 10th, 1500 cayalry, together with
3000 infantry, arrived from B8t. Marc and were
marching on the eity. General Brice had issued
a proclamation declaring that any act of pillage
or outrage on person or property should be pun-
Jeghed with death,

The American brig Henryand Lonise, Captuin
Porter, and the brff Java, both lying in the
harbor at the time of the bombardinent of the
¢ity, accldentally received shots In their halls,
the former in the stern and the latter in the bow.

Saget, the Provisional President, had arrived
in a small steamer from Archanie, and the dis-
charge of cannon beard from the direction of
the ¢ity on board the Jane was supposed to be
the snlute with which his arrival was greeted.

The captain of the Jane states that on his
leaving port the flash of cannon was observed
from Fort National, where Salnave had taken
refuge.

New Yorg, Jan. 5.—The strike of the Weast-
ern Union telegraph operators countinues to
epread in nll directions.

Every member of the Leazue In the Unlted
Blates, excepting thoso emploved in the Milwan-
keo office, quit work oa receipt of orders from
the Grand Chlef Operator of the organization,
Advices have been rvcclved at headguarters of
the “Junta” stating that all members, and many
who are not mombers, a8 far East as Plalster
Cove, N. 8., have struck.

Despatehes  from Philndélphia, Baltlmore,
Waushington, and other polnts were forwarded
to Bogton this morning, earnestly protesting
ngaioel the action of the strikers In delegating a
certaln number of operators to receive news for
the Aesociated Press, on the score of friendship.
These despatchies had the desired effect, and a
reeponse was immediately returned stating that
they would desist, and submit cheerfully to any-
thing emanating from the *Head Centre” of the
Leéague.

A despateh was received from Philadelphia,
stating that four eperators who refused to join
the s#trikers will be sent to Baltimore and
Washington to-day, und that an operator named
Snyder, who was with (he strikers on the start,
had bLetraved themi and returned to work.

This aunouncement wns recelved with hissea
and groans for the backsliding operators. Mea-
sures were taken to prevoent, i possible, the
Philadelphia men from golng to work in Balti-
more or Washington. Commitiees will meel
them on thelr arrival for the purpose of dis-
suuding them, with whal success remains to be
seen,

Messages of cheer and encouragement have
been recelved from all parts of che Union,

Meetings are now in progress in all prineipal
cities, renewing pledges to hold ont. There are
¢ix or seven operators at work here, but they
are principally what the first-class men term
“plugs,” who in ordinary times are at a great
digconnt.

The lady operators in Boston have followed
the example of the wen, thereby leaving the
office in abont the sgame condltion that exists In
all the principal offices of the company, in
charge of thie superintendent, manager, and chief
operators, the mujority of whom, exeept the
the latler cases, ure excellent in theory, but very
poor in practice.

A Minute Roview of the Affaivs of

His Recommendations for Legislation,
and Views upon the Na-
tional Situation.

TarrisBuURe, Jan. 5.—~The following ls the
anunal message of Governor Geary, as sent (o
the two honees of the State Legislature to-day:—
To the Senate and Howss of Represenlatives of the Cum-

wonwealth of Pennsyleanio:—

GEXTLEMEN :—¥From the days of William Penn, the
great and plous founder of our Commonwealth, it has
been the goiversal custom ef my predecessors, when
making thelr annual communications to the General
Assembly, to acknowledge thelr gratitude to and
dependence npon the Great Lawgiverof the Uni-
verse, In Imitation of their nowle example, let, us
enrnestly invoke Lils blesslng and guldanoce in our
eiforts to perform the great waork of leglstation now
bejore us, in such manner as to meet His approba-
tion, 84 well a8 that of our common constituents,

In transmitting to ynn‘the seventy-ninth anmual
message fince the organization of the present State
Government, 1t afurds me the highest gratifcation
to copgratuiate you and our fellow-citizens gene-
rally on thelr enjoying, to an unusnal degree, the |
blessings of health and unstinted prosperity; and |
that our prineiples and lnstitutions—the pride and
boast of every true-hearted patriot—although tried |
again in the crueible of ¢ acated political countest,
the heavings of popular passion, and the collision of
parties, from which we lhuave Just etierged, remaln |
unimpaired and vital in eve:y part,

