hits heen fostered by the most liberal logistation, and
14 cadoweld with the sum of §351,500, invested in
United Htates and Pennsylvanias bonds, ylelding an
aggregate Interest this year of §28,68081 90, which hos
becn paid to the trustees of the institution, Thus
far the most satisfactory resuits from the workings
of the college have not been realized. Buot it 18 now
Gader the direction of a prestdent and gix learned
professors, It recclves for {ts pupils only males
over the age of [iteen years, quelitied for
admipsion by a good common #ohool edncn-
tion. There are in it at present mrt,y-m'ﬂ
students, with n  far proapect 0 n
consldersble incremse In number. Tulton, board,
and the ordloary necessaries of life are there fur-
nished at u loss rate than is generally demanded for
bonrding alone, thus afording nn extraordinary op-
portunity to the youth of the country to acquire an
accompiidhed educatlon with comparatively small
expenditures, Under these olroumstances the col-
lege deserves the ndulgent symputhy and support
of the peoplo.

bellion. It has ulgo [u {ts custody all the regimental,
srate, and national Nags borne by our soldiers, aud
many Lophies of war won by “helr valor on the field;
ai of which shoald be systematically and carefully
preserved and perpetuated,

During the last three years all the stair oMoers
rendered necessary by the war, and the dliferent
oitltes established for the conveunicnce of the sol-
divrs, have been discontinued, snd the datles
performed by them, a8 well as the oMelal books
and pupers, have been trausferred to the Adjatant-
Geuerpl's deparimont,  He (s, therefore, the only
nillitary oMoer rdmalning  to whom recourse 1s con-
stuntly had for statietics and laformation, not only
by the 86ldiera and thelr reln tves and altorneys, but
by other States and by the War Departinent at
Waeshinglon,  All thesy elronmstances, oonoected
with the flourislung eondition of the volanteer mi-
It lo o Sate, lnduce me 1o request the contlnu-
ance of leglalative rvor for the Adjutant-General's
department, and that it may be generously supplied
Willl ptich appropriations as have been requested by
the Adjutant-ticneral for that oillee.

It embraces a
fuithlul account of all the organizations of Pennsyl-
vanin troops during the war of the Rebelllon; the
coliection and adjustment, In & comprehensive
forin, of each militery organization, and an unpre-
fuitleed dedeription of all military transactions of
impartance, 8o far as the volanteers of this State
are converned, In the camp and the field, through-
out the most terrifiic contiict of arms that hus ever
ocourred in the history of the world. The propriety
of such & work must be appurent to every intelligent
citizen of the Commonweaith, Certainly it 14 dne to
the citizen goldiers, who offered thelr lives in the
defense of their country, that thelr names should, at
least, receive a piace in the archives of the stave,
towards whose honor and fwry thelr gallant deeds
have so largely contributed.

The work of the Historian, when completed, will
enbrace four large ootavo volumes, in which the
name of every Pennsylvanis volunteer will have its
appropriate pince. Two of these volumes are already

Our laws I relation to e insurdance compitlos
are defeotive and need revision aod  copreation
Without the protection refo,red to those 1aws boar
unequalily upon oor own and femlgn compantes, The
latier, bhelng protected by logislutive enanolinott, are
enabled 1o Lrunspek ko bmmense simonnt of businuss
within the llmits of this Commonwenlith, whilst onr
companles, having no sinch protection, ¢an do but
lttle In other States.  The consequenoe Is that for-
cign companlies can readlly aford (o pay o lloonse of
fiee hundred dollord to oondact thoelr extenslve ope-
rations in Menusylvania, whilst our companies would
be morely oppresecd by the imposition of the same
licenso tax in States whers tholr operations are ex-
cepdingly Hmitedh And yet these othor States have
retnliated upon our lleense law, by pdopting its pro-
vislons and demanding from oor companies the
mme amount of Beense In ench State that we de-
mand of thelr companiesin ours, These 15 not nu:r
Oppressive Lo our own neglected compunies, but It
falll to furglsh n just and equitable revonue from
the varions compnnles for the amouut of huslness
transactod,

THE AYONDALR MSASTER.

