(HURCH'S *“DAMASCUS.”

Mlr. Church's new picture of Damascus has
beon placed on exhibition in New York,

d is thus noticed by the Tribune:—
Mr. Church's Iatest—and, in the opinion of
B admirers, greatest—work is on exhibition
r a sbort time at Xnoedler's lery. Itis
o first frnit of the artist's Eastern travel,
b understand the merits of the painting, it
net be borpe in mind that the city of
s slands in an almost ciroular plain
gut thirty miles in diameter. To the east,
g bare horizon stretches far away. To the
t lies the great mountain chain of Anti-
banus, piles of sterile limestone rock. The
prite and usual approach to the city is
bm this quarter. 'The traveller passes over
monntaing, corosses the watershed, fol-
ng tho conrse of & small stréam that flows
rough arich valloy, At length a cleft opens
the rocky hills, between two precipitous
Ts; up the side of one of these cliffs winds
road; at the summit stands a ruined
pol.  From that chapel, on the very
ge of the monotain range, the
veller pgeseds on the plain  of
[MAKCTS, »?premling out green and vast some
pusiands of fest below, The view is one of
s moat enchanting in the world, You stand
beights consecrated of old by ssintliness
d pruyer. Yon look down on the famous
t of u civilization that has passed away,
d on an expuose of natural beauty whose
bry will never pass away. The little ' giver
at had been pouring wslovg between its
nks, warking the landscaps with a deep
e of verdnre, rushes furioutly through the
bine, and. suddenly bresking forth *‘like
bursting of a shell, like the eruption of a
leano, * seatters in every direction its life-
ing waters and flashes all over the im-
mee valley the inlenu]tf of green that
herto bad elung lovingly to its channel.
ow are the li;rowl and gardens, floating, us
waro, like islands on the bosom of o fruit-
get—the walnut and the olive trees, the
megranate, the fig, the citron, the apricot,

p apple, nod far in the distance
e clty sparkles like o grain of salt.”

perishable eanvas, To depiot objocts in de-
tail wan, of course, impossible, In the deeps
below the apeecial groups of foliage disappoar,
blending in a rich but indistinot mass of vor-
dure, In the remoteness of the plain the eity
becomes a white gleam; and the river, the
apcient Abana, probably, sends up fitfal
flnshios of light from the dark bosom of the
forest, The hour chosen for the geene ix the
closing of the day, The wostering sun sinks
behind the monntain chain, lenving its sast-
ern declivity in shadow; which explaina the
spparent want of toxture and even of form
in the rooks, making them look soft like
wool as they flow down into the plain. The
eraggy peints nlonoe are defined by the san-
bemms that gild thom, as they pour throngh
the gorge and throw a trail of splendor
neross Lhe verdant sea.  This trail of light is
the picture. The huge shadow of the moun-
tain darkens the laft side of the vallay, extin -
guishing all but the faint glimmerings of the
irrepressible river, so that the broad band of
glory, making s clear conrie, sirikes full upon
the white domes and minarets of the city. No
person who bas not gazed on sunch a scene
ean judge well of the artist’'s fidelity in de-
scribing it.  No eye but that of an artist can
take in the slriking foatures of its besuty,
Mr. Chureh has fine powers of observation, a
remarkable faoulty of retaining impressions
made on the retina, and a singular skill in
the use ot his pencil. All his pictures are
studies of light; no one has been so suocess-
ful as he in cutehing the effects of light in
the rainbow, on the waterfall, on the near
foliage or the distant mounntain peak. But
Mr, Church has forfeiled our confidence by
his ambitious efforts to produce siartling
effects, Year by year he seems to us to have
been departing from the sober truth of art
aud courting the illusions of artifice. MHis
purpose has been to surprise and startle
ratber than to teach, and in pursning this
purpose Lie has resorted to means not always
!1-.1»111- or legitimate. We think he has done
un in this instance, A8 wo remarked before,
Le Las escapoed the necessily of drawing his
rocks, delineating his buildings, or indicating
his musses of trees. The license of generali-
zalion has been freely resortoed to in order
that attention might not be diverted from the
one grand feature, the tragk of the sunbeam,
But 15 the sunbeams uccessfully painted? Are
its cifeets ably developed? Does the picture
convey to the wvisitor the scene above
eketched? We doubt if a single person
staunding before it wonld imagine himself
looking down from an immenss height upon
a level plain thirty miles in diameter, and
npon a city enbosomed in gardens, Not only
is the sense of elevation and of distance
fecbly conveyed, the plain does not seem to
be a plain, but a violently broken surface.
The portion covered by the mountain shadow
appears to be a lake or inland sea; the portion
traversed by the sunboam has the
aspect of a  high ridge, ontting the
valley in twuin; the city has the
appearance of being built on a broad platean
which slopes suddenly to the like shore; and
the river, instaad of dashing from the eragay
fortress, and reaching out a hundred shining
arms towards Damascns, looks as if it was
flowing in an opposite direction, from the city
to the monntains, and was trickling down the
declivity into the lake, as it wound its way
nlong. So clear is this impression that all
former impressions of the scene acquired by
rending are overluid and obliterated by it. It
is permanont; continued observation fails to
remove it; different minds take it, at differ-
ent hours of the day, and bring it away with
theni. Now, the impression made by a stream
of light so wide and brilliant may be pre-
ciscly what is here given; if it is, the effect
is of an exceptional character and fails to tell
us the ordinary truth about Damasens, which
must be far more bewitching than this singn-
lar eccentricity of description. And if, as we
are wickedly tempted to suspect, the impres-
sion is not true, the artist has not succeeded
in what he nundertook, and Lis latest work is
not his greatest work.
