ENGLAND.
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Shipwreck on the Goodwln Sands.

Lowpox, Dee. 24.—Evorybody has heard of
the treacherons “Goodwin Sands” and of thelr
fatal eharncter to unwary or inexpert marlners.
An exciting shipwreck ocenrred there lnst
Thursday. On the morning of that day, during
& strong northeasterly gale, s vessol waa seen Lo
bave struck on the sands, The Ramsgats
steamer Ald and the lifeboat Bradford there-
upon procecded out to her through a very
heavy crose sea, On arriving near the east
Goodwin buoy, about a mile and a half
from the wreck, which wns found to be
on the Boutheast Calliper Sands, the lifoboat was

slipped from the steamer, when sall was made |

and she proceeded towards the vessel throngh a
terrific son. On arriving within ffty fathoms
the anchor was let go and she was vecrad away
towards the vessel's port quarter, three or four
of the crew being soen on that part of the ves-
pel. With their assistance a Mawsoer was ot
into the lifeboat, and after very great
oxertions on the part of the lifeboat men the
boat was hauled to within ten or twelve fathoms
of the wreck: but the mountainous sean and
strong eddying tide prevented them getting any
closer. The elhlp was fast breaking up, and
masts and gpare falling; aud the master then
made an attempt to reach the lifeboat by sliding
down the hnwsors, but when ball way between
the boat and his vessel a very heavy sea sweplt
bim away. Fortunalely he fell within o fow

ards of tire boat, and sncceeded in zr:mpmu 0
Kfﬂ buoy that was thrown to him, There

being no time to spare, I the men
left on  bonrd the wroack were to be
saved, the Jifeboat men were compelled to

leave bim for a time, and they then made some
desperate attempts (0 get nearer the vesael,
Meanwhile one of her crew followed the mas-
ter's exnmple, and came down the hawsor, bat
he aleo was washed away, being, however,
got eafely into the lifeboat. There now re-
mained only one man and o boy on ihe wreck:
the former made a rope fast round his body and
plunged into the water, but, notwithstunding
every exertlon made to #ave Lim, he unfortu-
nately eank and was drowned. The poor boy
was now the only one left, and his screams to
thie lifeboat men to save him were heartrending.
For hall an hoar the brave fellows made every

effort o do o, Then &  tremeondous
BEO struck the ghip, nearly broke
her in two, and the lall was washed
overboard. The cable of the lifeboat was then

cut and she steered clear of the wreelk, when
providentially the boy floated near the boat, was
seized by the boathook, and lauled in.  He was
then apparently dead, but after gome thme the
men guceeeded in bringing him to. A seareh was
then made for the master, and be was fonnd
floatineg with the life-bnoy amid the breakers,
and af er geveral attempts he also was saved,
altbough in o very exhnosted state. The lifeboat
then joined ber consort the steamor and pro-
ceoded with the rescned men to Ramszate
harbor, where shearrived early in the afternoou,

On New Year's Day, three children, sons of
Mr. Joseph Wylile, a respectable laboring man,
reslding near Ponipton, In Paseaic county, N. J.,
at the base of the Wynockie Mountaln, lefi
home for the purpose of “‘golng nutting" fu the
woods on the mountain.

It wae 4 o'clock when they left home, so that
their fullure to return before nightfall ocea-
tioned but little alarm. After that, hawever,
thelr continued absence rendered the distracted
parents ajmost frantie. The fearful rain storm
which prevalled during the uight and pait of
next doy fearfully intensified tho feelings of the
bereaved father and mother, Inasmuch as their
litlle darlings had npot yet been secn uor hoeavd
from. -

On Monday a search was made by a number
of the country people, bal nothing could be dis-
covered of the whereabouts of the missing
children, whose nges were respectively ten,
seven, and Ave years. The entire neighborhood
atl length Joimrd in the search, and it was not till
Tuerdny last that the mystery was solved.

