some one knocked at his door. He
who It was, and the names of two of the
neighboring boys were given. He arose and
&Mﬂ the door, when a shotsgun was fired,
load taking effect in his mouth and chin,
knocking out several of his teeth, and one shot
passing out bekind the ear. They were buck-
shot. He staggered. back and fell. He then
arose and ran 10 a window im tlie rear of the
bouse, jumped out through a window some feet
hlﬁh. and ran to a peighbor's house snd told
what had happened. Bome of the nelghbors
were sent for. While exhausted, and in & dylng
condition, he Inid down, and soon beesme nnable
to speak, from the wound In his Mouth. In
about two hours, afier some of the nelghbors
bad gathered in, the assassins retdroed o
mask and stood around in the room for some
time. And supposing he was not dying rpldly
enough, they ordered all persons to leave the
room, and then went to the bed and shot him in
the stomach, with thoe ssme gun, after delibe-
rately turning down the cover. 'l‘he_r then went
out and told the men they conld now go back.
When shot the last time, Le simply groaned and
turned over on his face, and the siruggle of life
was over. His brother, a young man that was
stayivg with him, was missing, and could not be
found untll Tuesday morning, when he was
found, in a sink hole, about two miles from
La Grange. He had been hung, and then shot
slx times with & repeater, two of the balls taking
effect in the head, and four in the body. Either
one of the four wounds would have n fatal,
He was then cut down, leaving the leather stra
slill round hle neok, and dragged to the lltlE
hole and thrown in. They were nephews of
General Pillow, and were in the Couofederate
army. They were polite and affable gentlemen.
Of couree there ure many conjectures as to the
murderors nnd the cause of the foul deed, but
nothing definite is known. The community,
we learn, seems determined te unravel the
mystery.

MORE FALLING BUILDINGS,

Fall of & Rew of Now
Killed and Several § -Narrew
.Irmm sbont half 5 o'dlock
estorday oon, ~past 5 o'
a row of three unfinished brick
buildin in Dividon avenue, near
street, ﬁlllsmtmg, were suddenly p
to the ground as the workmen, to the number of
fifteen or upward, were about to desist from
thelr lavor. These buil which arc under-
stood to have been of tho order in the
manpner of their construction, were the
of Mr. J. Bheppard and bullt by Mr,
Cannon, ;

At the hour named one of the masons In pnas-
ing over a seaffold notloed a movement of one
of Lh;glmh, and had barely time to warn his
comrades of thelr danger and make o hasty
descent to a place of safety bLefore the front
walls fell out with o deafening crnsh, lettlng
down the roof and beams bonnnli and with them
the men at work jinside and about the walls,
leaving but a amall portion of one bullding with
its rear wall standing, upon which the lives of
seven men, who had sought safoty thereon, hung
ne upon a thread. Caplain Woglom and oflloer
Mangnm arrived opportunely st thls juncture,
and takivg in the crisle at a glance, o Iadder was
prompily procured and ralsed to the rescue of
the forlorn workmen, who were by this means
¢aved from a frightfnl death Imminent at any
moment.

On the nccomplishment of this almost hope-
less task, the atteution of the relioving party
was turned to the men buried beneath the dobris,
from which they were all, as supposed, soon
extrieated from the perllons trap, one only of
the number suffering injuries of a serions char-
acter, so far a8 known al the time. Al a subse-
quent hour in the evenlng, whean the ruins had
been entirely overhauled, the dead bodv of n
man wne found and removed to the Fourth
Btreet Station House, to awalt the dispodition
of the Coroner and ldentifieation.

An oflicer was sent by SBergeant Bruce to dis-
cover, If possible, the nanme of the man killed,
oand asgcertained hie name to be Joseph Bohner,
a German carpenter, reslding at No. 148 Leonard
street. Deceased was nbout thirty-five years of
nge, and leaves a wite and family, al “present
residents of his native land., His death was
cansed by an extended fracture of the skull in
two places,

Ol those injured there are five, whose names
are as follows; —Charles Otterman, of No. 85
Stagg street, Iy _cut about the head and
severely bruised; James Waterson, No. 111
North Fourth street; injured slightly on the
head; Albert Dyson, mason, slightly; Thomas

Another Account of Traupmann's Exeentlon,
By the Franco-American Cable,

Parls, Jan. 10.—The execcution of the mar-
derer of the Kinck family took plack this morns
ing. An immense crowd commenced to gather
in the vielulty of the place of execution at an
carly hour. The seaffold was erected during
the night, on the Place de Ia Raquelle. Before
daylight this morning Heidenreich, the ofMclal
executioner, tested the scafiold and fastened the
axe to the block, and proceeded to the prison.

The director of the prison conducted him in
person to the cell of Traupmann, who appeared
pale nud excited, as If having passed a sleepless
night. laylng his hand upon his shoulder,
Heldenrelch addiessed his vietlm saying, “Thou
belongest to me.” A perceptible shudder passed
over Traupmann's frame as these terrible words
were pronoumced, and the murderer seemed to
have completely lost the self-possession which
charncterized him during his trial.

His hunds were tied behind his back, a short
chain put to his feet, which permitted him to
muke very short steps, and the chaln was con-
necied to the hands by a rope. The prisoner was
then conveyed the seaffold, the steps of which
he ascended quickly in an agitated manner; his
head being in the proper place on the block the
pulleys were adjustod and the axe fell, the terri-
ble instrument of death severing the neck of the
moneter,

He disclaimas
any malice or evil purpose In making his
speech, and says he did It for the good of the
purty. Democrats have subseribed for several
hundred thonsand coples of the speech, which
they will use as a campalgn document next fall,
As n majority of the members in the House are
candidates for re-election, they say they cannot
sfford toendorse any extravagant sppropriations,
and hence they generally sustain Dawos.
