Bill for the Admission of Virginin,

The following is the Virginia bill as passed
by the Henate yesterday:

An act to admnil the State of Virginia to ve-
proventation in the Congross af the Unitod
States,

Whercas, The people of Virginia have
framed and adopted a Constitution of State
government, which is Hepublican; and,
wherens, the Legislature of Virginia, elected
under said Constitution, has  ratified the

fourteenth and fifteenth amendmeonts to the |

Constitution of the United States; and
whereas the performance of these several acts
in good fauith was a condition precedent to
tho representation of the State in Congress;
therefore,

Lo it enacted, ele,—That the said State of
Virginia in ontitled to representation in the
Congress of the United Siates, provided that
before any member of the Legislature of said
State shall take or resume his seat, or any
ofMicer of said State shnll enter upon the
duties of his office, he ghall take and subseribe
and file in the office of the Secretary of Stato
of Virgiuia, for permanent preservation, an
onth in the form following:—

“I, A. DB., do solemnly swear that T have
never taken an oath, as a member of Congress
or asan officer of the U'nited States, or as a
member of any State Legislature, or as an
exceutive or judicial officer of any Slate, to
support the Constitution of the United States,
and afterwards engaged in insurrection or re-
bellion againat the same, or given aid and
comfort to the enemies thercof, so help me
God.”

Or such person shall in like manner take
und subseribe and file the following oath:—

“1, A, B., do sulemnly swear that I have,
by act of the Congress of the United States,
been released from the disabilities imposed
on me by the fourteenth amendment to the
Constitution of the United States, so help ma
God;" which oath shall be taken before and
certified by unfr officer lnwfully authorized to
administer onths; and any person who shall
knowingly swear falsely in taking either of
such onths shall be deemed guilty of perjury,
and shall be punished therefor by imprison-
ment for not less than one year aud not more
then ten years, and shall be fined not less
than 1000 and nol more than £10,000; and
in all trinls for any violation of this act, the
certificate of the taking of either of said
onths, with proof of the signainre of the parly
nceused, shall be taken and held ns conelusive
ovidence that such oath was lawfnlly
and regularly administered by competent
authority; And provided further, That every
guch person who shall negleet, for the period
of 40 days next after the pussage of this ast,
to tuke, subscribe, and file such oath as afore-
said, shall be deemed and taken, to all inteuts
and purposes, to have vaeated his office: And
provided Jurther, That thie Stato of Virginia is
admitted Lo representation in Congress upon
the following fundamental conditions:—
That the constitution of Virginia shall naver
be so amwended or changed as to deprive any
citizen, or ¢lass of ecitizens, of the Uniled
States of theright to vote, who are entitledfto
vote by the Oonstitution herein recognized, ex-
cept s a punishment for such crimes us ave
now felonies at common law, whereof thoy shall
Lave been duly convicted under laws equally
appliesble to all the inhabitants of smd State;
Provided, That any alteration of said Con-
slitution, prospective in its effects, may bo
wade in regard to the time and place of resi-
dence of voters; that it shall never be lawful
for the same State to deprive any citizen of
the United Btates, on account of his race,
color, or previous condition of servitude, of
the right to hold office under the ‘Constitu.
tion and Inws of said State, or upon any such
ground to require of him any other qualifica-
tion for office than such reqnired of &ll other
citizens; that the Copstitution of Virginia
shall never be so Eul.lﬂl]}luil or changed as to
deprive any citizen or class of citizens of the
United States of the school rights and privi-
leges secured by the Constitution of said
Btate,
