THE REFORMED WOMEN,

W have no doubt that the woman's rightista
have their use in the world, and although they
do not muke a greal denl of headway in the
work of converting thoss of the sex particularly
interested, it 1s posalble thaé they may succeed
in iluminating society with a fow valuable ideas.
We never have understood, however, why the
advocates of women's rights should insist upon
women bhecoming us near like men as possible
in dress nnd behavior. It may be merely a pro-
judice, but if it 1s the prejudice runs back a good
many bundreds of years, and it is very deep
down In the foundations of humansociety, that
the two sexes should wear distinel styles of
dress. A woman ju breeches s quite as pitiable
an object as a man in petticoats, and women as
well us men who ars not bitten by eome crazy
notions of reformiug soclety out of hand, are
disgusted with tho one quite ns much as with
the other. If some crack-brained specimen of
the male gender, who lmagined that he had o
mission to perform in establishing the affairs of
soclety on o new basis, were to get a notion lnto
bis bead that the present ugly black eoat, uglier
pantaloons, and totally irrational and inartistic
“helteezer” of masculing wear in the year of
graco eighteen hundred and seventy, were lnap-
propriate nnd totally opposed to the spirit of en-
lightenment that ought to characterize thls age
and country, apd should conclude thata ‘‘re-
form costume™ of petticoats was what was re-
quired, and he ghould make an  exhibition of
bimsolt in the thoroughfares of » great clty, the
probabilities are that he would atirac: the atten-
tion of a curlons crowd, and he might get him-
self voticed in the columns of the newspapers
In o style other than that of extreme compli-
ment.

We are always dlsposed to treat the gentler
sex—wo hope the persons to whom these re-
marks are partlcularly addressed will forgive
the epithet—even when In error, with greater
consideration than we wonld care to bestow upon
n male anlmal of the genus homo, when he makes
w fool of himsell in public. But when women
iress themselves in male attire and promenade
Chesnut street, they must expect that the curlous
erowd will pay them some ationtions and that
the newspapors will have #swmething to say
abeut them in the way of critlelsm. TIf such
persons cannot brave critlclsm, they should not
make exhibltions of themselves Iin public,. On
Saturday last we had oceasion (o comment upon
the appoarance of some fomale sladents
from Florencs, N. J., who visited this
olty for the purpose of attending =
clinio, and, we prosume, to give the bealghtad
women of Phlladelphis an opportunity 1o «tody

the advantages and beastios of the ‘‘reform”™
costume. We donbt not that thess women
are insplred by the very highost motives and tho
pursst intentions; but why, in the name ol sl
the graces that are supposed to walt on the
feminine tollet, did thoy think it noocossary to
chooss a dress that 18 made up of the ugliest
feabures of the male atiire, and (hat s readered
doubly hideous by those physiologioal peou-
linrities of the female form that, however attrac-
tve whea set off by flowing skirts, sre anything
but fsscinating when revesled by bresches ?
Did thess women, in the seclusion of thelr retreat
st Florence, beguile themselves into the notion
that the world had begun (o advance
towards their position 7 or that they had at
least made such an impression on soclety that
they could appesr in public without ai-
tracting remark ? We cam assure them that,
whatever the hygenle Inconveniences of the pre-
senl female fashions in dress may be, the
sox fominine are ihe first to repudiate the reform
costume of the Florence Helghls dootresses, and
that thoy will repudiste any sttempts at reflorm
in which the chlef oharacteristic is hideousneas.
It seems that our remarks on Saturday gave
offensa to some of the reformeors, and we find In
the columns of one of our contemporaries the
folowing commuuication on the subject, We
can assure the writer of this dooument that we

They ure nm-hln’z a medioal education with the tn-
tention of practising the healiug art,  All they ask
Is the privilege of walking your streetd and purchas-
ing such articles as they need. They do uot seek
notorlety, nor do they desire to be mobbed, Bat
they belleve in the reform dress, and intend to
wear i, mob or no mob. As to the “jegs,"
conce which the Bulletin and TELBORAFH
Are #o obscensly elognent, they are covered
by atockings, drawers, pantaloops, and in some
CREeS, I)oots-—-werﬁ much a8 men dreas thelr lower
extremities, I8 there any immodesty or impropriety
in wompen dressing thelr ‘logs" 80 as to protect
them from cold and exposure? It seems to them
