He arose
freeh and hearty as ever yesterday about nine
o'clock and took breakingt with o portlon of his
sulte, after which he bundled himself up in a
comfortable overcoat and ook u stroll on the
avenue and down Broadway, The weather was
rathier severe, and enused his Royal Highuess to
shiver as though he were the most ordinary ]’mr-
gon in the world; but he bravely stood the dust
that whirled from the “patent” avenue pave-
ment, and mapaged to take his walk as com-
fortably and with as little Inconvenience as any
f edostrian on Lhe street.

On his return to his hotel he partook of lunch
about 2 o'clock with several ol lus newly made
{riends, two or three of whom were ladles.

Muny of the
tollets, upon which anxious hours of toill and
potience(?) had been lavished, were utterdy de-
stroyed In the general seramble, and many
young.fair ones, whose dosire to catch a good
pight of the l':fru-v fully c(luullml their andacity
in eclbowing all temale obstacles out of their
sight of vislon, were forced to take a back seal
during the reception, owing to the way thelr
“fixings” were disturbed by clrcumstances over
which they could have had complete control,
bad they =een fit Lo exercise it.

The Prince on his arrival was at once con-
ducted to the sccond lloor, where a small suite
of rooms had been decorated In his especial
honor.

LTS TR
Efforts te Break Them Up In Ki. Louls,

The Missouri Demoorat of the 2d inst. says:—

Many of our eburch-golug eltizens have long
felt aggrieved by the Sundey night performances
L some of our theatres, and an effort is about to
ibe made Lo put a stop o these exhibitions on
ghe Lord's day. A lawyer has beon employed o
jprosecute the manngers of these theatres, and

pm the success that has heretofore attended

his efforts in the prosscution of misdemeanors,
‘gbc., there is Jttle doubt that the knlghis of the
pock and buskin will bave thelr hands fall. The
‘gomplainis will be made under the following
section of the revised ordlnances: —

“very person who shall either labor bimself, or
pompel or permit liy apprentice or sorvant, or any
pther person nnder his aliarge or control, to lubor or

rforin sny work, other thun the household oMoos

dally necesalty, or charity, on the dret day of tho
vek, commonly called sunday, snall be deemed
ity of a mislemeanor, and tned not oxceeding
1y dollare.”

The two (heatpor that will first be prosecuted

are Martin's Varletion and Carroll's New Varie-
tios, both on Market etreet, between Fifth and
Sixth. The first s an old establizhed theatre,
the house baving been bullt by a jolnt stook
company about the year 1863, It first opened
under the management of J, M. Fleld, with one
of the best stock companles ever assoclated in
any theatre in this country.

Although the stock company la not capahle,
perhaps, of performing standard plays as well
ae gome other companies, yel the periormances
bave been, on the whole, npexceptionable. A
yvear or two ago Mr. George D. Martin became
tho leseee of the Varleties, and has bLoen quite
snccessful in making It pay. Adopting the New
Orleans faghion, he has for some time given
performances on Sunday pights, nnd the wndi-
encos wore hotter than ou other nights, He enn
well afford to close on the Babibath, It the law
demands it; but we are juformed that ho intends
to “fight it out on that line,” dod win if he can.

“Cnrroll's New Varietlos," although paying
lcenses na o theatre, I8 hardly entitied to the
name, The place 12 small—-a bar-room I8 in
front, & large *“‘green-room” up stairs, and a
keno-room near by, The performances on the
stnge consdst of singing and daneing. The fe-
male members of the company are said to “ouls
strip all competitors” in dancing the *‘Can-Can
Mabile.” To any man of rofined taste the exhi-
Litlons of nudity nre disgusting. To one of rell-
glous feclings such displays on the Sabbath are
shocking. Carroll 1s known to the fistic frater-
uity as the **backer” of sevoral pugilista, e Is
ghrewd and Intelligent, and has travelled ex-
tensively and “‘ceen life" In all 1t phases.  His
atrons nre mogtly young wen of “‘fast habits,
hf.‘. too, 18 prepared to defend his show, and will
probably unite with Martin in resisting the de-
mand to close up on Bunday.

