The restoration of \r'lrrlnll to her status In the
Unfon brings up a sl ar question for seitlement,
The Copstitution distinetly declaces that no State
ghall be divided withont its consent, and Vi

now In the Unlon, the question s
whethor the State of West Virginii has & logal exiat-
ence. Virginia has had no existence as o State aloce
1961, If 8o, she can not have consented to the divi-
ston of her territory, and henoce it 18 argued that West
Virginia has no constimtional right 1o recognition as
a Siate. The question of reunion I8 already belng
agltated,

The restoration of Virginia does not, we
think, bring up the question here indicated.
Virginia was recognized as a State, by all de-
partments of the National Government, and
was reprosented in the Benate, up to 1864,
This was by virtue of the restoration of her
government on & loyal basis here in 1861, In
1862 the Legislature of Virginia, re.
cognized as such by the executive
and legislative branches of the United
States Government, consented to the
division of the 8State, Her Govern.
ment bad abdicated by engaging in the
Rebellion, but those of her people adherin,
to the United States, resuming their origin
and inherent powers, met in shis city, reor-
ganized the Biate, and chose Benstors who
wore admitted to seats on the floor of the
United States SBenate. At the same time two
Congressmen elected at the regular election,
under the old State, in May, 1561, held their
seats in the lower houss. The governmont
of the BState, thus restored on a loyal
basis, was oﬂicinlli; recognized by the
Prebident and the departmen a8
well as by both houses of Con . hat-
ever may have been done with Virginia after-
wards, it is not to be denied that in eve
way whereby such a fact could be dstarminoz
it had been determined that the Legialature
which consented to the division was the

islature of Virginia. The question was
effeotnally settled by the Suopreme Courtb
of the United BStates in the Ithode
Island decision, which was in effeot that Qon-
was the power on whom it devolved to
etermine what was a Btate government.
Congress having recognized the restored
Government of Virginia, which consented to
the division, it does not appear how it is
possible ever to guestion the validity of that
consent. . All the other steps in the process
of division having been taken with the
same serupulous respect for the constitu-
tional provisions applicable to it, no one
acquainted with the question or with the
facts cay doubt the impregnable position
of West Virginia in the Union. Virginia
herself is concluded from raising the
question, for she recognized West Vir-
ginia as a State in hringin suit for the
recovery of Berkeley and Jefféerson counties;
and in entertaining that suit the SBaprame
Court of the United States added its recogni-
tion of our statehood to that already given
by the two co-ordinate branches of the
ational Government, It may be said that
Virginia herself was not a State when she
brought that suit, for it was under the pro-
visional government; but the Court, in enter-
faining it, expressed an opinion on the rela-
tions of the seceded States to the Govern-
wment which is of some value, as showing that
a State may be a State in the Union even
while not exercising its full powers and pri-
vileges,

As to reunion, it ean, of course, take place
if the legislatures of the two States and Con-

ress severally consent. Butif the question
is “*agitated,"” it is somewhere else than in
West Virginia. No person hers, so far as we
know, favors any such thing. Certainly no
party is willing to avow anysuch wish or
purpose.

But so far as concerns the validity of onr
Btate, it is impossible to raise any question
about it, and equally impossible for any one
who is acquainted with the faots or prineiples
involved to doubt it. Simple as is the whole
question of the division of Virginia, it seems
vain to hope that the newspapers abroad will
ever understand it

HOMICIDE IN BOHOOL.

What which we have, with a painfal confi-
denee, long anticipated, has come at last. In
November, 1869, in the Bkinner School, in
Chicago, the teacher had a difficulty with a
Iad named Willie Atkins, This boy **had pre-
viously been affected with a diffioulty in the
head,” and was, therefore, entitled to the pa-
tienoce and consideration of the teacher, who
nevertheless undertook to flog him. A strog-

le ensued, in the course of which the boy's
strnck violently against a steam-pipe.
Since that time he remained unoconscious
snd absolutely dumb, until, on the 28th of
last month, death came mercifully to relieve
bim from present and future misery. This is
a plain case of homicide—justifiable, may be,
by the maxim of Solomon—we may call it
boy hter in the sixth or sixteenth degree,
but it is a killing, after all possible extenna-
tions. This question then arises: —IHow often,
in the discipline of a school, will it be neces-
to kill & boy?—a question of decided in-
terest to parents, to guardians, and to the
publio at large. How many such murders will
committees allow annually to each school? In
teaching the young idea how to shoot, how
often it be necessary to finally extinguish
the young ides, sonsiguing it to cold obstruo-
tion, nng abandontng all ebanece of any fur-
ther ‘‘shooting” altogsther?

