The bl under conslderation is feanght with mo
wentous consequonoes to the oltizons of Philadsi-

phin and of the State; and the position that the
pownrun e taken swry (rom 80 Inrge & portion ot
the people of Pennsylvania, without thelr conssnt,
for s period of years, and Jodgad in the hanode of
xix persons, s to me extraordinary, untenable, and
in violation of the spirit, meaning and intent of the
first aud second sections of the twolfth article of
the Constitution. The second sootion declnres that
all power is inherent in the people. All free gov-
ernments are founded on thele aothority and Insti-
tated for thelr peace, sufety nud bhappiness. The
Coustitution se¢is Yorth in such plaln and uneqeivo-
cal termw the principles upon whilch a repablican
government shall bs conducted, that comment

If there cuists any rlght or wuthority in the Legis-
lature 1o concentrnte power (i few men for s term
of years, then It must be admitted that they have
the right to do it for & number of yoars, or to make
it a perpetuity.

To recognize the right to legisiate thus specially
for one c¢ity is virtoally to mcknowledge that the
Legidinture has nuthority to make similar enwot-
ments in every other city, borough, village, connty
