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THR HOUSE OF CORREOUTION BILL.
Tur lower branch of the Btate Legislature
passed s bill providing for the

spoedy erection of a House of Correclion,
Employment, and Reformation, and appoint-
ing a commission to direot and superintend
this task, Some of the commissioners named
aro vory well qualified to discharge this duty
satisfaotorily, but we wonld be at a loss to
anderstand why the Legislature did not leave
to the courts the duty of naming the commis-
sioners, if espesial oare had not been taken
to include among their number mem.
bors . who are zealons champions of
a spocial snd unpopular site for the
proposed edifice, Another feature of the bill
ia also very objectionable. It prohibits the
erootion of the new structure in the Twenty-
gixth ward, and the manifest object of this

reatriction is to prevent the commissionars
from building an extension to the i'-mmty|
Prison on grounds now owned by the city.

Yot this is precisely the policy which, in tbu

present condition of the municipal finances, |
should be adopted. A few years ago, when ‘
the whole pubject was carefully considered,

this policy was favorad by the Board of Prison
Inspectors and a jeint special commitiee of
Councils; and it would probably have been
adopted long sinee if the Legislature
bad npot wunjustly snd unwarrantably
prevented, by law, the ereotion of new bnild-
ings adjacent to the County Prison. In other
citiess where similar institutions exist, thoy
are in olose proximity to, and treated as nd-
juncts of, the county prisons; and here a
similar experiment conld be tried, at very
little expense, if the magnates at Harrisburg
would bhave the goodness to permit us to
rognlate our internal affairs in onr own way.
The proposed scheme, however, will begin
with #addling the city with a large unneces-
gary outlay for land. This will be followed
up by jncessant appropriations for ex-
pensive buildings, and the cost of maintaining
the mew institution will be materially in-
crensed by heavy charges for the transporta-
tion to and fro of its inmates and the mate- |
rials used in their labors. The main pretext

for this imposition upon taxpayers is the
allegation that the value of property in

the Twoenty.sixth ward will be depre-
ciated if the prison buildings are ex-
tended. But there is rveslly no sub-
stantial foundation for this wllegation.

The prison alone depreciates property gnite
a8 much as the prison with an addition would
depreciate it, and property has been bought
and gold with reference to this disadvantage,
if such indeed it be, It is well known, how-
ever, that the value of land adjacent to the
Eastern Penitentiary and the Honse of Re-
fuge has not been materially depreciated by
the proximity of these institutions; and there
seems no good reason why different results
should flow from a similar causo in the south-
erm portion of the city.

WHY CAMERON LEFT LINCOLN'S
UABINEKT,
How. A. K. MoOroms, in a letter published
in another column, throws an additional light
upon the vexed question of the cause of the
soverance of Cameron’s connection with Lin-
eoln's Oabinet. He contends that the ex-
War Minister was summarily removed, and

that the oorrespondence published was
an after-thought devised to break his
fall. He asserts that “the firs
kuowledge Mr. Cameron had of his ‘resig-
nation’ was communicated to him in a letter
informing him that Mr. Stanton had been, or
would be, nominated as Seoretary of War;"
that Cameron complained bitterly of the
manner of his removal; and that *‘the change
wos made to redeem the Government from
the deadly atmosphere of corruption that
came up from the seething caldron of the

War Department.” He also avers that
Cameron  was  ‘‘not  consulted by
Mr. Lincoln a8 to his BUCOOH-

sor,” and that Benator Wilson was mistaken
in his assertion, in the Atlantic Montily article,
that the appointment of Mr, Btanton was
made at Cameron’s suggestion. Mr. MoOlure
enjoyed excellent opportunities for learning
the inside history of Lincoln's administration,
and few men are more competent to clear up
the doubtful points involved in the recent
disoussion, Until further light is shed upon
the subject, his disclosures will point irre-
sistibly to the conclusion that Cameron did
not voluntarily resign, and that he was not
consulted in the selection of his suocessor.

ArLisgA again obtrudes upon us. A dele-
gate from this delightful hyperborean country
has arrived at Washington, bringing with him
a petition, *“‘numerously signed,” requesting
the favor of a territorial government at the
hands of Oongress. The phrase ‘‘nume-
rously signed” is open to suspicion. Are we
to understand that the sorawls of all the lead-
ing Edquimaux have been affixed to the poti-
tion, or has the list of names been filled up
in San Franciseg? Oertainly no petition
oould be said to bo “numerounsly signed”
which contained the names only of the white
inhabitants of the country, who are soarcely
“‘numerous” enough to constitute a respeot-
able corporal’s gnard. But if the petitioners
can show that a territorial government will
cost the country less than a military govern.
ment, Congress should not hesitate a moment
in granting their prayer. About the best

Americans together, and induce them to em-
brace with a gush of swest sentimontality,
swearing eternal amity and devotion to pesso
principles, an immenss step will be taken
townards the accomplishment of their object,
and that fraternal love will forthwith bo
spread abroad over the whole extent of the
American continent and war be heard of no
more. Tt would bo a moving sight to behold

Swmner, Butler, and Greeloy together in
token of eoternal amity, and woeping over
them in an ecatacy of Grallio emotion and uni-
versal philanthropy. It would be well, how-
ayer, to take into consideration the possibility
of the four distinguished Americans becoming
engaged in a controversy over the merita of
different peace policies, and forgetting the
essential principles of the Pence Leagus] so
far that it woul«‘)ba necessary to bring in the
police to preserve the the ponce..
