"Washington, Feb. 22, 1870. -- Sir: Richard Pelt.,
Esq., Receiver of Taxes, Philadelphia, hag written
to this office respecting stamp doty on receipts for
taxes, and has referred to you. Such receipts Issued
by the Tax Receiver or other municipal officers la
the discharge of his official duties are exempt by
section 164 revenue law compilations.

A reference to the section referred to will

show that it clearly exempts all papers issued
by the officers of the United States, or of any
State, county, town, or municipal corporation,
acting in an official capacity, and it is curious
that it should have escaped the notice of those
concerned. In all the city departments in
which money had been received, there has
been much trouble and delay in making
change when persons paying bills of over
twenty dollars have not had two cents for the
stamp, all of which will be avoided in the
future.

Treasurer Irwin, being eworn, stated that he was
not now in possession of the publio funds, and that,
to answer the questions of tho committee, it would
be necessary for him to examine nooks in the Trea-
surer's and Auditor (ienpral'soltlce to prepare him-
self, tie therefore desired svme favor ahowu to
Mackey, and the committee accordingly postponed
bis farther examination .until Wednesday evening
next.

Mr. Thomas Nicholson, the cashier of the present
Treasurer, was sworn, and tee tilled that during
eight different years be bad been associated with
the treasury, moneys had always been kept on the
same system; during the whole time he never saw
a transaction that the whole world might not have
looked on; no illegal use of funds had been made to
bis knowledge; accounts had been kept, as already
stated, In bank, vault, &c; he recapitulated the
testimony of Mr. Mackey in regard to the corpora-
tion checks being dejiosited In the vault, and also
stated that wben (ieneral Jrwln handed over his
papers to Mr. Mackey there was among them a re-
ceipt from William B. Mann for sixteen hundred
and ninety-thre- e dollars, which was counted as
cash, and was still In the vault; there was a differ-
ence between that and apparent balances of some-
times two and three hundred thousand dollars, be-
cause the treasury did not always get Immediate
credit for Its advances to members, departments
and deposits to meet Interest coupons; the vault ac-
count, y, consisted of seven thousand dollars
in money, fifty-nin-e dollars Clearfield Bank notes,
and four hundred dollars In other funds.

The vault account was liable to Increase and de-
crease as corporations deposited their checks. In
reference to the loss from the failure of the Bank of
Commerce of Erie, the money of the State was de- -

Sosited In It through the influence of Gideon J.
was the cashier of tho bank.

The witness then gave his opinions, at the request
of the committee, on a variety of subjects con-
nected with the State treasury and legislation. He
Justified the practice of the treasury in refusing
pay of school warrants to counties delinquent In the
payment of tax due the commonwealth.

Messrs. Billlngfelt and Wallace, however, de-
nounced this practice, as being unjust to the school
interests and Illegal.

The witness continued that be knew nothing of
the State Treasurer getting the benefit of State
deposits. He then, at length, denounced the exist-
ing practice of having funds due the comraowealth
sent from Pittsburg, or other distant points of the
State, to Harrisburg, and afterwards returned to
the same localities to pay discount or other claim
checks received for land. Warrants from remote
portions of the State were considered as cash, and
were deposited in Harrisburg banks and collected
without charge. He declared that every dollar in
the State treasury, and a million and a half in ad-
dition, belonged to the sinking fund, and large ap-
propriations for soldiers' orphans and common
schools bad eaten Into the fund; the repeal of the
State tax on real estate In 1863 had also reduced the
receipts nearly a million a year.

He enlarged upon what be called the bungling
system in Pennsylvania, by which country trea-
surers paid Judges without warrants; by which ad-
vances were made to almost everybody, from Gov-
ernor to paster and folders, and by which warrants
were paid before they became due. County trea-
surers failed to make quarterly reports, as required
by law: and in Philadelphia alone the State was
annually defrauded of at least a hundred thousand
dollars In tavern licenses.

Mr. Taggart, cashier nnder Irwin, was sworn,
and testified that the receipt of Wm. B. Mann baa
been for money advanced to that position, for ser-
vices as District Attorney, and also in examining
foreign insurance accounts. Mr. Mann had been
paid by State Treasurer Kemble, but had over-
drawn his compensation by the amount of this re-
ceipt. The witness believed, however, that there
had been no final settlement on Mr. Mann's ac-
count.

Adjourned till Wednesday evening.

appeal being entered from the Pennsylvania Su-
preme Court to the United States Supreme Court
in the case of the City Trusts. Adopted.

Also the following resolution relative to certain
cases in which the city of Philadelphia Is a party,
affecting the trusts now held by the said city.

wnereas,ine supreme uouri oi Pennsylvania nas
dismissed the bill filed by the City of Philadelphia
vs. the Board of Trusts of No. e, January 1, 1870;
ana wnereas, tne saia court, sitting atJNisi jrrius,
has issued an injunction in the case of William
Welsh et al. vs. The City of Philadelphia et al., of
No. 47, January 1, 1870, enjoining the defendants
from interfering In any manner with the said
Board of Trusts; and whereas, it is the duty of
Councils of the city to test the validity of the act of
Assembly providing for the appointment of the
said Board of Trusts by an appeal to the Supreme
Court of the United States in the said two cases,
yet out of deference to the expressed deolslon of
the highest court of the State, it Is proper that
pending said appeals no effort should be made to
exclude the new Board of Trusts from possession
and control of the said Trusts, if such possession
and control la given to them by the said court;
therefore,

Resolved, That Wm. M. Meredith, Edward Olm-stea- d,

John Coforth and Franklin B. Gowen be
retained as counsel of the city in the said case of
Welsh et al. vs. the city of Philadelphia, in the
Supreme Court, and that said counsel be author-
ized and requested to enter an appeal to the Su-
preme Court of the United States in the case of the
city of Philadelphia vs. the Board of Trusts, and
also to enter such appeal in the case of William
Welsh et al. vs. the city of Philadelphia, if the
final decision of the Supreme Court of Pennsylva-
nia therein shall be adverse to the said city; and
that the Committee on Glrard Estate be authorized
and directed, upon the reqneat of the said counsel,
to take such measures as may be necessary to per-
fect either or both of said appeals.

Kesolved, That nothing in the resolution which
became a law July 30, 1869, entitled "A resolution

construed as an intention, or to authorize the off-
icials of the city, to resist any proper legal process
Issued to place the said Board or Trusts in posses-
sion and control of the trust property held by the
city of Philadelphia.

Mr. King accepted the decision of the Supreme
Court as final, and hoped the resolution would be
indefinitely postponed.

Considerable debate ensued, Messrs. Barjow and
King speaking in favor of postponement, and
Messrs. Cattell, Franclscus, Shoemaker and, Hodg-do- n

for the adoption of the resolution.
The motion to postpone was lost yeas 4, nays 22,

The resolution was then adopted.
Mr. Franclscus, from the Committee on Rail-

roads, submitted an ordinance providing that pas
senger railway cars running north and south shall
have the right of wav in crossing intersections, and
it shall be unlawful for ears running east and west
to cross until those running north ana south shall
have naased.
