The Hunge of the Thormometer During the

Menth of Februnry—An loterraption te the

Midwinter Hented Torm —The Three Winter

Months — One of the Mildest Hensons on

Record.

The following table shows the maximum and
miulmum standing of the thermomoter at the
Penneylvania Hospital during the mounth of
Fobruary, in comparison with that of the cor-
responding month of 1860:—
Prunvany, 1880, Fronvany, 1670,
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It will be seen that the midwinter ‘‘heated
term” fairly malntained its sway uuntil the 20th
of the mouth inclusive, the mean temperature
of the first twenty days having been 56-08 de-
grees, while the average of the mean tempera-
ture of the month for the previous elghty years
was but 30°71 degrees. The warmest day of the
month was the 18th, when the mercury reached
60 degrees, nud we were favored with the rare
winter phenomenon of a shower accompanied
by vivid flashes of lightning and loud peals of

under. The minimum standing of the ther-
mometer on the same day was 34 degrees, the
lowest point attained provionsly haviug been 24
degrees, on the 4th day of the month,

The last elght days of the mouth, however,
ghowed a conslderable falllng off, the minimam
standing of the thermomctor being ns low as
12 degrees on the 20th and 21st, while the mean
temperature of the entire month was reduced
to 3403 degrecs, or 275 degrecs below 3708
degrees, the mean of Febroary, 18650, and only
422 degrees above the avernge of the mean tem-
perature of the month for the previous eighty

eiar. 1n the following table is presented a very
mieresting comparison:—
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It will thus be seen that, taken as a whole, the
temperature of the month. although unusoally
mild, was not extraordinarily so.

The raln full for the month was 2:53 inches,
in comparigon with 476 inches In Febraary,
1860; while in the corresponding month of 1868
i was 2'52 Inches, sud in Febraary of 1867 only
2:80 Inches, !

¥o the following statement nve given some
Incts concerning the temparature of the three
winter months, December, 1809, nnd January
and Febroary, 1870: —

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It will be noticed that the menn tomperature
of the winter bas been but 62 degrecs below
the highest attalned since 1500, Elrht times,
however, sinee the winter of 184415, the mean
temnperature of the thres montha las been 87
degrees and npwards, while previoua to that
dute the range was between 27 and 80 degrees.
The winter monthe just elosed were, therefore,
among the mlidest on record.

This declaration was received by the great erowd
of spectators with cheers, which the Court endea-
vored to repress, hut which wers reneweil,

tuke lssue upon any of the fucts above stated ; nor
do they deny the regulsrity of the defendants’ slgc
tion by the corporators o possession of the charch.
They allege that the eorporutors in fon of the
church do not rightfully constitute the corporation,
end thut therefors the defendants, as trustecs elect-
ed by those corporatons, have no titie to thelr oMces,
They also slloge thut thelr own electers constitute
the corporation de juere, nnd that therefore the rels-
1ors us trusteos, elected by them, are rightfully en-
titied to the omees.

The relutors rely, us conclusive of the rights of the
puriles to this catise, upon & degree pronognced by
the Genersl Bynod of the Heformed Prosbyterian
Church at Cedgryille, Ohlo, on the «©0'h of May, 1569,
without notive o or process served upon the en-
