Ledper) to the wlvocavy of flopging as a
necessury part of the edtudation ot children,
writes upun the sul with n Neghiness of
manner which mway lend those who do not
know bim to question 1is sineerity,  With all
his enltivation, and wall thet wkill in contro-
versy w hich the distinguished gentleman hns
exhibiled, it appears to us that he does not
fully comprehend the differance between an
opinion and a notion, In this we admit that
he is not nlone. More than a moioty of the
men and women who undertake to discuss
questions of public intarest are content to be
ihoginnl if only they can be brilliant and en-
tertaining, It is not difionlt for them to
whom nature has given the faculty of jesting
to laugh away the whole sonl and sincerity of
o question, as Mr. Beecher tries to do in the
I'o'howing frivolous passnge:—

‘“I'he ‘wayward chlidren’ are not so much to
biame, It seems, &S the parenta. A bad boy suatches
hin aister's doll and plompa it Into the fire; thut's
his mother's fuult] Bill rans off with his younger
brother's sled, and w hen the defrauded urchin cries
alter Iy, he get's ‘rubbed’ in the anow and kKicked;
and that's his father's faule! A thievish boy eats up
all the doughnuts get apart for supper, and then de-
nios that he tounched them, and puts it off on & poor
bound servant girl, and geta her (nto Alsgrace, and
suborns his {:lmgv.r brether 1o joln In the deceilt;
And all this is the fault of his parents!”

—Wae believe that reason, not less than re-
velation, long ago determined that a ocon-
siderable Pori.iun of juvenile oblignity is con-
genital. The sins of the father are visited
upon the children. The passion of the parent
for sour grapes sets on adge the teeth of
soveral generations; and it may often happen
that the fault for which a child isflogged,
and the hot wrath which stiffens the arm of
discipline, are substantially identical. The
child 18 obstinate; the parent is not less so;
and the confliot speedily becomes no better
than o mutnal trial of physical strength, in
which the elder, of course, is the victor, until
years have brought to the junior bone, and
musole, and an immunity from degradation,
When a boy can say, “‘I will be boaten no
longer,"” the parental hand must be stayed,
however closely the parental theories may
coincide with those of the Rev, Mr. Beecher,
In one blessed State of this Union, however,
the persuasive influence of the whiP is still
exerted, withoul regard to age. I'he body

olitic of Delaware, standing, we presume,
n the position of one of Mr, Beacher's
parents, flogs the well-grown thicves and the
adult vagrants; and Mr. Senator Saulsbury
himself, in defending the whipping-posts of
his small but Spartan commonwealth, might
argue for the physiosl disciplive of men and
women, as Mr, Beecher argues for the physi-
oal discipline of ignorant boys and girls.
This, indeed, was the morality of the planta-
tion. The negroes were but bensts; the over-
seer literally drove his trembling gang afield;
the shurp crack of the lash was the even.song
of the qnarter-honse; the cowhide furmshed
the mistress of the great mansion with a
never-failing persnasive. Why was not this
all right? These suble children of a larger
growth, incapable, as they were held to be,
of any other than a tutelage of stripes—did
they lie, or steal, or fail to accomplish the
allotted task, how absurd would have been
the attempt to lead them in the paths of rec-
titude and industry by that *‘silken cord of
love'" at which Mr. Boecher sneers with so
much relish,

Perhaps, however, we give Mr., Deecher a
oredit which he neither desires nor deserves,
He may be of the same mind with flogging
eaptaing at sea and with flogging majors on
shore, He asks, perhaps seriously (althongh
it is hard to tell when he is serious and when
he is jesting), whether *'physical motives are
not laid aside too early?”’ This is a doubt
which did not at all embarrass a well-known
patriarch in & well-known book—the philoso-
phical gentleman, we mean, who flogged

oor “Uncle Tom" to death, But we ure
appy for once to agree with Mr. Beecher.
Our own idea is that it is just as wise and as
Christian to flog a man as to fleg a boy, We
are with the pastor of the Plymonth Church
in this; nor must either of us be astonished
to find himself in company with the late
lamented Preston Brooks., He thought,
with Mr. Beecher, that ‘‘an adult might be
grently benefited” Ly corporal punishment.

