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Chignons,

“‘Bince the invasion of the Romans,” says
Chateaubriand in his “Memoim,” *'the French
women have always wsold their beautiful
tresses, to decorale heads less favored by
usture than their own, and even now the
women of Brittany sacrifice tha’ ornament
for the sako of some silk kerchief of many
colors at one of the periodion] fairs."”

In the environs of the Chatean do Cam.-
bourg, in Brittany, an annuoal fair ia held, on
the 4th of September, in the cantre of an ex-
tonsive meadow. This is tha local fete. In
the midst of conjurors, gypsies, bear-londers,
indispensable attendants at these fotes, you
will look in vain for tho red Indian silks of
which Chateaubriand speaks. But if yougo
to the extreme end of the rows of tents and
booths to the very outskirts of the village,
you will thera see ocarts draped with white
oanvas, the owners of whioch offer packets of
brilliant-colored handkerchiefs, moatly of
cotton, for sale. For one of these handker.
chiefs, which are about half o frano apiece,
the dealer often succeeds in obtaining an
entire crop of hair, It has been said that the

irls of Brittany and Auvergne never sell
their hair till compelled by extreme poverty.
This, however, is incorreet, The trade in
bair dates from the most remote periods,
and has become an established oustom,
The hoad-dresses worn by the women and
girls of the country conceal the absence of
tresses; and the sbhorn lambs look none
the worse for the absence of their wool.
Girls engeged to be married sell their plaits
with the consent of their future husbands,
for the sake of buying a trinket or some arti-
cle of furniture to begin housekeeping. The
Breton hair is much prized for its nnrivalled
softness and lustre; and the traders in Brit-
tany are not content with the produce of fairs
and village fetes, but travel about the whole

enr, tempting the possessors of benutiful

londe or dark tresses to exchange them for
some bright rag often not worth half a frane,
In the Breton towns, hair-dressers will give
twenty francs for a pound of lonﬁ bair, that
being the fixed price throughout the provines;
but the young girls of the towns are not so
cusily persuaded as their ceuntry sisters fo
part with this great natural ornament.
The value of a good head of hair is generally
about ten francs, the most abundant orop
seldom weighing more than half a pound.

In Auvergne the hair trade is earried on in
a much more open manner. The trader
comes in his gig to all the fairs of Ambre,
Saint Antheme, Arlant, Aurillac, and Riom.
He pitches his tent—on the summit of which
floats the tri-colored flag—in the midst of a
grand display of butter, eggs, vegetables and
frunit. He bides not here in a remote cor-
ner as he does in Brittany; but, standing on
the platform of his booth, his shirt sleeves
rolled up to his shoulders, invites the women
and girls in a loud voice to comse up and
show their tresses, Around his booth
assembls crowds of men and women in
wooden shoes; the women, in short skirts,
wearing colored caps or straw hats with
broad brims, the men dressed in green cloth
jackets and enormous hats. One after an-
other the young girla monnt upon the
platform, uncover their heads, undo their
plaits, and exhibit their treasures in the pre-
gence of the erowd. The buyer examines
them carefully, and makes his offer. As soon
as a bargain 1s struck, each girl disappears
into the interior of the tent, Five minutes
afterwards she reappears amidst hooting and
shouts of laughter, and takes to her heels.
These demonstrations deter no one, and
almost every girl follows in the steps of the
first. Nevertheless, it does sometimes happen
that the young men unite, and after eying
the dealer askance, rush at his cart, an
would soon make an end of him, if he did
not pack up and drive off with his booty as
fast a8 possible, Thanks to the swiftness of
his horse, he may escape from the danger
of hbeing pillaged; but he generally disap-
pears among clouds of dirt, stones, bad eggs,
and in faet whatever may be within reach of
the gallant fellows.

ter the travelling dealer has completed
his tour throngh the provinces, ho takes his
goods to Paris, or some other large town,
where he receives for every pound of hair a
sum varving from twenty francs to a hun-
dred, according to the quality. After pass-
ing through various processes, including
much cleansing, it is finally made into chig-
nons,

To form one large chignon the produce of
thirty heads is often required, and it is to be
noted that hair of dead personsis never used,
ag it is supposed to be wanting in the supple-
ness requisite for eurling and plaiting, Many
prefer to the hairof the Bretonnes that of
the German girls, which is often very beauti-
ful, though rarely met with in full perfection.
Chignons of the tint known as “‘angelic
blonde,” which is chiefly found in Germany;
are sold at an exorbitant price. But every
kind of hair is of use for chignons, even the
long hairs combed ont of the head, which, in
Paris, are picked out of the dust-heaps by the
chiffonniers, and sold by them to the hair-
dressers for the fetes a pointes—a species of
{risette made of hair of different qualities and
uneven lengths. In fact, nothing is lost;
hair of an uvpopular color is generally dyeid
black, and even parings of hair ave used up
for wigs snd chignons for dolls,

Fifteen liundred franecs is an exceptional
price for n chignon.,  But such a sum is said
to have been actually paid for one of a golden
shade three feet and o half in length. At the

resent time a vory superior chignon can he
End for two hundred and fifty frones, and or-
dinary chignons are sold at prices varying
from twelve to fifty francs,

Hidden Treasure,

The San Francisco Call containsg quite a
length nurrative, said to have been told by an
¢ld Bpaniard, in reference to 15,000,000 in

old, which he reports was cached on the

thmus of Panama many years ago. From
the Call we condense the following:—

It appeurs that ns late ns 1540 there lived
in Havana an old soldier, who belonged to
the Spanish army at the time of the insurrec-
tion in Beuth America, and who formed part
of a detachment of troops detailed to con-
vey from Panama to Ohngres trensure valued
at more than $15,000,000. After the depar-
ture of the detachment from Panama, the
revolution broke out on the Isthmus, and
the soldiers knowing that they were pursued,
and feeling withont hope of being able to
protect the treasure, they buried it. They
then bid in the vicinity, expecting that in a
fow days the trouble would subside, and that
they might proceed on their way with their
gold. ut at the end of fiftean days their
provisions gave ont, apd npot wishing
to perish of huonger, they resolved to fight
their way throngh to Chagres, where they
would obtain reinforcements. T'wo days after
they left they ware met by o large body of
insurgents. A fight ensued, and but two
men of the detachmaut wero kﬂhdﬁ They
managed to escape, and in travelling by night
and resting by day, they sucoseded in reach-
ing Cha which they fonnd in possession
of the insurgents. They manasged to swim
off toan Euglieh Lrig lylng in the stream,

and bound for Samtingo de Caba., The cap-
tain kindly received thom on board, and, upon
learning their condition, necroted them on his
vessel for several days, and when ho set gail
he agreed Lo convey them to the port where
ho wns boand. On the voyage, ono of the
soldiers, worn out by the sufferin
be bad ondured on the Isthmus, died,
and the other, the only surviving man of
the convoy that left Panama with the
tropsure, reached MHavana, where he resided
until 1842, when death ealled him away.
Many times during hus residence in Havana
did this soldier entreat the patron Poujol,
and another patron, to convey him to Cha-
gres, promising to reveal to them the exact
gpot where he and his companions had buried
the treasure. The patrons, who were both
aged men, having no knowledge of the Isth-
mus, wonld not hazard themselves in a voyage
which was considered extremsly perilous,
Another objection they raised was that, being
Spaniards, they would surely be murdered by
the inhabitants. Poujol, who had never been
in the Isthmus, was unable to name the exact
locality explained to him by the soldier.
