The Supreme Coart aftirmed the deglsion, upon the
ground that the exercise of the legal discretion
which Ls vested In the Orphans’ Court in the appoint-
mept of pusrdiing {a nol the snhject of review
by a Court of Ervor, which wounld sesm 10 imgl:
!gat the principle had bheen siated somewhat |
too strongly by this court, And this Is evidently the |
view of the law entertained in Nicholson's appeal, 8 I
Harris, 80, The court says the law which forbids the
appointment of g guardisn whose religious faith dif- |
fers from that of @ parents ghould be most strictly {
obeyed wherever it 18 practicable, for reasons 8o |
mﬁllf and #o obvions that they need not be repeated. [
But it 1s no cause for discharging one from a trust I
with which he I8 already clothed, A guardian can
only be removed for mismanagement or misconduct,
and certalnly a man's religious bellef is neither the
one nor the other. The Orphans’ Court, by the terms
of the nct, are required to glve a preference (other
things holng ual) to one holding the same falth as
the parents held shile living, but uot t0 make that
conslderation override all others, There (8 a dis-
cretion vested In the Orphans' Court, which, when
exercised, cannot be reviewed. As Judge Black, In
Nicholson's appeal, says, it 18 10 be done whenever
it 18 practicable,

Recognizing this obligation as rvlhnﬁ npon the
Orphans' Court, I am justified in saying that for this
reason Mre. Plerce would not have received the ap-
pointment of goardian if the Court had been advised
of the fact that the mother, who was all her life a
Cathiolle, dled with the Injanction that Fanny ahonld
e tralned ip that faith, and that the father, who,
though he was born and grew up & Protestant, be-
fore his death was received iuto the Catholle Charch
LY baptism and communton, and who, by a diary
Kept by him  subsequentiy, appenrs to have been

The proper disposition to be made of this case is
to suggest o the respondent that application be
wade by her to the Orphans’ Court o vacate the
appointmeant of guandian improvidently made, which
wis obtained by withholding from the Court infor-
mation thut ought to have becn communioatead, so
that an intelligent discretion might have bheen exers
cised, and the law respectad and curried nto eect,

The debate was resumed by Mr. Downing, of
Cork, who denounced (he press clause. He
thought the bill, with that clanse retained, was
cnlculated to arouse the bittersst resentment
among the Irlsh people,

Mr. Manners censured the supinencss of the
Government in Irish affairs.

Meesrs. Digby, McMahon, Kavanagh, Sher-
lock, and other inembers from [reland particl-
pated in the debate.

Lord Clande Humiiton charged the Liberals,
siuce thelr accession to offiee, with having uni-
formly promoted the agitation of the Irish ques-
tion, in order to prescribe coerclye measures,

Mr. Whalley held, In a short speech, that
Popery wos the anthier of all Irish sorrows.

Mr. Bryan, member for Kilkenny, objected to

the powers Intrusted to the local magistracy as
tyrannic and dangerons.

The Right Hon. Chieester Fortescue, Chlef
Secretary for Ireland, denled that the Govern-
inent hud abdlieated its functions In Ireland or
encoursged lluglons, as had been charged. He
was confident that the power now asked would
restore apd perpetuste order. He dlseriminated
between Fenlanlam and agrarianism,  Criminal
results were the saoe, though acts themselves
were different.

The Government acted only under a sense of
danger, yet it did ot mature upon premsture
und inadequate proseription. Agitation in Ire-
land was never stronger than now, becsuse here-
tofore It had been without assistance from
ubroad. He did not mean the American people,
who had greater reason for complalnt with Eng-
land for exporting to them o multitnde of male
coutents, 5o restive under all restraints,

It wis good policy to isolate the class com-
mitting agrarian and politleal violence, and 1o
draw moral eirength to the Government by
weaning from the disaffected the symputhies of
i class pasaively sympathizing with anssagsins,
Wike and lberal legislation ouly conld achieve
this. The procees was slow aud didicult, but
effective.

My, Gladstone cloged the debate. He apolo-
gived for leaving the conduct of the discussion
1o the Irish Secretary, though that otlicial per-
haps was the proper person, He was sorry to
#uy that the tone of the discussion might be
clugsilicd under three heads—firet, eriticism of
the LIl itgelf; second, eriticism of the Govern-
went; and third, eriticism of the motives for in-
troducing the bill. The state of Ireland, so far
as ordinury erime was concerned, was satisfac-
tory, bul agrarianism, however, wns rampant.
He took this occasion to deny the respousitility
of much that had been attributed to him,

His sentiments towards Ireland bad been
widely misrepresented. He admitted the injus-
tice of leglislnting for exceptional cases, but i
wag wrong longer to withhold the law of reform.
A strong sense of Its m-.c-.cs.ait[\' alone promptled
the present measure. Its provislons were strong,
and he hoped they wonld be effectual. If go, evil
would soon vanish, and Parllament might re-
sume that beneficlal leglelation on which alone
it was eafe to bulld permanent hopes for the
future.
