THE BOURBON DUEL.

The Meeting The Penalty Waa Nnpoleoa at
the Mouoia the Qaarrelf

The London Daily Telegraph, Just received,
bag tbe following special Paris despatch: The
greatest excitement has been caused in this city
by the fatal result of a duel which was fought
this morning, at 11 o'clock, atthe Artillery Practice--

ground, outside Madrid. The combatants
were the Duke de Montpensier and Prince Henry
of Bourbon. The Duke's seconds were two
cencral officers and one of his aides-de-cam- p,

holding the military rank of colonel. Three
Kepnblicam Deputies acted as the seconds of
Prince Henry, who won the first shot, as well as
choice of weapons and ground. The distance
was ten paces. On first firing the Prince missed
his antagonist, who, returning the shot, also
fired without effect. Prince Henry again missed
end was slightly wounded by the Duke's second

hot, tlie bullet first striking his pistol. Prince
Henry then fired a third time, and his ball
graced the Duke's cheek. The turn of the Duke
to fire now came again, and his aim was deadly,
the Prince being struck full in the forehead, and
instantaneously killod. Seeing the fatal effect
of his shot, the Duke exclaimed, "My God! what
have I done? His children shall not be orphans

they shall be my children."
The Duke de Montpensier and his seconds are

Etlll at liberty in Madrid, the police having no
evidence on which to arrest them. The cause
of the duel was a violent and insulting letter,
which Prince Henry addressed to the Duke,
calling him a Jesuit conspirator, and a bloated
French pastry cook. A political intrigue, fo-

mented by the French Government, is at the
same time talked about in connection with the
affair.

All persons on the ground are said to have be-

haved well. After the Duke had fired twice the
seconds wished the duel to terminate; but the
Prince, nettled by his wound, insisted that the
encounter should proceed. Though it is acknow-
ledged that the Duke de Montpensier main-
tained his reputation for calm valor and gene-
rosity, he has, nevertheless, lost ground, by this
deplorable catastrophe, in his candidature for
the Spanish throne. Already there is an omi-
nous outcry, and the people threaten to revive
the tumults of 1808.

Received In farls.
Le Gaulois gives the following details:
Oa the 7th of March Don Enrique de Bourbon,

after having written several pamphlets in which
the Duke de Moatpensier was the object of ng

attack, published In the Madrid jour-
nals an article (the preceding letter) In which
the claims of the Duke to the throne of Spain
were severely criticised. When this article ap-
peared the Duke de Montneneier was in Madrid.
lie felt it to be impossible, notwithstanding the
advice that was given him, to allow such outra-
geous Insults to pass unnoticed. The prelimi-
naries were all gone through, and finally
a meeting was fixed for Saturday last. The
duel was fought In the open country, in a field
about 200 metres distant from the little town of
Alcorcon, which is situate about eight kilome-
tres from Madrid. We are well acquainted
with this part of the environs of Madrid. Jt
presents a most dreary aspect a perfectly bar-
ren plain, where not a tree, not a house, not a
blade of grass, especially at this season, is to
be seen. The eve can perceive nothing but in-
terminable fields sown with barley or wheat,
and to which tbe arid nature of the soil Imparts
a dusky hue. The town or village of Alcorcon
Is like all the other aide as of Old Castile and
La Mancha a group of some fifty houses built
of earth, burnt by the sun, the surface of which
crumbles away at the first gust of wind or the
first showerof rain. The church-i- s the only stone
edifice in the place. The inn where combatants
refresh themselves when these meetings are
arranged for Alcorcon (which is frequently se-

lected as a site for duels, and whither the
wounded are conveyed when their injuries are
too severe to allow of their immediate return to
Madrid), is little more than a mud hovel like
the ethers. It was there that the body of Don
Enrique was taken after the duel. On the morn-
ing of the 12th, tbe Duke of Montpensier, ac-

companied by Lieutenant-Genera- ls Cordova and
Alaminos the first Director-Gener- al of . In-
fantry, and the other Chief of the Division in
par risen at Madrid his seconds, repaired to
Alcorcon in a landau. A surgeon accom-
panied them. Don Enrique de Bourbon, on his
part, was accompanied by two Republicans