Under such suspiclous clroomstancss you have
assembled, for the purpose of discharging the im-
portant dutles and assuming the speclal respon-
Elbilities which devoive upon you, It 18 extrémely
diMcult, even with the greatest caution lu your
delibarations, to epact laws that will fully meet the
expeatations and approbation of all the people; but
much of this difieuity may be overcome by avolding
legisiation for personal and special interests, and not

belpg unmindful of the magnitude of the luterests of
tho State, and of ita rapidly sdvancing population,
wealth, and influence to destinies beyond the reach
of buman vision, A nobler heritage was never given
to man than that which e possess; geographically
aud politically of the greatest importance ; an aren of
more than forty-four thousand square miles; diver-
slfled with mountaing, valleys, plains, rivers; moun.
talns covercd with majestic forests or valuable tim-
ber of almost every variety ; plains dotted with com-
fortable homesteads, and presanting wall-cultivated
farms and luxariant felds muarked by the sdvance-
ment of agriculture—tie parent, supporter, and
stimulatorof every specics of industey, exchange,
and cormeroe ; hills and valleys with weeining mines
of all the varietied of cosl, Iron, ofl, salt, gni other
miperals : with farmers, manufacturers, meohanics,
wool-growers, ooal and lron miners, oll prodocers,
and merchants full of activity and coufidence; with
thousands of miles of rallroads and canald to
transfer the vast prodaoots to market, and acgom-
modste the travel of four millions of happy and
prosperous people, Nor should we be forgetful of
eduoation in all ita branches, of the pubillc charities,
prisons, reformatories, the collection of properly fin-
posed taxes, the speody rednction of the State debt,
the presorvation of order, and the mors certain pro-
tection of lfe, business, and property. All thoss
interests, and perhaps others of equal importance,
demand legislation of the most eulightened, liberal,
and compreliensive character, .

In conformity to the requirements of the Conatl-
tution, I proced to invite your attention to such
mensures a8 are deemed necessary for your con-
sldoration, and to assure you of my willingness 1o
share with you the anxiet.es aud responsibilities of
all legldlation caleniated to advance the preaperity
of the people aud the bost luterests of the Common-

wealth,

Notwithstanding the fact that our school law was
made general in the year 1548, [t 18 remarkable that,
there stlll remain five districts within the State
which have not yet contormed thereto, Hopes are
entertained thai fonr of thess will soon ageept the
conditions of the law, and the remaining o
known as the Harmony district, under the con
of the “Economiws,” having & good school of It
own, will probably not adopt the public-school sys-
tem 8o long a8 the Eruenﬁ organization of
rocioty exists, It is therefore a subject worthy of
hearty congratulation that our school ignem{:“
been o universally adopted by the voluutary con-
gent and general acquicscence of the people,

As important suxiliaries to our common sehools,
the Normal Schools are entitled to assume the front
rank. Thelr fourishing condition may be under-
stood from the following statistics: —The whole
number of studenta that have attended the four
Normual Schools is8 10,8067, of whom 821 have grada-
ated. During the past year there were In these in-
stituttons 76 teachers and 4178 students, Since
iy Isast annual communication o State Ner-
mal School has been fully established and recog-
nized at Bloomsburg, Columbis county, Its huﬂﬁ-
ings ure of the most finighed and substantial charac-
ter, and it commences 8 career ander the most
ausplelons olrciinstances,  Another is now in a state
of preparadon at California, Washington county, and
will probubly be compieted during the current year.

Your attention is sgnin invited to the fact that
there are about seventy-five thonsand children in the
State that do not attend schools of any deseriptio
and who are permitted (o grow up in iguorance an
without employment, and, in mwany nstances, from
Tack of industrial anid cducationa! tralning beogme
ot only the votaries of vice, but a prolito e
from which the inmaetes of our prisons and peniten-
tinyies wre supplied )

Many of the recommendations contained in the
report'of the Superintendent are of the utnost im-
portance, and eminently descrving of scrious atten-
ton and legislative action. The facks ahove sat
forth fllustrate most forcibly the practical value of
our most adinirab'e comnon school system, sod
bear testimony thut cannot be misanderstood to the
wikdom and [Jberality by which it hes bheen con-
celved and so successiully carried into effect.

Boldiers' Orphana’ Schools,

Attention Is Invited o the report of the Superin-
tendent of the Soldiers’ Orpliany’ Schools for the
year enaing May 21, 1869, in which la exhibited thelr
condition, cireumstances, and expenditures,

The whole nnmber of children admitted into these
schoola from thelr origin (o the Blst day of May,
1569, 18 four theusand ve hondred and nine; of
whom three hundred and seven have becn dls-
charged on order, five hunidred and eighteen on age,
and ffty-three have dled; makiug & total of
ight hondred and  seventy-elght, which Jeft
threa thonsand six hundred and  thirty-one in
the schools at the end of the year.™ Up to
May 81, 1880, the pumber of discharges from the
schoold have exceeded former ostimitos by one
hundred and seveniy-Ave.