The recent digaster in the Avondale conl mine, In
Luxerne conunty, is still fresh fo the minds of the
people. It cansed a thrill of horror to spfesd
thronghiont the country ; and even in Buropo it has
been productive of the most pa'nful emotiona and
teepest sorrow for the sufvrerd. Womeon and children
who had been necustomed to regard the oscopation of
the miner @8 one of ordinary character, now look
apon It as fraught with danger, and part with rela-
tives and friends, when about to pursue their perl-
one oecupation, with fearful forebodings, And even
the slurdy miner himself trombles ut his dangorous
calling, and demands grenter protection than lhas
hitherto been amorded.

(The Governor then detalla at length the olreum-
cumstances of the Avondale disaster, with which
our readers are already famibar)

The mines o many cases are constructod and
managed in the most selfish and parsimonions mac-
ner, the OWners exucting the lateast
amonnt of profit from them, from the loast
possivle outiay: conscquently, some of them, like
that of the Avondale, are nothing but underground
man-traps, without any other outiet than wooden
chimueys, and these constantly liable to become
blazing voleanoes, throngh which esoaps in impos-
#lbie. The lives of su useful o i of MGn M our
miners should not and must not be permitsed to be
thus sacrifnced upon t Itar of haman cupldity,
Yel a reprehensible neg to give them that pro.
tection by law which thelr valuwie at bhest
Intorions and dungerous, unqguestiopably desarve,
renders our mining sysiem worse than that of g
other country, whilst our mining Intercats are un-
edqualied by those of any other part of the worlid.

The most appalling uccldents on record have been
traced to unesre methods of ventiiation, and more
espocially to the employment of furon al or near
the bottoin of the shafts. Where the turnece is useil,
and the smoke s carried throngh o wouden chilmuey,
It Secms almost cortain that, svoner or later, by the
Inevitable accumulation of duct or csrbon upon
1he frame-work, it must fgoite feom the ascending
sparks or from the heut of the furnace, nuil a con-
flagration enkue, ' guard agzainst this it should bo
made obligatory, If the itHnting Mirasce be sl
allowed, to butld the ohl ¥ o Sldes of the shalt,
and e bullilings surrcanding It 4t the t.p with in-
combustitle materials,  Bot cyvon this precaution fs
not a sure safeguard, for the (ire I8 linble ns any
moment to communicute witit the “fire-damp" or
oLher gusconus vapors, that, deapite pll known moeans
of prevention, will geperate in the best pegniated
mincs, The proprivty of dispensing entirely, there.
fore, with the furnace has recelved the serlous con-
vlderation of scientifte miners and cogineers, and
the fan, In oy instances, hos been shstitnted,
which, being worked by machivery ut the surface,
PrOAuCes amore constant current of ale, dispenses it
mwore freely through (hoe gungwave sl chimubers,
and in ali respecis accomplishve the ol ot desiyed
Witlt better cfect; aml when the Shalts and sir-
face btulldipgs are fire-proof, withont the poz-

sibdlity of dapger. This  system ol  ventiln-
tion, with wdvnntagos §i) Plpally ol
vious, wiil, po doubt, e woty wlopted, Bat

thie very nature of miniug operitlions subjocts them
to other dangers, ‘I'ho walls wnd rooling of the
mines, frrom the eects of Dlasting and othsl® CAuses,
frequently glve wey aud G up the gangwirs 50 as
to render them lmpassable, us in Wia ore recend
calomity at Stockton, which resuited in tue death of
ten persons, Hence 1t 18 shsolutely necossory, and
should be inperativels demanded, that overy mine
should have more than s :logle avenue of Ingress
aud egross, Whether as regards fire, or any other
gource of dapger to which the miner s exposed,
this I8 his surcet promise of safety.  Whatever
Eystem of ventlation wiay bo approved, or gafety-
lawp adopted; the mesus of escape from the mines,
when danger oveurs, will depend very materinlly
upon the provislon made for thie exit of the miner,

The best method of constructing, ventilating, and
working the mines shouid  be unhesltatingly
adepted ; and the system adgpted rigldly énforeod,
The inqgulry, therefore, (nto W obases which pro-
duced this shocking catestrophe—the various theo-
ries that bave been promulgated concerning It the
remedics for the prc\‘cnt!h'u of similar occurrences
hereafter, the construction wnd ventilation of eol-
tertes, and the modes of conducting their oporations
80" that tho operatives may prosecite thelr labor
without Imperiliing thelr lives, are proper subjects
for legislative consideration,

Stch laws a8 you may enact can most certainly be
enforced by competent inspectors in the mining is-
tricts, who shonld be chosen with strict regard to
character, integrity, capability, and selentiic kKnow-
ledge, and whose daties should be so specially de-
fhacd that they cannot be misunderstood,

I therefore most respectfully snd earnestly recom-
mend that this whole subject recelve the attention
e lmportance demands, and that a law be pasasd,
K0 general in 1t charpeter and so stringent in ts
provisiona thut the peoplo of this Commonwealth
will mever again be appalled by o calsmity within
her limilts 20 #ad a8 that of Avondale.