The innocent trio were found lylng dead, side
hy slde, on the south side of the motntain, sowme
ten or oleven miles from thelr home. It was
quite thickly covered with timber where the
bodies were dircovered. From the appearance
of the latter It l& thought that the childron ex-
igted for several days on the nuts they had
gathered previous to being benlghted, and hav-
ing lost thelr way were overtaken by physleal
exhavetion and starvation, which resulled in
dentl.  The bodies were removed (o the home
of thelr heart-broken parents, for whom the
entire community evinee the deepest sym-
pathy.

Annual Report of the Clty Controller.

ity Controller Getz yesterday submitted to Conn-
clls & great muss of statisiics, representing the cons
dition of our flaunces, The report sets forth that
the expenses of the clty during 1860 amounted to
§14,018,124, This sum Includes loans of various
kinds, leaving the actual expenses of the depart-
mMents ot §5,477,2460, The loans redeemed during the
year amounted to §104,608, and the funded debt of
the city on the 18t of Jaounry, 1870, was §42,.401,030,
The cash balance in the Treasury on Jannary 1, 1870,
wis §1,604,01%8, The Controller makes some very jm-
portant suggestions in his report, It says: —

The amount of unpaid taxes upon the hooks of
thisg department has awoakened a lively interest in
your honorable bodies, and deserves prompt atten-

| tlon and necessary legislation to prevent an pecnmi-

lation of indebtedness to the ity of a like character
in future years. By reference to the schedole of
ontstanding taxes, It gppeara that the samount of
$4,850,000°10 I8 due the clty for tuxes prior o Jannuary
1, 1869, yet from & carefal examination of the books
of the Department of Heceiver of Taxes, 1 am satis-
fled that the same 18 lnegely In error. The amonnt
eatimated to be recelved lute the City Treasary Is
based upon the rate of those lavied upan the aggre-

ute amonnt of property furnished by the DBoard of
q{nﬂﬁlna or Clty Commissioners In previons years
from the assessors’ oooks, but i never reallzed, for
the following reasons:—

Firar, The false basis upon which the estimate 18
mnde, 1t is plainly apparent that in the valuation
of property, &8 made npon the books of the asses-
gors, thonsands of dolars’ worth of property s in-
cluded which has betn exempled from taxation by
elther general or special legisiation, viz, churches,
public institutions, colleges, cemeleries, ete,

Properties have been ussesse in duplicate—that
i, fronting on two sireets, and assessed npon each
frontal, Errors have been made in copylng the dn-
plicates, ote., which errors are only discovered when
parties are about settling their bills, and have been
rectificd by the City Commissioners or Board of Re-
vision granting certiflestes of allowance. 'The do-
duoetiong from or addifions o the original retarns of
the nggregate valuation of property to this depuart-
ment have never been  returned to the Controller,
Consequently, credit hos never been given for said
corrections, and ontstanding taxes are still delited
with theu,

Secoud, The utter lmpossibility of collecting a
large neount of thxes that ave nearly due and
ghott)d be pald, apd It 8 here where the Tfaulty ani
nugling manner of making the asscssment I8 most
apparent. The incflclent manner of locating anfd
deseribing properties asscssed, the neglect of ascer-
taining the names of the owners of properties at the
Hime of the assessment, act as o bar Lo the collection
of taxes due by the fliog of a lew. In the collectlon
of unpaid taxes upon tne books of the departinent
the custom hns been that, arter a lapse of live years,
liens ure filed against the property, bat from the
fanlty deseriptions oblaiued from  the AsSSess0rs’
bookR the same are set aside or fall valueless, and
the ¢liy not only gaffers the loss of the tax lavied
but the cost of suft Hkewlse,

In the assessment of the valoe of personal pro-
perty, the death, removal of the owner, or sale of the
pame makes the tax a totul losd.  The whole default
may therefore be traced and mide chiargeable to
our syatemn of assessment, tho Asscinrs themsuives,
in aonjority of enses, being  wotally lncompetent Lo