Astounding Actlen of the Officers of n Bank—

Negotlutlons with Thieves—A Prominent Linws

yer the Ge-between.

About two weeke ago the President of the
bank In Middletown, Hoery Farnum, after using
every effort 1o secure the burglars who recently
robbed the bank, was astonished at receiving a
letter from a prominent attorney In New York
clty, stating that the town bonds taken could be
negotinted for and procured by means of the
latter's efforts. In response to this letter Mr,
Farnum went to the city and called npon the
lawyer at hie office in Wall street, When he
arrived he stated he did not come to negotiate
for the town bonds alone, but for all the securi-
ties that had been taken. The n.Llurnei' sald
that the Deerpark town bondg would be re-
turned for twenty per ceul. of their yalue, In
reply to this, Mr. Farnum stated that he did not
degire to negotiate for a part, but forall the
property taken.

The attornay gald he liand nothing to do with
the matter, but he would see the parties who had
the bonds and do what he conld,

Mr. Farnum then returned to Port Jervis and
stated to some of the prominent logers what had
occurred at the interview; and it was redolved
by several of them to proeecd Lo New York, and,
if possible, gecure the money and the burglars
who had stolen it. They went Lo the office of
the lawyer, and there met the counsellor and
several sporting characters whose appearance
wonld refleet agninst them in a crimninal court,

The interview which followed was opened by
E

the remarks of the lnwyer, who said: —

““We have considered the proposition of your
President, and have concluded to return your
town and Government bonds for 20 per cent. ol
thefr value, but will require secrecy on your
art.”

! Infused with the hn{m of procuring the bonds
without expense, the Port Jervis party requested
time for consideration. They retired from the
room to find o policeman. At the corner of
Broadway one of the blue-conted gentry wos
found strolling leisurely on his best, and, with
some excltement, they stated their object and
requegted him to go down to Wall street and at-
tempt the arrest of the parties, This he declined
to do, claiming that he was not armied with the
neceesary legal documents for thelr arrest, and
advised the party to proceed to the office of the
chief of the detective foree to state their case
to hin,

The party then departed on a pllgrimage to
the office of the Inat-nnmed functionary, and,
arriving there, were told by the officer that
there was no prooef to warrant the arrest of Lhe
lawyer and his friends, The deteetives also ad-
vised them to accept the proposition offered.

Disappointed in their purposes, the Fort
Jervis party returned to the oflicein Wail street
and offered (o accept the proposition Lo (ake all
the bonds at twenty per cent, Nothing could
have astonished the Port Jervis zentlemen more
than the reply of the lawyer. Sald he: —

**No, sir; that proposition 1& withdrawn., Yon
went 10 Brondway, and at the corner of Falton
gtrect you nttempted to procure a policeman to
secure our arrest, and, failing there, you pro-
ceeded to the office of the ehief of the detoctive
L‘:‘nllce and endeavored to get bim Lo arrest us,
Now, sir, if you want those bonds you can have
them for 20 per cent. on the town bonds and 50
per cent, on the Govermment bonds."

A staring scene followed. The prominent
citizens looked firgat at ench other, then ot the
lawyer; but sald nothing for « moment. Having
fallen nmong the heathen, they determined to
make the best of thelr cironmitances, aud nc-
cordingly agreed to nccept the proposition. Still
they hoped to secure the bonds without the pay-
ment of the money, knowing thelr right Lo selze
them by force when and wherever found.

An interview was arranged at the Metropolitan
Hotel, n few days later, when the bonds were to
be delivered. few days ago the party again
went to the city, and In a private parlor at the
Metropolitan Hotel met the lawyer. He greeted
them cordially, and sald:—"Well, gentlemen,
you have come for those bonds, now then pro-
duce the money and they will be given te vou.”
The 50 per cent. on the Government bonds, and
the 25 per cent. on the town bonds,

“Yes," sald the spokesman of the party, ‘‘but
we want Lo see the bonds, We have the money."

In reply, the lawyer gald: ="' lhnve not youor
bonds, but will procure them in five minutes
after I have the money in my possesslon.”