It is a little strange that the head of a
child, being that part for the cultivation and
deyelopment of which schools are said to be
established and maintained, sl;o::d t::ohthe
vary corporsl locality against whi ors
t:p’nr to entertain a peculiar spite —thump-
ing it, drumming on it, euﬁlnﬁrit, and treating
it s if the skull were of cast iron riveted like
a steam-boiler, and not of bonestillin a lpnlpyv

state, U this tender organ the onate

vanoces with clenched fist, with open
palm, with the oaken ferrule. He declares
war againgt the medulla oblongata, he vents
his spleen upon the ceredrum,; he smites fero-
ciously the cerebellum, just ms if he were
hired by noclety to  manufacture the
largest ble number of idiots in the small-
esk ble time, He has o ofien declarsd
the oraninl oavity of his victim to be empty,
and the oranial walls to be ully thiok,
that l:flm his $attoo snd reveille upon the
dome of thought as if it were the bottom of
llinht:h- is more handy than the

oross-grained, and the Chicago board sooms
to be no exception to the wooden rule.
Last November the crnelty practicsd upon
thin boy was officially brought before *‘the
boarders,” and they solemnly resolved
that ““the charge of undue violence or unne.
cessary severity on the part of the teacher
was not establinhed.” Good heavens! will
these Chicago Bolons be obliging enough to
tell what testimony and how much of it would
have heen ‘‘sufficient?!” Here was a boy with
his bratn ruined, & child fallon into brate un-
consclousness, or something less, and here was
also evidenoe that he was radueed to this piti-
ful condition through the passionate physical
violence of the temcher; and here, too,
as if it were a coroner’s jury sittin

in a railway murder onse, we are troa

to the everlasting droning verdiot of
“Nobody to blame !" 'Why mot ? Why, be-
cause ‘‘the boy had previously been affectad
with a diffionlty in the head.” Ergo, all
boys “‘with difficulties in the head” may be
pounded in that region without the slightest
restraint; while, upon the other hand, it
would be exceedingly wrong so much as to
fil ‘:J) any head happening to be ﬁorl’nntly
healthy, 'We had no idea that the Dogberry
breed was so far from being extinot. When
we have thus a elaim for peculiar tenderness
metamorphosed into an excuse for unre-
strained severity, we begin to wonder what
kind of heads it has pleased Divine Provi-
dence to bestow upon the Chieago Board of
Education,

We lay it down as a broad and general rule
that o school-teacher who cannot manage his
or her pupils without destroying their brains
by physical violence, is not fit for the buginess
of education; and in thess enlightened days
would bardly be thought fit to drive a herd of
cattle, or to be trusted with the oare of horses,
Rarey tamed Cruiser by kindness; school-
masters and mistresses tame little boys and

irla by n free use of the cowhide, which has
Em banished from all rasltmotahlo stables, If
a brutal driver should kill his steed by over-
driving or unnecessary blows, the courts of

ustice would have something to say about it;

ut when teachers kill little boys, the bland
Board of Education unanimously resolve that
the victim invoked his own fate, and that no-
body else is to blame.

Inorder that we may not be acoused of injus-
tice to the teacher, or to any person who has
been conneoted with this painful affair, we
think it right to add that it has been con-
cluded with one of those ceremonials called a
coroner’s inquest, and that after hearing the
testimony of & large number of doetors, the
ury found that the inflammation of the boy's
rain ‘‘arose from mnatural causes,” and the
teacher was ‘‘exonerated from all blame in
the matter." 'T'he faet, however, remnins
that a lnd subject to brain disease was physi-
onlly maltroated, and never spoke afterward.
We leave the intelligent reader to draw his
own conclusions.

THE NEW PATROCLUS.