e also held what Mr, Beccher culls *‘my
wholesome theory.” He thonght if a Senator
could be soundly whipped that “‘it would
be worth a thonsand speeches;” and there
is no lack of wicked people who hold
that the excellent pastor whose doctrines we
are examining would himself be not at all the
worse for a sound rib-rossting. We cun wall
remember when the physical disciplinarians
of Alabama or Mississippi yearned to paddle
him, to pickle him, to tar sud feather him,
and even to hang bim, These were but repre.
hensible aspirations on their part; wor can we
suppose that their operations, had the appor.
tunity boeen afforded them, wounld have been
marked by that light elegnnee which doabt.
less characterizes the fustigatious in Mr.
Beecher's parsonage; but. bloody-minded and
brutally murderous though the planter-patri-
archs may have been, it is but justice to say
of them that theirides of anysoul in the
buman copstitution was limited and indefi-
nite; nor did they (uote Beripture very often
(unless they happened to be Cuomberland
Presbyterinng) iu defonse of their coarse
nmrnlity. 'l'hl*j' wore, indeod, shoeer snimauls,
Lot us in charity, and somewhat to their
credit, admit that they did not pretend to be
anything better,

THE FUNDING BILL UNACCEPTABLE

The Funding bill, as it passed the Senate,
is nol received with much favor in Wall
sireel, nor is it likely to be acceptable to the
country at large, unless very materially
ebanged in the House of Representatives,
The objectionable features relate to the va-
riety of new bonds proposed to be created; to
the large annoal and perpstual appropristion
of one hundred and fifty millions fur ol in-
terest and payment of principal; to the in.
crease of the permanent gold.bearing debt
by funding the greenbiucks, and to the sub.
stitution of a further issue of national bHank
notes for greanbacks, to be cuncelled ut the
RAING um'. tl‘h{gﬂﬂ nwre l}hﬂ pnl,uh“- 0% 18p-
tions to the bill. The national bank peaple
make the further objection that they ought
not to be compelled to substitute 4 and 5 par
cents, for their present G per cent. securities,
withont being relieved of the present tax
of one per oogt per annum on their cirou.

It seems probable that the bill, after its
reference by the Flonse of Ragmwuuan
to the Committee on Ways and Means or the

The purpose and views of Prosident Grani
about rednoing the annual charge upon the
publie debt, so a8 to authorize n liberal re.
duction of taxation, nre directly postponed,
if not wholly defeated, by this measurs, He
would reduce the gold interest on the debt
below one hundred millions, leaving a margin
on that sum almost if not gnita equal to an
annual sinking fund which wonld extinguish
the new stocks sbout to be oreated at low
rates in less than forty years, Mr, Bherman,
ndhering to his own prepossessions against
all sinking funds, would entail the heavy
chinrge of 150,000,000 in gold per annum on
the custonis revenues, for interest and in
diminution of the principal, The annual dif-
ference to the tax-payers is mnearly equal to
the sum which the President would relieve
them of as soon as refunding at low rates of
interest is an accomplished faot,

Aside from the head of the administration,
we are far from believing that the bill is left
in an acceptable shape to the Secretary of the
Treasury. He has not nrged ANy NOW ArTAnge-
ment of the sinking fund policy, and loast of
all one that would entail an annual charge for
interest and principal ealoulated to defeat or
indefinitely postpone all hope of lightening
the burden of taxation. Nor ean he really
desire to call in our greenback legal-tender
ciroulation, floated free of cost to the Gov.
ernment, and to the entire acceptance of the
country, beyond an amount that may seem to
be needfnl when we more nearly approach the
wpecie standard than we are ﬂkoly to do at
present, In the assured event of apecie pay-
ments, there would be no real necessity for
the withdrawal of greenbacks beyond their
retnrn upon the Treasury for gold in the
ordinary course of business. The fact is
they would then be equal to &300,000,000 or
$350,000,000 of so much gold, and as an
acoeptable and most convenient substitute
for gold in the receipts for customs and in.
tornal taxes, the redemption of national bank
notes, and the payments for interest on the

publie debt.