Senors Santa Maria and Ortiz, the latter
Deputy for Seville and a surgeon, Senor Rubio.
According to the arrangements previously
agreed upon, the adversaries were to place
themselves at first ten metres apart, and were
to draw nearer each other one metre after each
fire, until one of them should be placed hors de
combat. It was decided by lot which of them
should be first. Chance favored Don Enrique,
who fired at ten metres distance without hitting
the Duke. The latter replied with a like reBult.
The distance between them was diminished to
nine metres. Shots were exchanged in this
position, but neither combatant was struck.
They were then ' placed within
eight metres. Don Enrique each time
fired first, and this time his ball grazed the
Duke's clothing. The latter fired in his turn,
and his adversary fell dead without uttering a
cry. He was dead. The Duke de Montpensier,
seriously affected by the events of the duel and
its catastrophe, then lost the sangfroid which
be had displayed during the encounter, and his
condition became such that the surgeon was
twice obliged to bleed him. The news reached
Paris on Saturday evening, and we now proceed
to describe what 'has occurred here. As soon as
the . news of the death of his brother reached
Don Francisco d'Assisses that Prince sent to his
net)hew. the son of Prince Eorinue. who is en
duty in the garrison of Madrid, the following
despatch:

Paris. 5 Evening. My Dear Nenhew: You
know how much I feel tbe misfortune with which
we have been visited. If It can afford any consola-
tion, know that from this time you will And in me
tbe paternal affection whlih yoa have lost, and
Which I desire to replace, .r baauusuu iiABtuasBS.

The touii Duke reDlled:
My Dear Uncle : I am in desolation. I know not

what to do. Advise. Enrique kh Bourbon.
Tbe King, Don Francisco, replied to his appeal, so

touching In Its simpHoity:
Paris. Perform your duty. Attend the funeral,

and then come at once to Paris. My arms are open
to you.

Don Francisco sent for the daughters of his
deceased brother from the school where they
were residing, and by degrees Drone to mem me
mournful intelligence of their father's death.
Tbe funeral of Prince Enrique occurred on
Sunday, and provoked no manifestation in
Madrid.

The Caasa of the Dnel.
The following is a translation of the letter from

the late Don Henry of Bourbon which was tue
cause of the fatal duel. The letter appeared in
the Epoca of Thursday, the lUth Inst.:

TO TUB MONTFEN8IERI8TS.

It Is due to my honor to break silence when
the report has been put into circulation since
the arrival of the Duke of Montpensier at
Madrid that I am dastardlzed, or la submissive

relations with him, as if he were a conquering
hero who is to bind all men behind his chariot.

The report is as malevolently calumnious and
as Iniquitous as the report which makes the
crowning of Antonio I by the distinguished
General Prim depend on a deposit of millions as
payment of the service.

Of the illustrious President of the Council of
Ministers it is not necessary to proclaim what,
to his honor, nobody is Ignorant of, and what is
proved by his decisive words, which I also
should not be obliged to repeat, if there was not
a Montpenslerlst interest concerned in forget-
ting them: "1. That I am, and shall be while I
live, the most decided political enemy of the
French Duke; 2, that there is no motive, diffi-
culty, intrigue, or violence which can weaken
the profoundest contempt which his person
inspires me with a most lust feeling, which, on
account of his political buffoonery, every man
of worth experiences in general, and every good
Spaniard in particular."

It matters not to me how I provoke the anger
and underhand vindictive designs of those who
have degraded themselves by kissing, while
they weigh it, Montpenslerlst money.

i, an emigrant and laborer for liberalism at
Paris in the time of Narvaez and Gonzales Bravo,
speak respecting this Montpensier question with
knowledge.