In secordanee with o law approved Apri 18, 1807,

Dickinson, Esq., of Philadeipids, was

sppointed “to visit, for philanthropic purposes, the
prirons and nlmshouses in the varions oounties of
the Commonwealth.” Hissecond report,which 18 heres
with presented, embraces 4 vast amount of nactal
luformption, snd will be fonud hghly intaresting
mnd worthy of mature consldorutinon, It wiil be
feeti that while some of our county prisons have
been constracted and are belng cohducted with
striel reganrd to Ihe proper objects of punlshmens,
others are utterly unilt for auy such purposea, and
ore u disgrnoe and reproagh to n olvilized age an'dl a
Christion people. The Commissioner, in regard to
rame of these, desoribes them Yas belng nnsale,
where prifoners conld not e held noless loaded with
chalnk, where the gexes were not Beparated, where
there was no discipline, or any effort mnde thwarids
the moral or religions improvement of thoe inmates;
the tnlldings totally anft for the purposes of &
prison ; and where the prisoners become sohooled in
vice, nnd eventaally graduated prepared for a life of
Inwlesinesa.” Tu some of the prisons the ¢olls are ro-
prefiented as contraoted dungeons, nto whioh not a
ray of gupshine or o draft®r purs alr can enter, and In
which n human belng conld not possibly ltve through
n lengthy term of sentence, And in still others, In
congcquence of the want of proper accommodations
all claases of oriminals, from the most hardened ai
aged to the youth of tender years, are permitted to
congregate, und Indulge In oard pin.ylmr. profanity,
and aluesy every speoiea of Immorality and erinte.
Under such ciroumstanoes, reformation, which 18 the
grand object of divine, and shoald be of sll human
Iawi and punishments, 18 rendered Impossible ;
whilst hideons lessons of vice ars taught and learned,
to be practiged when fature opportunity ocours.
This s a1l wrong, snd a remedy for the evil shouid
byiall menns be apphled. No gommunity has a moral
or legal right to lntiict punishment as s mere retalin-
Lory measure, or in such a manner as to endanget
the health and life of the eriminal, to deaden him to
nll the better sensibilities of his nature, and Lo abao-
lutely harden Lim to the commission of crime.

The commissioners sppointed *“to  inquire
into the varions systems of prison disoipline, as
prucised in other Staws and countries, &8 ©om-
pared with whiut I8 known ss the Pennayl-
varin system,” will submit you thelr roport at an
enrly iduy, from which yon will loarn that the capacity
of onr penftentiaries ls at present competent for the
sife keeping auwd proper punishment of all ofenders
of the higher grades, and that workhouses and
houses of correction are needed for those whode
crimes are of a more trivial character, and whose
reformation and fiture usefulness may Lo ACCom-
plished by a humane system of discipline, such as
will be recommended.

THE JUDICIARY.

Communleations hisve been received from varfons
paris of the Siate, represonting that the present
jndicial force 18 inadeqguate for the parposea- de-
signed, Sinee the number of judges was fixed, the
business of the courts has greatly lnoreased, with
our rapldly expanding population, and the multipll-
cation of commercinl and business operations of our
growing Corumonwealth, How far relief should be
atorded s well worthy of careful consideration.

In one district of the Supreme Court over seven
hundred new cases have been docketed within one
year, Muny of these Involve very large amonnts,
and important legal principles; and thelr proper
conslderation imposes upon the judges groat labor
and responsibility. In tho other districts of this
Conrt the argunent lsts are also becoming so
crowded that it s lmpossible to Jdispose of tho bust-
ness with that promploess and Intelligeace de-
mamied by the pubilie interests; and especinlly with
oue 0f the judges, ns now required by law, nssigned
to duty in the Court of Nisl Prins at Philadeiphia. 1
therefore edrnestly recommend an a.ldlllulm‘ judge
for this Cbart, belleving It n pablic necessity, o jus-
fice to the many suitors, and to the Judges, who have
more work thai shouid be required of the present
vumber of wen, let them be ever so laborlous and
efielent.