As no ono clse, except a small boy, was 1n the
room, the cilizens were strongly tempted to
selze and search the lawyer; bat, on considera-
tion, they concluded to accept the proposition,
uwnd produced the money.

As soon s the money wae In his pocket, the
lawyer turned to the boy, who was playing
with some chaire, and whispered dumel.l.llng' in
his ear,

The boy ran out of the room and In flve
minutes returned to the room with about $23,000
worth of the bonds in his hands. They were
given to the citizens, who immediately loft the
room. The first train for Port Jervis oconveved
the party home, each vowing to tne other that
hie would keep the matter a profound secret. A
few dayve have elapsed and the matter is ont: aud
Port Jervis is a8 goeslpy as ever.

FIRE.

Narrow Escape from Destruction of Crosby’s
Opera Hoeuwe.

The Chicago T'ribune, February 3, says: —

Uroghy's Opera House, the pride and glory of
Chicngo, met with a narrow etcape from destrae-
tion by fire last pight. At ouve time it ssemed
ns if {t were really doomed. It can searcely

ags through another such ordeal and remain
ntact, It is reported that nearly two hours
before the flames were observed it was aﬁfmreut
to occupants of the bullding that something in
the vieinity was on fire, and a soarch wos Insti-
tuted, but no result attained. Tt was not nnotil
hiulf-past 10 o'clock that the location of the fire
was discovered.

The cry, “The Opera House 1s on fire," rang
wildly through the streets, and an immoenge
concourse of ple was soon gathered about
the seene. While several of the steamers had
run their hoee up the inside, others were apply-

ing their efforts in reaching the soureo.of the
fire from the outside. For a time their eftorts
poecmod futile, but floally the Chicago throw Its
ingh-strenm hodl!ﬂ' into the windows on the fifth
floor, and the T. B, Brown, o moment after, sent
fte 1%{-inch stream above that, clear upon the
roof topping the sixth fMoor, At this resulta
hearty cheer burst from the crowd, and cries of
“Good, good,” rang from every tongue. This
applanse was an evidonce of the yvalue the citl-
zens of Chieago place upon the Opera House,
A fire in an ordinary establishment, even had
the streams reached the eighth floor, would not
bhave called forth such manifestations of enthu-
sinsm,

The curtain had just risen on (he teansforma-
tion scome, and the attention of all in the andi-
torium was concentrated upon the glittering
spectacle, when some ldlot ralsed the cry of
“Fire!” In an Inftant there was a rapld rush
towards the places of egress. Consternation
wae depieted plainly npon the countenance of
nearly every one. A fow, however, retained
their presence of mind, and, in stentorian tones,
exhorted the frightened people to pnsa out
quletly, ns thers was no danger. The same
assurance was glven from the stage, Almost in-
stantaneously with the alarm, the Biate stroet
doors were thrown open, and the sudience, to
some oxtent quleted by the assnrances of safoty,
paksed out In that direction. There wore only
400 or 50 people in the house, and it was clonred
in o very few minutes. Had there been o
crowdod attendanes, there would probably have
resulted a fearful loss of life and Mimh.

SAM PATCH,

His Great Lonp nt the tieneseo Fall,

The Elmirn (Fazeftse hans reprinted some eox-
tracts from a paper issued in that village forty
years ago, deseribing the exploita of Sam Patch
in jumping at Genesee Falls, A successful leap
made October 12, 1828, was thns deseribed: —

“Sam hae made his great jump.  The day was
lowery and rainy, However, the number of
300 persons assambled on the l<land to witness
the feat, the Canadian shore wie crowded. To
view the platform eroctod for the fearless Patch
from the Blddle stalrway, did not appear so
grand, as the platform reached only about two-
thirds the height of the bank: but to descend Lo
the margin of the water in the gxlf boneath, nnd
there look up at the perpendicnlar ladderjmade,
you imagine that it wonld require superhuman
powers to nceomplish guch an eaterprise. Sam
nscended the ladder, and remained on the top

about  ten minutes, rugting himself
and  adjusting  hiaselfl  for the leap,
during which he Wis ropeatedly