Such seems to be the late Mr. Edwin M.
Stanton, and Judge Black is his Achilles.
After moping in his tent for the lost Briseis—
for 8o we may symbolize Alta Vela—the son
of Peleus springs to arms over the dead body
of hip friend, and slashes away foarfully in
all directions. With rhetorie, terribly in-
cisive, ho lncerates the Attorney-General; and
as ‘‘hectoring” is, we believe, Mr. Hoar's
specialty, he runs some risk of being dragged
round the walls of our Troy. Judge Black
would do it “‘with a will." The Judge's late
letter, 8o flerce and unsparing, justifies this
fear. He has had the good taste and good
sense, this time, to pub his lucubrations at
the disposal of the respectable press of the
country, and thus secure its perusal by those
whose good opinion, we are sure, he values,
1t is clever—amazingly so. Judge Black is,
asall his literary efforts show, a very remark-
able writer. He is exceptional in the com-
munity to which he belongs. The blight of
rhetorical mediocrity has always rested on
Pennsylvanis; noreanone countadozen clever
writers whom she has produced since the
days of the founder, and he was not brilliant.
It does not answer to *‘fuloyer” on paper, and
William Penn as a writer fell a victim to the
second person singular. Joha Dickinson was
from Delaware, we believe, Franklin was a
Yankee, and Tom Paine an Englishman. If
this be the rule in the past and the present,
then is Judge Black clearly an exception; for
no one can read the very sparkling letter in re
Stanton without feeling him to be so. He
writes with an impulse whioh finds vent in
vigorous words. He utters clearly his sympa-
thies, and more clearly his antipathies,
Burke's preat amla h on Dowdeswell—all
praise—is less in his line than Dr. Arbuthnot's
on Colonel Chartres—all satire. One of his
aversions i8 & Poritan, and he loves to de-
nounce them as did SBouth the apooalyptieal
pretenders of his day. It is the red flag to
the Black bull, and he tosses Hoar with
unction.

But we repeat the question, Why was not
all this said and written before? Why is it
delayed till Mr, Stanton has followed most of
the DBuchanan Cabinet, and Mr., Buchanan
bhimself, tothegrave? Theslander—or, touse
a milder term, the fiction—of the President
and Cabinet trembling, like Felix, hafors the
Stanton 8t. Paul, is no new story. As far
baek as 1862, Mr. Thurlow Weed, then driving
his team of prelates in England, wrote it
home, and it was printed; and there is, if we
mistake not, extant a correspondence on this
very subjeot between Judge Black and a dis-
tinguished gentleman of this city which has
never seen the light, aud which would be a
better vindication of historieal truth than
those posthumons vituperations. President
Buchanan is and always been tho person
most inoulpated by this cruel slander. He
sleeps in h’; silent grave at Wheatland, and
no one has o word to say for him.

- fae puts hllha{nt. There it is, a fair, open, and

gresa ik ia clear that memberm, bsfors voting
new naval appropriations, wish to feel quite
sure that the present bureau has renounsed
its predecessor and all its works. Buch was
the prodigious loss in oconstruction during
the eight yoars from 1861 to 1860, measured,
induag, by mony millions, that this preosu-
tion is perfectly justifiable. The late ingeni-
oun letter of ex-Beoretary Wellen onght to
show that there is not much sympathy be.
tween the two; and yet we feel that the new
bureau owes it to itsell to show more fully
1wehy the now appropriations asked for are &o
large. There never yoi has been a careful
official review of the wasteful, and worse
than wasteful, naval oxrarimnnh of the two
preceding administrations. Mr, Robeson's
excellent report did, indeed, throw some
light on the subject; but, probably out of
officinl courtesy, the matter was there treated

ingerly, and no actual exhibit of facts and
ﬂgureu was given, with the stern, direct oom-
ment added, ‘“Thou art the man !"

The OUommittes on Appropriations lately
reported a bill for supplying deficiendies in
the navy by the sum of §3,000,000, all of
which was devoted to the two bureaus of
‘‘Steam Engineering” and “Construotion and
Repair.” These were sach cut down by one-
half in the House—namely, to §1,500,000 in
all—and the bill, so reduced, was passed.
Why were these items cut down ? If we may
believe the report of the disoussion, it was
because members did not consider that the
hrg:r sum would be properly expended.
Perhaps they rocall the enormous sums
wasted on naval nondescripts during the last
fen years, and ask what there is to show
for them. They turn to Secretary Welles'
annual reports for eight years, and find that
everything is right, and that our navy, ospe-
cially the new wooden screw flest, is the best
in the world. They turn to Secretary Robe-
son's report, and find that the navy in March,
1869, was almost a wreck, certainly not
worthy of a second-class power, and our
foreign squadrons such as, if attacked on
their cruising stations by the superior war
ahips of other commercial powers, would be
driven to seek the shelter of the monitors
that guard our shores. DBut, for all that, so
far as can be sgen from any official report yet
made publie, with all these millions spent,
with a navy neglected, and, finally, left in
great part ruined and wrecked, there is
“nobody to blame.”

Congressmen want the mystery probed, and
the hole into which old appropriations sank
examined and explored. We have paid
enough for two good navies—why are we
without even one? Frroneous principles
must be explained and formally renounced.
At the end n} the last Congress a great outory
was made on account of alleged maloonstruo-
tion in the navy, and a Board of Barvey of
oivilian experts was proposed to guide future
construction, and, more especially, the plan.
ning of steam machinery. What has become
of the project for that board? Wa balieve a
clear and frank statement of just how many
vessels had been spoiled, from 1860 to 1870,
for the want of enginecring skill, and what
precaulions had been taken to have no more
cn%ineering failures in the futnre, weuld en-
lighten Congress.