THOMAS IN THE CABINET.
From the Christian Union,

Not long ago we had something to say of
Thomas in the Senate, On this occasion we
shall confine ourselves to the case of his
fellow-unbeliever in the Cabinet,

On the 26th of January, 1870, Becrelary
Fish sent a despatch to General Sickles, the
United States Minister Hesident at Madrid,
in which occurs the following passage;—

“I observe you think the Spanish campaign in
Cuba has thus far falled. Your standpoint of obsers
vation s a good one, and ] trust you will keep the
department constantly advised of Madrid opiulons
on this subject, espeeially a8 the nows recelved
here, though fuctuativg, indicates, in the wain, the
reverse,”

It will be freely admitted that General
Hickles was in the hest position to learn the
truth about the Spanish operations in Cuba,
and that his testimony should have had great
weight; in faet, that it was but one remove
from the official utterance of Spain herself,
his knowledge coming largely throngh officials
who were sure to knew the r«al state of Spanish
aflairs in the Antilles, The Spaniards in Cuba
conld not falsify to their home Government
as they have falsified in this country for the
suke of prevemting the recognition of the
Cubans as belligerents, But when Mr. Fish
said that *‘the news raccived here” indicated,
“in the main, the reverse” of the failure of
the Spanish campaign in Cuba, he must have
forgotten the official information which he
had received but a few days previously from
Mr, Phillips, the United States Consul at SBan-
tingo de Cuba,

In the correspondence of the New York

Times of January 2i—a paper that has sup-
ported the Fish policy since onr meighbors
rose ngainst their foreign oppressors—we were
told that the Spanish Government in Cuba
was “‘nothing”—that it was ‘‘a mere cypher.”
Dut successes strengthen the powers that be,
Decided defeats of the patriots would have
mude the regularly constituted authority of
Spain supremwe. But the despotism of that
orgunized mob—the volunteers—and their
blowd-thirsty and ruthless barbarianism, have
been standing proofs to the world that the
regulurly constituted Spanish Government in
Cuba bas been a farce—witness the moderate
Dulee driven from the island—and that the
cunise of the patriots, naturally strong, has
been gaining in streogth with time. g[ure-
over, when Secretary Fish put his opinion
ageinst that of General Sickles, whose advan.-
tages for arriving at the truth were admitted
in the same communieation, the Spamsh
General Puello bad been absent on a move-
ment against the patriots in the interior for
more than & wonth, and according to Spanish
aceconnts, bad not been heard from, But in
the 7ribune, and other papers of January
Sth—two days hefore Secretury Fish had
aemmitted himself to such a strange opinjon—
the defeut of Puello, with nloss of 1300 wmen,
in Lis advance agaiost Guaimaro, and his sub-
sequent  retreut, were reported. ‘This
scoonnt, with the fuilure of General
Goyeneche in a similar movement, was shortly
alterwards confirmed. The suwe issue of the
Tribune had accounts from Santingo de Cuba
of other patriot snecesses; of deep dissatisfao-
tion and large desertions among the repnbli-
caus in the troops that had lately arrived from
Epain; und of that Spauish lie, which wa2 an-
other sign of cunsciuus weekness—the for-
pery of un order of surreuder from the Cuban
Junta in New York, Becretary Fish had
every reason to believe, with the United
States Minister at Madrid, and the Spanish
Covernment itself (f the ndventurers that
have Bpain by the thront csn be called by
such p name), that the winter eam wign of
the Spaniards in Cuba bhad so far fuignd.

And now will neither Thomas in the Senate
nor Thoemas in the Cubinet beheve that Cuba
1 fighting hard for her freedom until the
bloody drama, prolonged needlessly, shall
have been ronnded out into victory, without
one sympathizing word, or one aet of simple
‘juu!ico on the purt of the Government? If
I'homas had believed himself infallible would
be not have denied even the testimony of his
senses? But God forbid that either a Sum.
per or & I'ish, or a Cabinet or & President,
should kesp a free people from their duty,
These mon are the nation's servants, not the
dictators of the national polioy.