A HORRID FATE. - :

A Man Snffooated to Death la a Limekiln.
About 5 o'clock this moraing a man named

Thomas Goyle was found dead on top of Dow-ling- 's

limekiln, on Rock Creek, just above the
Bridge street bridge, with the head ana upper
portion of his body badly burned and charred.
Coroner Potter was notified, but deemed it un
necessary to noid an inquest, in view ot toe
facts, which are as follows: Ik appears that de-

ceased, who was a native of Georgetown, and 20
years of age, has been for some weeks wandering
about and sleeping under any shelter he could
find, and lost night, about 9 o'clock, he obtained
a chew oi tobacco rrom a ooy on image street,
and went off, saying that he was "bitter cold,
and was going to the limeKlin to warm nimseit. '

Nothing more was seen of him till this morning
about o o'clock, when some of the employes,
after having drawn the kiln, went on the top
ana there found the deceased lying on his face
with toidea arms on the heap ot burning sueus,
where he had no doubt early in the morning
gone to warm himself, and falling to sleep be-

came suifoeated to death, after which the slow,
steady heat commenced to burn and char the
noav. rne Doay was immediately arawn out oi
harm's way and there left till the arrival of the
Coroner, as above stated. .Deceased was edu
cated at Georgetown College, where he evinced
talents of the highest order. Vashington Mar,
Saturday evening.

CRUEL DESERTION.
An .Old ftlnn el Fifty live Forsake file Wife

In November last an old man fifty-fiv- e years

of age, named R. 0. Hampton, who had resided
in Pittsburg with his family, a wife and two
small children, tor some lime, lett there, stating
that he was going to Virginia to sell some land
to which he had fallen heir by the decease of a
relative. His actions at the time of his depar-
ture excited the suspicions of a friend, but for
fear that they might possibly be unfounded ho
did not reveal them. .Nothing was heard or seen
of Hampton until in February last, when the

FROM WASHINGTON.

Official Areonnt of the Loss of tho Oneida
Special Despatch to The Evening Telegraph.

Washington, March 23 Surgeon Suddards,
Acting Boatswain Anderson, and others, saved
from the United States steamship Oneida, have
sent official accounts of the disaster to the
department. The accounts are all about alike.
The following Is that given by Surgeon Sud-

dards: '

United States Snip Idaho, Yokohama,
Jan. 26, 1870. Sir: I respectfully submit to
you the following statement of the circum-
stances attending the logs of the United States
steamer Oneida, third rate, on tho evening of
the 24th Inst., as they came under my personal
observation:

The ship left her anchorage at Yokohama
about 5 P. M., and on steaming out was cheered
by afl the men-of-w- ar in port. After getting
past the buoy, and heading for tho light
on the Kauinsakl, all hands were
called to make sail, the wind
being at about N. E., face 4 to 5. Soon after-
wards the wardroom dinner was announced, at
which time the ship was running about seven
knots, having the head sails set, with tho fore-
sail, top sails, topgallant sails maintopsail,
spanker, and gaff topsail. We were almost
through dinner when a messenger boy came
down and told Mr. Muldaucr, the navigator,
that Mr. Yates, the officer of tho deck, wished
to sec him. He went on deck, and when he re-

turned a few minutes later, told us that there
was a light ahead, probably a steamer bound in.
Shortly afterwards I heard some one on deck
forward call out "Hard and a moment
afterwards anathcr voice, but whether on our
own ship or the other I cannot say, cried out
"Hard

Almost immediately came a fearful crash,
apparently at the after end of the ward-roo-

on the starboard side, as if the whole side of
the ship was being crushed in. Everybody at
once rushed on deck. As I stepped over the
hatch combing I saw a large steamer slowly
forging post us and in contact with our own
ship.

Before she cleared us the executive officer,
Mr. Stewart, called out to her, "Stay by us we
are cut down," or words to tkat effect. No
answer was made from the strange vessel. He
repeated the same words again. There was still
no reply, and being by this time clear of us, she
apparently proceeded on her course. I then
walked aft aad saw that the wheel was gone:
the spankers, boom and gaff carried away, and
the whole poop cut off .

I looked over the starboard quarter, and as
well as I could make out in the darkness thought
the whole of that Bide of the stern was crushed
off. She was fast settling by the stern and I
judged that she would not float more than two
or three minutes. On looking up I observed the
third cutter hanging at the davits on the port
quarter.

I climbed on the hammock rail and asked the
men, of whom there were twelve or fourteen in
the boat, if there was an oilicer there. They said
no, when I got into the boat and gave orders to
cut away all the tastenings, and for a man to
stand by each fall, reody to lower away when
the order was given. During this time the
steam whistle was blowing continuously. I
kept my eye on tbe strange vessel ana she
seemed to be rapidly leaving us.