PARDONS,

It hag grown [nto a custom to regard an applion-
tlon for Excoutive clemeney as an indispensable
pure of the machinery of criminml justlce, Because
the Executive 18 Invested with the power to pardon,
It 15 by many supposed that he has not only the
right, but that 1t 16 his daty to examine into every
uliegntion of error, and give & tavoratle response to
every application; and hence, petitions for pardon
are butr:-mlng B0 numoerouns that the mere examina-
ton of them 8 exhanstive of o large smount of
valuable time, nt least an hour o cach case, excln-
sive of the thme occupled In correspondence with
the Judees, district attorneys, and other partfes,
Criminals are 1o sooner convicted than thele frionds
at olher interestod parties, wio seet to think that
itis the Goyernor's constlintional duty to nallily
the Inwe Instedd of seelng that they are faithiully
execnted, prepate o ralkd opon Lim, and omploy
n thelr Importanities for pardon every doviee tha
human ingenuily ean suggest; and o but o tithe of
the represeuiutioos set jorth wore beliovad, one
wonld be led to supposo that our ¢ourts are dally
gullty of the grossest blanders, ani that justise Is far
more blind thuan she hid ever becu patnted by the
moOEL ekillul nruigt,

Duaring tho yeay ending December 31, 1860, there
have been ireeen hondeed and 0fey sppiloations fog
purdon, of which sisty-Lwo, or four per cant,, were
griuted, cleven honmdred aod elght rejected, and
three hupdred wnd elghty are stlll under advise-
ment. -

Ifor some reason, not easily underatood, it seoms
thiet public genthinent a8 become perverted on this
Inipurtant subject of pardons, The framers of ouy
governmoent, ns I anderstand {6, never contemplated
or lntended an indiscrimingte use of the pardoning
power, It was only desigoed for the correction of
manli¢at errors or oppressions, pulpable mistakes,
cused of after-digcovered ovigende, snd others of
exceptional charncter. Both the theory of our gov-
erpment aud pabife polley require that the pardon-
Ing power ghonld be Kept within these reasonuble
Hadrs, and not be made an instrament to defeat the
execution of the laws and the administration of
public Justice. All ordinary cases, therofore, are
wholly outatde of and in conmiet with the principle
on which Executive clemency should be based, and
nene #uch should be presentod for consideration, 1t
I8 earncsily noped the publie will anderstand and
act in necordance with this view of the subject, as
due allke to the Executive and & proper regard for
the execution of the lawa.

NATIONAL AFFAIRS,

Having laid befgro you a general survey of the
Wflfuirs aud condition of the State, which relate to
the connnon welfare, it affords we also the highest
gratileation to add that the amicable ntercourse
and yl(‘aunt remtions which have so long ex-
Isted between the government of Pennsylvania and
the governments of all the other States and of the
Unlon, continue unimpaired ; and consequently, our
resolntion “tog preserve, protect, snd defend” these
fundamental principles of humanity, cqual rights
suil equal justice to all, universal freedom and a
nuited conutry, 8 greatly strengthened,

The general relations of the National Government,
s set forth o the recent aunuwl message of the Pro-
Eldent, continue to be “‘peace st home and without
entungling allisnces nirond ;" the reconstraction of
the Btates lwtely in rebailion s belng raptely nocom -
plished—the revenies are falthmlly collected—the
uational debt is belog lguydated nt the rate of about
Gl bundrod million dollams per annuin, aad repo-
alntlon has been emphatically repoadiated, A strict
dnd upoompromising asnherence to thia poliey by a
prudent and economical administration hns alrendy
resivred the nationsi character to the follest cont-
thence In the winds, not ouly of our countrymen but
01 forelgners, and hins wisyed all spirit of discontent
thiat might have been dapgerous to the stabliity of
ot lusttutivus.