¢heered by the apectators. At length lie rose
every ey¢ was bent intently on him, he waved
his hand and Kissed the siar-spungled banner
that flonted grovefully over his hend, aud then
recipitated blmsell like an arrow into the Hood
wlow. "T'was a matehleas and tremendons leap.
He very soon l'rulr'i-u:n‘ctl and swam Lo theshore
with great ense, Then it was that o paloful and
unpleasant yet  Indeseribable  sensation was
driven from ench breast by the llood of joy
which succeeded on seeing thnt he was safe,
Then it was that the benumbing spell which had
relgoed from the woment be arose on the plat-
form, was broken by the burst of the volces of
congratulation.”

The jumping hero made his last and futal leap
November 13, 1820, thus chronieled: —

“8am Patelh §s pno more! He made his lnst
leap from a scaffold erceted on the bank of the
falle this alterncon. The staging wns elevited
25 feet. He sprung fearlessly from it, and de-
seended abont one-third of the distanee as hand-
gome as he ever did.  IMe then evidently began
to droop, his arms extended, and his legs sepa-
rated; and in this condition he struck the water,
and sunk forever! 1t was a fearful leap, and
fenrfully it was terminated. The prevailing
opinion Is that he beeame lifeless  ere he
reached the water. e had drank fearfully in
the morning, but was not apparently more over-
come than he was on Friday last. It was truly
o golemn #cene, whore =0 many thonsands were
witnesgs to an immolation which had s origin
only in an effort 1o satis{y the craving appetite
of human curiosity. Bam's last request, I un-
derstand, was that the funds collected should be
sent to his mother, if his adventure should ter-
minute fatally. His body has not yet been
found., The height of Genesee Falls, from which
he jumped, Is one hundred feet. The staging
was twenty-five feet above the fulls. The dis-
tance which he descended was thereiore one
hundred and twenty-five feet.”

Bum Patch was o native of Pawtucket, R. I.,
where some of his relatives still reside.

interest which was really equivalent to above 200
per cent. per annum, and the continu'n g supply
enabled him duly to keep his word. When gold
fell to a preminm of 5 per cent., he enlarged the
time for repayment to a month, but the crowd
of lenders till continued. The elvil nuthorities
grew alarmed, and applied to Seilla for informa-
tion ng to the prinelple of his operations. He
replied that he falfilled his obligations punc-
tuaily, and therefore was not subject to interfe-
rence of the law, and declived to accade to the
request for further explunation, The Cardinal

Archbishop next mennced him  with
excommunication unless he desisted. But
he retorted that he was guilty of no

religlous, any more than of any clvil. offense.
A large proportion of his clients consleted of
religious persons and corporations, who were
rapldly enriched by the process; and he conde-
scended Lo explain that it was by Bourse specn-
lations he made the money by which he was
ennbled to carry on u system profitable to him-
self and his creditors.  The archibishop reported
the matter to the congregation ef the holy oflice,
and that body by rescript declured Signor Bellla’s
proceedings leritimate, and authorized all ecele-
siastical persons to lend thelr moncy on the
terms he offeted. This ranction gave a new im-
petus to the trade. snd competition quickly
sprang up. One Costa offered 25 per cent, per
month to all who would entrust him with their
money. Other establishments have bean opened
offering still higher rates, and as yet all have
thelr engngements. ‘Ihe lenders, of course, have
made immense fortunes, and this spectacle
druws more aud wmore esger crowds, conslsting
of every class of soclety, into the vortex. Of
courso the obligations incurred are only made
good out of the fresh deposits that come in, but
every one is in hopes that he will not bo the last
in the race. The Liberal papersin vain warn
all coneerned that the system Is a swindle—their
volee §s powerless to check o mania which car-
ries the whole population into its net. A tre-
mendous erush will come ere long.