That body, again, has made sundry ohjec-
tions to the appropriations for repair, and cut
them down. Some of these objections were
not a little shrewd and sound at core, if ex-
travagant in expression—as, for example, that
of Mr. Washburn, who “‘expressed his belief
that most of the vessels {bropused to be re-
paired were utterly worthless as war vessels,"
and ‘' that of DMr, Logan, who thersupon
added, ‘‘that is exactly what they are—old
tubs.” The fundamental objection seems to
be this, that the members do not comprehend
exnctly what the proposed repair work is,
and wﬁuther it will be of any use, even if it
be furnisbed. They evidently regard it as
something like repairing forts, planned on
the iden of twenty years ago, and now super-
seded. They do not see why it is that ships
on which so much has besn expended, should
be forever tinkered. As a matter of fact, wa
believe that a considerable part of the money
recently expended has been in order to give
to ships made to cruise only under steam,
nuitab‘lo sailing powers. Regarding soma of
these, it geems probable that reconstruction
of their motive power will pay by reason of
the coal saved; regarding others, we fear that
their bulky machinery 18 mainly fit for the
sorap heap.

The “‘Burean of Construction and Repair,”
which asked for appropriations, is really
composed of two branches, by ita title, and
perhaps the union is confusing to some Con-
gressmen. For it has long been evident that
naval constriiction is not the proper duly of
the Government, since it can be done much
more cheaply, promptly, and skilfully in pri-
vate yards and shops, These latter are in
constant cowpetition with each other, and
secure the best talent and skilled labor. Their
planning is rarely or never the abortive stuff
to which the Government planning has long
pocnstomed uns, Mindful of this faot, it is
possible that sometimes Congressmen take
an unjust prejudice against the burean in
guestion from its very name, We say
“unjust,” because, on the aontrary, |'ﬂl'miring
is the proper duty of Government, and it can
be done more deliberately, sconomically and
effectively by the appliances at their com-
mand than l:}' pl‘i\'ulu menans, All that is
needed is the assurance that the repairing
facilities shall not be misused for carrying out
any special engineering vagaries, but shall be
guided by the ordinary spproved principles in
the line of work, That quite enough repair-
ing is needed to use up the sum appropriated
is evident, That SBecretary Robeson is vigor-
ously getting the navy into better condition
is obvious, But we believe Congress would
have been more liberal had it known pre-
cisely how ruinous had been our former fail-
ures in construction, and had it seen the
clear evidence that similar failures had been
made impossible in the future,

The House passed a bill on Friday for the
temporary relief of the poor of the District of
Columbia, instructing the Secretary of War to
issne rations for this relief. The destitute
poor of Washington and Georgetown, which
make up the district, are chiefly the negroes
drifting into those cities in consequence of
the war. Thus at least twenty thousand des-
fitute blacks have been added to the popnla-
tion of Washington, and as they cannot be
permitted to starve, and as the city is not re-
sponsible for them, Congress must feed them
till otherwise provided for, We think, how-
ever, that, instead of being encouraged in
idleness and vice, it wonld be well to provide
for shipping off these negroes to some public
works or to gome of the Southern plantations,
where their labor is wanted, and where these
vargrants may be torned to good account,
In ghort, there must be a period fixed for this
feeding of Sambo in idleness on Government
rations, and the sooner the better it will be
for him, even in Washington,

He
will remain as long as General Grant finds it
convenient to keep him. Of course he will
not stop & moment after he has received from
the President an intimation that his resigna-
tion would be agreeable,

1s it likely that General Grant will wish to
keep him much longer? We judge mot. It
is not in the nature of the ecase that Massa-
chusetts should have two members of the
Cabinet for any great lepgth of time, General
Grant undoubtedly understood this when he
appointed Mr. Hoar. He made him Attor-
ney-General with the purpose of soon trans-
ferring him to some other place, In the
original composition of the Oabinet, as it was
first designed to be made up, Mr. Hoar did
not figure, The place of Attorney-Cieneral
was then intended for Mr, Willlun H, Wads-
worth, of Kentoeky, a schoolmate and crony
of Ulysses B, in his younger days. This ap-
pointment was prevented by the earnest op-
position of gentlemen who were then very in-
timate and influential with the appointing

ower; but Mr. Wadsworth was brought to

Vashington in other oflicinl relations mever-
theless, and is now on hand there all ready
to step into the Attorney-General's office
whenever it is thonght expedient to put him
‘there