How long shall this cruel, useless war, with
the constant murder of innocents that acoom-
panies it, go on at the very door of the re-
pubu.u? And how long our Governmaent
contivue to ignore what Spain has been
foreed to recognize? And how long will we

He anys that although some the mombors
of the new innuigration sociely are highly
respactable and promivent wmerchants and
politicians, it is novertheloss possibla that
their enterprise is ouly regarded us a good
Spm'nlntiml. He guotes a8 an example n naw
oolony, lately estublished at CGoldshoro in
North Caroling, where the Bwiss immigrants
were assigned the huts which had previonsly
been abandoned by negroes, who had lefl
them in going further south; and ho nssures
the members of the Virginia association that
his countrymen will not leave their homes
and gettle in Virginia without being com-
pletoly nssured of being proparly received. If
they are not certain that there are no fevers
on the land offerod to immigrants; that the
goil is useful for vineyards and orchards; that
it is olonred and fenced; that a good hounse
stands upon every pisce of five huudred nores,
or that houses ean be built “without much
expense and troubls,” the Consul declares
they certainly will not come to Virginia.

The old consul general of the Swiss repub-
lio is himself a most excellent gentleaman, but
in apite of his long sojourn in this country he
seems to know very little of the life of new
immigrants, 8o much is eertain, at any rate,
that if bis advice to foreigners had prevailed,
not three hundred immigrants would have
come to this conntry, ingtead of three hun.
dred thousand and more who leave their
homes every year and try their chances in the
United States. At the time of the first settle-
ments in the West, there was nobody at all
who could answer any questions abount fences
and fevers and the cheapness or difficulty of
building houses. And yet hundreds of thon-
sands settled thore, and among them a large
proportion of Bwiss. In spite of their re-
pnlhicun education (which mesns in regard to
the poor who almost exclusively ewigrate
from Bwitzerland), they hud to struggle pre-
cisely as the former subjects of German
and Frepch monarchs, Uuntil they had built
their log houses, they bad to live under the
roof of the firmament; they had to clear their
own land and to split the ruils with their own
hands by which their land was pat under
fence. They Lad, in one woud, to creata
averything which the good old consnl-general
would like to goe entirely doue before the im-
migrants from Switzerland should start from
home. The nagro esbius which were assigned
to the late Swiss imwigrants at Goldsboro are
0"it"'u1|} better than vo houses at all, and we
know that many Swiss lmmigrants in the
State of Lilinois ut this very day live in cabing
which cannot he much excelled in size and
grimilivonm-h by the wverage log cabius in

orth Carolina,  And yet soma of these im-
migrants in Lllineis of whom we sponk have
been upwards of filteen years in this country,

The life of the firat settler is hard: it is
subject everywhere in the United States to
savere trianls, of which suttering from inter-
mittent favers is not the worst, From these
hardships no one is exempt, whether pre-
viously a citizen of a republic or the subjeot
of a king. By diligence, perseverance, energy
of character, and muscular and moral
strength, they are almost always overcoms,
however, We concede that the sufferings of
the first settlers may be alittle more acute
than in the new regions of the West, But it
is folly to believe that the preliminary work
of immigration socielies can in any case
change new comers at once into well-to-do
farmers. The independence of the American

eomanry is their own work, and in the
West, as well as in the South, the new immi-
grant wiust make himself free aud rich and
independent by his own labor and endurance.
Ounly those who help themselves can expect to
be helped by others,

IGNOMINIOUS END OF THE TREASURY
INVESTIGATION,

From the Laneaster Intell‘gencer,

The much-talked-of Treasury investigation
has come to a sudden and nntimely end.
When the Senato ordered a warraut to issne
for the arrest of General Irwin, we took it
for granted that he would at Iast be bronght
to the bar of that body to answer for his
refural to testify, We never droamed that
the snme men who voted to maintain the
dignity and to assert the lawful powers of the
higher branch of our State Legislature would
within twenty-four hours deliberately record
their votes in favor of & reconsideration of
the notion they hiad so publicly taken. Why
this hasty retreat? It ocertainly could not
bave been eaused by considerations of publie
policy, The interest of the State demanded
a full and complete investigation, and the
people expected that at the hands of the men
who had ordered it to be begun, Does any
one need to be told that some potent influ.
ence Of asecret charncter was brought to
besr upom members of the Senate ¥