The Oneida meanwhile had come up to the
wind, and was heading towards the shoals on
the left shore, and I was in hopes that she
might get into shoal water, as the propeller was
still revolving and the vessel moving rapidly.
A little while afterwards Robert Dyer, coal- -
heaver, got into, the boat, lie told me that be
bad been sent by Mr. Senter, engineer of the
watch, to report "to the oilicer of the deck that
the fires were put out.

He added that when he loft the engine-roo- m

the water was within a foot of the platform,
and pouring forward in a perfect flood. Almost
Immediately afterwards George W. Kauff man,
landsman, jumped into the boat. He informed
me that they were trying to get the first cutter
off, that there were forty or fifty men in her,
and he did not think they would succeed.

A gun was now fired. At this time the ship
commenced to roll from side to side, as if set
tling, causing the boat to be thrown violently
against the side of the ship, and threatening to
break in her side. I looked on board and saw
that there was not an officer or man abaft the
mainmast, the deck forming an'angle of about
thirty-fiv- e degrees. I waited a moment
to see if any one would come, and seeing no one,
I gave orders to lower away and hang on by
tbe falls. As the boat touched tho water I
noticed that the stern of the ship was almost
on a level with the surface. At this moment
the men in the boat called out that there was a
junk sailing close by, and demanded to chase
her and bring her alongside.
! Tho after-fal- l, by which wo were hanging, got
jammed, and the coxswain cut it with his knife,
leavlrg the boat free. We put after the junk,
but sailing free she soon left us out of sight.
We then turned towards the ship and found she
had disappeared. Not more than three or four
minutes had elapsed since we left.

We pulled towards where we thought she had
been, but could make little headway against tbe
head sea. After remaining some time in the
vicinity and seerng and hearing nothing we
turned towards the shore, and after an hour's
pull landed near a Japanese village. We Imme-
diately proceeded to a house, and, after a few
minutes conversation, procured three guides,
and with them started Immediately for Yoko-
hama, which place we reached after a most
fatiguing walk over the mountains of eight
hours, at 4 A. M. of the 25th Instant.

On arriving at Yokohama I called at Mr. Car-
roll's, who kindly put his house boat at my dis-
posal and accompanied me on board of the
Idaho, where I reported the loss of tbe Oneida
to Lieutenant-Command- er Mullen at 5 A. M.
The collision occurred at ten minutes to seven,
and about twelve minutes elapsed between the
collision and the sinking of the Oneida.

It is my opinion that if tbe Bombay, the
steamer which sank us, had come to our rescue
when the steam-whist- le was blown, or even
when the first gun was fired, all or nearly all
hands on board of the Oneida might have been
saved. ,

Washington, March 38. Several weeks ago

General Butler nominated for appointment to
tbe Military Academy, as a cadet, a colored
youth named Charles Sumner Wilson, of Salem,
Mass. The nomination was referred to the

FROM THE WEST.
Indlna Affairs.

Chicago, March 28 Private advices from
Cheyenne are to the effect that Governor Camp-
bell disapproves of the starting of any expedi-
tions to explore the lands reserved by the Gov-

ernment for the use of the Indians, as opposed
to the Indian policy of the administration, and
a violation of our obligations. It is new stated
that the Bighorn expedition docs not design to
encroach on the Indian lands. This subject
Is exciting interest in the West, and It is
thought the influence of Governor Campbell and
of General Augur will bo sufficient to keep the
leaders of tbe expedition within bounds.

Another Lie Nailed.
The assertion of the outside papers of New

FROM THE PLAINS.
Excitement Over Air. Cullom's Bill at Salt

Lake.
Salt Lake, March 27. A very respectablo

meeting of merchants and professional men was
held in Masonic nail last night, to adopt a
memorial to the Senate of the United States,
praying for the expurgation of those sections of
Mr. Cullom's bill which punish by fine and im-

prisonment the continuance of the patriarchal
family relations. The meeting was addressed by
Messrs. Kelsey, Harrison, StenhOuse, Marshall,
Jennings, Shearman, Tullidge, Chlslett, Walters,
and Lawrence, who argued that a liberal policy
towards the offenders of the past would be of
advantage to tho government of the whole
country, and that such action would arrest
polygamy in tho future.