‘I ero I8 snother subject alao of natlonal import-
nrce clultnlbg onr attention, becauvse it directl
atfeets the Industiisl operations 1o which Pennsyl-
vanla s 8o lurgely lnterested, Movements, charac-
teriged with the greatest energy, are now belng
mude by those interestod ian freo trade, to indoce
Congreseto take such netion as will pormit the free
Inircduction of steel, iron, snd iron materisls for
ghipbuilding, und meuy other modifications of the
taril luwe,  Soould such efforts be suocessful, the
result mugt prove dlsnetrons to the great coal, lron,
and cther Interests of our State, dimioish the
jrodaction of fron aud other manufectured articles,
nut coneequently the consumption of ooal, und be
destruciive to our valuable howme markets, 1t wonld
also prove disastrous to many of our capitalisits and
working ]')'E()}Jh.‘—dl‘pl'l\'ll]g them of all reasonable
prospecta of future aotivity nnd remunerating wages
~-aud bring our producers inte a rulnous com-

titon  with  pauper labor from abroad.
0 far as the present system adords pro-
teetion to the manufactures, labor wsad pro-

ducta of Peunsylvania, it s obligatory upon us to
use wll favorable means to prevent any redoction of
existiug duties. Our miners, Inborers, and manu-
facturers should not 'be thrown out of empioyment
by the proposed change of dutles on forelgn im-
ports, which has nlways heretofore resul in the
&rlgm ation of every department of trade, labor, and

inees, and entatled apon us the munifold avl’u of
Nationm, Btate, sod individuoul bankraptey. We
owe it a5 & duty to our constituents o Instract oar
Senators and request our Representatives in Con-
greas Lo oppose all such a'tompts, For the same
rYensons we should tcxspuu ¥ reoiprooity troati+s by
which the prortn 0 # oall gain advuntages
over our owu lnmbermen, farmers, and other pro-
docers within our lmis,

While acknowledging the rightful constititionnl
authority of the Goneral Government to dispose of
all quesbions relative to nations! nifalrs, wnd while
in no manuer seesing to Laterfere with the oxerplae
of thal authority, 1 cannol refraln from alluding to the
fact that for wore than a r an bhrave lo
in Cuba have been str ing Tor thelr Inile cnoe

alnst great odds, (o ace of barbaritles and
atrocitles which will forever be a foul blot upon the
history of Spain. Weo should indeed Lo usminiful
of humanity and of the atnoad of our nutionality,
i we gmitipd to nutios this patriosio offort by she
Cubans to throw off the Spanish yoke, und ke our
OWL ancoslors, Yo aksnme among the powera of the
eath the separate sud  equal  sation to whioh
niture and patures God enlde them® The new
Orgnniration has stollghied slovery, nud attestod e

right not only to our sympathy but t6 recognition,
by the vigor and detarmination of its resistance Lo
the opgrn-loan Of the mother country. Almost
from the beglpning of our Natlonal Governments,
Congress has farnishod numerous procedents for the
action here Indieated, even whoen the poopie sirug-
gling for liberty wers not upon the American contl-
nent, "I'hoy recognized Girecon mjier eiforts to cstat.
Iah her nationality nguinst T'ariclsh oppression, The
Aame Bpirlt prevalled not only towards Poland,
Ituly and Hupgary, bat to Irelatd 1o all hor move-
menta to regain her long lost nationality, Thoese
countries had the anmistakabie sympiushy of the
people of the United States, and ouf publio mon, in
[ \'i'l{ branch of the CGovernment, nevoer hesitated 1o
Speak fn thelr defense. In the case of the Fronoh
revolution, the statesmeén of Amorics Euve overy
encourmgement to the people of that countey to
chtablish a republiean form of government. | pon
this continent there are nomerous instances of
active sympathies with the struggles of the people
for liberty in varfous nations. In t’nr onko of Toxas,
during her conniet with Mextco, she not only had
our undisguised friendslip, but obhtaloed onr recog-
nitlon of her fndependont natlonality, and soon
ufterwards she was agnexed to our great slsterhood
of States,