A rumor reached the police last night that an
attempt was (o be made on tho iife of Prinee Ar-
thur. An officer was detailed to wateh the
Prince’a party as shey proceeded from the Bre-
voort House to the residence of Judge Stough-
ton, at Fifth avenue and Beventeentl street. A
party of ruflans stationed wnear the Brevoort
House appronched the officer, drew their re-
yolvers, and ordered hilm to leave.

The offieer got reinforcements, returaed and
attacked the rufiioug, and aftor a sevors fight
arrested William Murphy, Pat. Molhide, Charles
Gardiner, John Lough, and Michael MeNulty.
Longh is an Engllnhuym. Gardiner a native of
Younkers. The party refosed to give any expli-
nation of their conduct, They will be arraigned
before the Police Court on the charge of assault-
lng the ofticers, there not being suflicient proof
to establish a conspiracy ngainst the Prince.

Order to Nnvy Paymnsters.
Special Despateh to The Evening Telsgraph,
Wasnmngrox, Feb. 5.—The following lmpor-
tant order in regard to Navy Paymasters lins
been fssucd by Becretary Hobeson: —

And shall appoint u suitable person to take sharge ol
the same, and to perform the daties of such Pay-
master until otherwise directed by competent antho-
rity, The sentor oMaocr preésent sghall  also
a?pvml another sailable poerson o com-
plete the voucliers, transafer (he acconuts, close
up the books, and o have the custody of the
sume, and of all papers necessary to the complete
settlement of the secounts of such Paymastgr, and
to be regponsible for thelr prope: transmisslon to the
department, Hoth the above-named appointees
shall be present when the above lnventories are
tuken, and shall be furnished with copies thereof,
which coples, duly certiied, shall be considerod sat.
Isfactory vouchers for the lltum'f and stores thus as-
certalned to be on hand,  If such Paymuaster, while

Into Court upon oomplaint of his employers, wio
nl thit he abscondod from Uioir service on the
24 of Ostober laus,

Upon the hearing, the counmel for the appren’los
asked the Court to discharge the fatter, for the fol-
lowing reasons —
mle ! ltl-thr-fln':lnnhu;u was slgned by ons only of

masters of the sald a wtice, Mezsra. Harvey
& Ford, the firm name belag used. "

2 That the sid e hsd refussd 1 pay the sad

It 18 clenar that this apprentice left the sarvice of
his employers mainly becanse of the dlsagreement
referred 1o In regard to his wages., They fallel to
agreoc na 10 the proper disohaege of their rolative
doties, and upon that fallure the defendant ab-
sconded,

There canbe no doubt that If the (hdenture 15
vold, either from N8 Lpproper execntion or any other
cange, the defendant cnnnot be punished for ab-
seonding, 1t would have no bindiag eifect upon
either party, and if the execution of it by one mem-
ber of the firm, 0 the Ond neme, does not Lind
them, the defendant s not bound, Covennnis, i hae
worth anything, must bind both parties.  But | think
the firm of Harvey & Ford are bound by this Inden-
ture. Tre, it was signed in the tirm name by ope
only of its members, but it was done (o the prosecu-
tion of the business of the firm, amd has been re-
gntedly recognized and copfiried by all the mem-

The defendant does not
come Into court in a proper way to nsk ns to dis-
charge him from service of capcel the Indenture.
The law will not susiain or sanction anapprentios in
sbsconding whenever he may rancy he s fl-treated,
or thut his master has not complied with his part of
the contract,

THis 18 not the proper Way 1o seek redress or sottie
differences. The Act of Assembly of 20th of Sep-
tember, 1770, sec. 2, points out the romedy for both
master and apprentice In case the one or the other
I8 In defanlt, B{ A complance with that act the
complaint of either can be heard by the Court of
Quarter Sesslons, and if the master nas been gullty
of oppression or cruelly towards his apprentice, or
has violated his covenant, the Court has the power
to discharge the apprentice from his indenture, On
the othier pand, if the apprentice 18 In default, and
refuges to properly perfori bis doties, the Coort is
empowered to punish him by lmprisonment, at hard
labor, Il necessary.