Imperfect as the investigation necessarily
was, with General Irwin standing mute and
Mr. Mackey refusing to answer material ques.
tions, enough was elicited to establish several
important facts, It was proven that the sink-
ing fund, which was set apart as a sacred de-
posit for the payment of the State debt, was
robbed of over a million and a half dollars; it
was shown that an average unexpended bal.
ance of a half-million dollars of the money
thus stenlthily trausferred was loaned by
Mackey, Irwin, Kemble & Co., to banks and
private speculators; and it was rendered clear
thut principal and interest on the Btate debt
were permitted to remain unpaid, to the great
dawage of the texpayers, in order that the
State Treasurers and their friends might make
fortunes by an illegal use of the public money,
Mr. Muckey declined to state what interest he
received for the moneys he lonned to banks
and private individuals, and General Irwin
chose to refuse to be sworn, but the mute
confessions of these two men is as conclusive
of their guilt as an open admission would
buve been,

The investigation has shown that a com-
plete and thorough reform in the manage.
went of the State Treasury is imperatively
demanded, but the action of the Senate ns-
pures us that it cannot be had at the preseut
sersion. The question is one of prime im-
portance, and it will form an issue at the
election next fall. Lel the people ses to it
that no man is returned to either House who
is not plet'llged to a radical reform in the man-
agement of our State finances,

HOW TO DEAL WITH UTAH.

When the Republican party, in its early
organization, pronounced slavery and polyg-
amy twin relics of barbarism, a great truth
was uttered. DBut, while slavery was the
result of violence, polygamy is the creation
of ignorance. Now while we may, as we
have done, use force against vielence, we can
only employ educationand persuasion against
ignorance. 'Towards the last, force only ag-
gravates that which we seek to destroy.

Polygamy is in such deadly autagonism to
the Christian civilization of the age, that it
can exist only when far removed from its in-
fluence, Brigham Young and his delnded
followers fled from the midst of civilized life
to the depths of an almoat unbroken wilder-
ness. Bo long a8 they eonld live cut off frem
the moral and social influences of the outside
world, they flourished; but the moment the
railroad stretched out its iron arm and
touched the pollution, polygamy began to
fail. The public sentiment of the country
says to the people of Utah:—‘“What you do
is not reasonable, it is not decent;" and al-
rendy we learn that a grave division has oc-
curred in the Mormon Church, that a large
portion of the Mormons are out in opposition
to the degrading practiee, and that every day
the ranks of the malcontents grow stronger,

This railroad is a great enemy of Brigham,
The trains arrive erowded with likely young
wen on their way to the mines; and the Mor-
mon girls, seeing the supply, are not inclined
to take part of a man when each girl can
secure to herself a whole husband. Under
these circumstances common sense wonld
teach us to leave the evil to its natural and
speedy death, But Mr. Cullom, of Illinois,
introduces a bill in the House of Ilepre-
sentatives at Washington cunl‘onnding the
crime of bigamy with the insane religions
belief in polygamy, and proposing to punc-
ture it with the bayonet. This means
war. All attempts to correct religious error
throngh foree result in war. The revolt
now ruging in Utah against Brigham, and
gutbering strength every day, will end at
ouco on the passage of such a bill, and the
Mornons will ouce more present an uubroken
frout to the enemy. The prophet will cat
the railronds; and our late war bas demon-
strited that, in face of such a force as the
Morwon lexder enn rally, forty thousand
troops eonld not keep open our lines of com-
muvicaticn, We nre threatened with an In.
dinn war, and Brigham wounld not be slow to
tike ndvantage of the situation. Our remote
pottlenients wonld be destroyed, our frontiors
disturbed, and the entire Pacific coast onece
mots scparated from the Fastern Btatos. Aud