The meeting was addressed by a Federal
officer, and by an apostate Mormon named Gor-

don, who wanted the fullest application of the
law. The Federal officer was respected for his
manliness, hut Gordon was treated with con-

tempt.
Messrs. Robertson, Marshall, Carter, Hussey,

Kahn, Walker, and Hollister, were
appointed a committee to prepare a memorial to
be telegraphed to the President of the Senate.

THE FURY OF THE GALE.

A Vonna Woman Daubed to Death by the
Whirlwind.

i Mies Ellen Creed, an interesting young woman
of aineteen, residing with her parents at No.
102 North Sixth street, Williamsburg, met with
a sudden and extraordinary death last evening.
She stepped out on the stoop of her residence to
see the state of the weather, when she was
taken off her feet by a gust and dashed against
an adjoining stoop. When found she was par-
tially Insensible, but lingered i two hours, when
she died from congestion of tho brain.

The lists for Warren, McKean, Clearfield, Ly-

coming, Clinton, Cameron, Elk, Potter, and
Sullivan counties were called.

The case of Hammett vs. The City was argued
to-da- y. The case grew out of the paving of
Broad street with Nlcolson pavemeiit, and lnj
volvea the question of who shall be liable for the

expense, the city as paying for a public drive
for the benefit of the whole community, or the
property owners in front ot whose places the
pavement is laid. Suit was brought in the Dis-
trict Court to recover the expense against cer-
tain citizens, and judgment was given
for want of a sufficient affidavit
of defease. A writ of error
was taken, bringing the question before the
Supreme Court, where it was decided by a
divided bench that the city was responsible,
Judge Read dissenting from the majority. At
the application of the city a reargnment was
granted before a full Court, which is the present
proceeding. The argument is confined to the
single point that the Court below, the District
Court, erred in not deciding the act of Assembly
and ordinance of Councils authorizing the
paving of Broad street unconstitutional in dele-
gating a power to impose upon a few a heavy
expenditure that should be borne by the public
at large.

In the matter of the petition that was filed,

shortly after the decision of the contested elec-
tions by this court, for a recount in correction
of certain arithmetical errors alleged to have been
made in Judge Brewster's count, which has since
been pending, counsel for Furman Sheppard,
Esq., in whose behalf the petition was filed, came
Into Court, and asked that the argument of the
questions raised should be heard, in order that
there might be a final determination of the case.
Mr. Mann, who had hitherto represented Mr.
Gibbons' throughout tbe contest for the District
Attorneyship, was In Court, but Mr. Gibbons
himself addressed the Judges, saying that he
had never received notice from the petitioners
of this matter, and he thought he was entitled
to notice before the argument was proceeded
with.

Mr. Mann stated to the Court that he had
learned of the steps taken on bohalf of Mr.
Sheppard by communication with his counsel,
and had constantly apprized Mr. Gibbons of
them as his client, though of course not in
writing.

Mr. Gibbons said this was true, but he had
never received written notice from the other
side, and he only wished the Court to make an
erdcr that notice be given him, as he did not
wish to seem to appear voluntarily in this mat-
ter, but upon intimation and order of the Court.

The judges said they would have to make
their record np according to the facts. They
had always considered this petition for a recount
as pending before them, and that its disposition
was necessary to a final decision of the contest
for tke District Attorneyship.

Mr. Mann, as counsel for Mr. Gibbons, had
been notified of the petition, hud filed an an-
swer to it, and was told that a day for argument
would have to be fixed. A day was fixed by con-
sent of counsel on both sides, and by such con-
sent was continued until tho present time. It
Mr. Gibbons now wanted more time his applica-
tion would bo heard

Mr. Gibbons still insisted that it was duo to
him to have tho written notice from counsel on
the other side.

Mr. Biddle, who represented Mr. Sheppard,
said he had constantly communicated with Mr.
Mann as Mr. Gibbous' couubcI, and that gentle-
man would complain of surprise. It had
never been his practice to deal individually with
a client when he was represented by counsel.

Mr. Gibbons Bald he had no counsel in this
matter.

Mr. Biddle replied that he had always been
under the Impression that Mr. Mann was counsel
In the matter.