It i I singular contrust with these historic prece.
dents, that the people of Caba have as yvel rocelved
no natlonal encourngement or recogiition, while
they are imitating the examplo of our fathers, who,
a8 - colonists,  struck down the himn
which orprnamul them, and established for thom-
selves afree and independent government. There
16 no question but that the patriots of Cuba have the
Warm and emphatic sympathy of & great majority of
the people of this and ol.{;er States, and 1 but give
utterance to what 18 an ablding sentiment among
the mapsses, when I declare a hearty sympathy witn
the people of that 15land now endeavoring to cast off
the yoke of oppression fastened 80 long upon them
h{ an intolerant Government, Thoe gem of the An-
tilles of right belongs to republican rule, and (&, to
all intents and purposes, covered by the Monroe
doctrine, so that whatever recognition the Govern-
ment might extend to republicans of Ciba, 1t wonld
only amount to the priotical enforcement of what
our nation has so Iunq ndvanced io theory, Cuaba
8 an American Island, Geographically It belongs
to the United States. Its acquisition has been a

leading  principle with many of our ablest
Slutesmen from an early period In our his-
tory.  Jeflerson, Madison, Adams, Clay, Van

Buren, Buchanun, and many others advocated the
lncorporation of Cuba into the Union. It I8
hoped the time will soom come, If It has not already
already arrived, when by the enunciation of a
prompt and declded policy a brave people may be
recognized as independont, and the causs of repul-
llean principles recelve new encouragement,

The mansgement of our nationnl finances s one
of the most delicate and important questions now
ur der cougideration by the American people; and
while it is not my intention to offer any plan to set-
tle momatter which seetns (o give so much troable
to many of our moat experienced fnanciers, a fow
SUgReSLIONS may not be out of piace,

1t will be remiembered that by the establishment
ol onr national benks, the best and snfest paper enr-
rency that ever existed In this nation has bheen
ufforded, Great cantion should therefore be taken
Bot 10 mar o system that has been 80 generally
bepeficlal,  When the Government established
the pational bhauks, our State  banks were
tnxed out of existence and destroved as sueh,
but in many iustences thoy were  renewed
by the Boldion cnactment of Congress, under whose
supervision they were promilsed n jnat, kind, and
fostering eare. It geems unjust, therefore, that the
Government should propose to withiraw o part of
their circulation from them and give & Lo new ones
to be organized where none now exist. If new bhunks
#hould be created wherever they may be reqoired,
they should recelve thelr clrenlation from an in-
crease of the amount now anthorized by law, the
circtilition to be the sgame as the banks now have,
anil on the sume Kind of securitles, In my opinion,
4 policy of expangion of the ourrency =hould be
adopted that will give ease and eomfort to the
people, and that will checr ";l' il reassure our busl-
nees men and put the wheols of commeres, manu-
factered, and labor [n full operation. It will prevent
a deeline in the revennes derived from the tarlit and
internal taxation, and will save thonsands of ¢ltizens
from the erushing effects of contraction. As n part
ol the sume polcy, there should be no hesttation
abivut the abnpdopment of the klea of reducing the
onrrency by the adoption of any plan to cartatl the
wmount of legal-tenders now in clreulation,

The constunt aua natural approach to specle pay-
mends 1s the only anfe mode, In my opinton, to ac-
complish that desirable end. Any compulsory law
thut may be epnctod will o all probabilicy he o fall
ure, 1 do not hesitate to #ay that the coutraction of
the curreney at this thue would be productive of
gpreat injury both to ndividoals and to the gencral
interests of the nation. Let there be m liberal en-
conrngewent of rallromls, manufactures, and every
project that will aford employmient and compensn
He e to onr tolling millions,  Encourage a vigorons
collection of the rovennies on luxuries. Malntain a
Alrong treasury, with gold suiticient to Keep a chock
npon those who might be disposed to distarl the
nutural terdency townrds specle payments, or for
purptses of speculation, There shauld be u stoady
tut moderite redoction of the national debt, n
funding of the present SIX per cent. five-twenty bonds
in others, nt a lower rate of interest, not by
compuleion but by fair deallng, and the establishing
of asinking fund, at snch a4 rate cs will pay onf the
debt in gbont thinty years, We shall then not only
find the businesa of the country reviving, but our
business en rewdy to expand thelr operations with
the greatest encouragement,

The foregoing are the ounly subjects connected
with State und pational affairs thuat 1 have deemed
of sufMolent mportance to offer for your considera-
tion &t the present time; and 1 conclude by expregs-
ing the hope that your session will be marked by
hannony among yourselves and the members of the
several State departments, and your deliberatious
result in Justing beneft to the Commonwealth,