With o remedy 80 ﬂtmrle wnd eagy open to him, we
will not eountenance this apprentice In insubordinn-
tion, We will not permit him to declde the ques-
TIONK At sEue between his employers and himsalr,

As the case stands al present, 1 cannot grant the
defendant the reller he asks ror.  He mast kabmit to
the wuthority of his employers,  He may then, If he
thinke himsell aggrieved, bring his complalnt before
the court In @ proper manser,

All 1 decide now {8 that the defendant mast e
tarn to his gervice, I, after having done so, his
empioyers refuse to pay him the weekly wames
stipulated for o the indenture, or fall to give him
the schooling to which he i entitled, or to properly
perform any other covenant which they are bonnd
to perform, let him resort to the lanw for redress, 1t
18 strong enoygh to secure him in all his legnl rights,
ot he need first to be tapght the salutary lesion
that it L& not for him to ait in jadgment upon hils own
case, and vindieate hissupposed rightby an anlawfual
aut, The law will not permit this in any case, It
would be most pernicious and subversive of proper
authority on the part of masters if apprentices were
permitted to deckle their supposcd grievances in
this summary manner, And It wdald be most ua-
fortunate for the apprentices themselves, If they
would make useful men and law-ablding cltizons,
they must begin by exhibiting thelr respect for Inw
and order In the days of thelr youth, If not calti-
vated then, they will never learn the lesson later in

THE LOTTERY CASES,

In the case of the parties charged with dealing in
lottery polivies, the demuorrers Aled {uturdw to the
indictments were before the Court this morning for
argument, Counsel for the aefendants moved for a
postponement of the matter notll Monday, In order

0 give them an opportunity to examine the la.rul
questions involved Iu the demurrers and to render
themselves able to discuss them intelligently, The

| Dimrict Attorney opposed the postponemeoent on the

ground that the demurrers were general and did not
give notice to the Commonwenlth of the reasons,
and therefore any time allowed wonld give the de-
fendants an undue advantage over the Cominons-
wenlth, The Judge sald he saw no legal ground for
the delay, and therefore sald the argument would
have o be proceeded with at onoee,

Mr. Cassldy, reprosenting the defendants, asked
Mr. Gibbons if the Indfcuments were found npon the
return of the magisirate, and not as o special omaelal
act of his; and Mr. Gibhoos answered that such was
the case. Mr. Cassily then sald he moved to guash
the indidtment upon this ground, independently of
the demurrer, because the alderman retarned that
the defendants were bound over to answer for sall-
ing particalar lottery policies, and the Grand Jury
indicted them for selling and exposing to sals lottery
policies, and slao founding and malntalning lotteries,
which were not at all mentioned in the return.
Thas the Grand dury had indicted them for separate
and distinet oMenses from those for which they were
bound over by the muagistrate, which actlon was
munifestly contrary to law, This alone he desmed
suielent to destroy the indletments,

A8 te the demurrers, he read the section of the
penal code under which these proceedings were
pretended to have been taken, and which specilically
described the kKinds of Jotteries that were constituted
offenses a8 nuisances. The offenses charged in these
cases wire not thoge nmoed by the statute, and were
not indicted a8 puisances. There were no words in
the statute which made the acts of the defendants
indictable, The Grand Jury had set forth that the
character of the obnoxionslottery tlokets was to them
unknown; but it wias in their power to know
it, for Mr, Wood, the District Attorney’s special de-
tective, had worked up thess cases, had the tiokets
in his possession, was examined by the Grand Jury,
and could easily enough have produced them for -
spection.  In the face of snch lopgeness and (nacous
racy on the part of the Grand Jury in framing in-
dictments conteary to the common law and the ape-
cinl requirements of the statate, he could not sce
how the Court could sostain such Indictments,

In answer o the motlon to quash, Mr. Dwight
contended that (t was the settled luw&f tha Court,
confirmed by numberiess declslons, tha? In framing
indictments the Commonwealth 18 not to be re-
stricted to the parrow lmita of description of the
offender given by the committing magistrate, but
that other acts, which are not only of n Kindred
nulure o the mainact, but are 80 connected soil re-
1ated to It that they muy be well regolved into It
may be lawfully incorporated Into the Indictment.
