THE LEGAL-TENDER DECISION,
Tax motion for a reconsideration of the ques-
tion of the constitutionality of the Legal-
tonder act was argued before the Supreme
Court yasterday by Attorney-General Hoar
on the part of the United States, and by Mr.
Carlisle on behalf of the clients whose inte-
rests were favored by the late decision. Very
cogent reasons were advanced for this recon-
gideration, and more espacially for an sxplicit
expression of the opinion of the Court ona
point of vital importancéd which was decided
rather by implication than in a direct man-
ner. There is great foroce in the assertion of
Mr. Hoar that the constitutionality of the
Legal-tender act had been previously affirmed
by every State Court except one, and
that one was—Kentucky! If that treason-
iainted State is to interpret modern legisla-
fion, every important national law will
gpeedily be set aside, and it is extremely
dounbtful whether the validity of the consti-
tutional amendments can be maintained. The
Attorney-General also directs attention to the
faot that the late decision was made by a vote
of four tothree, or a majorityof one, at a time
when there were two vacanecies on the bench,
and he intimates that at lenst one of the
judges acting with the majority had pre-
viously entertained different opinions, so that,
in the language of Mr. Hoar, *‘on the differ-
ing opinions, at different times of his life, of
& single man, the whole constitutional powar
of Congress and the execution in a time of
the direst national necessity, after this long
popular acquiescence and the decisions of

American,

Btate tribunals, was forever to be
subverted and sot aside and
expunged from the practical powers

of this nation.” 'The scope of the late daci-
sion is thus stated by the Attorney-tieneral: —
The Court has “‘nof decided that this Lagal.
tender act did not, asa matter of constrae-
tion, apply to contraats made befora the pas-
sage of the act,” but the Court Aay “desided
that it was not within the constitutional
power of Congress to insert that provision,
making trensury notes a legal tender for pri-
wate debts, previously contracted, in the
statute.” This distinction may belong to the
class of hair-splitting differences which law-
wers delight to discuss, but it nevertheless
affords good ground for an application to a
fall bench of nine judges for its consideration
of the question whether it is disposed to carry
out, to all itsdogical consequences, the dsci-
slon rendered by a bench of seven judges,
From time immemorial the law has been full
of glorious uncertainties, and on doubtful
points no man can tell what the final con-
struction of a statute may be until those who
possess the privilege of making the last guess
bave rendered irrevocuble judgment,

The most important practical question
raised by the decision is, whether the interest
on unpaid loans ocontracted before 1862
should be paid in gold or greenbacks. We
moderstand that several of the leading corpo-
oations of this city whose instalments of
interest fall due to.day intend to pay interest,
na heretofors, in legal tenders, but that they
will accompany this payment with an agree-
ment to advance hereafter the difference be-

aveen the ourrent value of coin and cur-

©00Ukg is adopted affords in itself a good rea.
son fir the requoest of the Attorney-General
that tly late decision shall yg reviewed, 8o
that if ‘he principls it affirng iy gustained
the exisfng doubta about its prgtical appli-
cation myy be cleared up, and if, 6 the other
hand, tha principle is overrulea, g1 the
business ofthe country may, in the s,gance
of special cqgtracts, be conducted herewper
as heretofore,on a greenback basis.

DISGRACEFUL.

Trnoveaxns of the citizens of Philade)phia
who take a pride in the Academy of Musio as
one of the noblest theatres in existence, and
who sometimes regret the base uses to which
it is put, will hear with mingled astonishment
and diogust that the Board of Directors have
refused the building to Mr, T. B. Pugh for
the purpose of introducing to the public of
this city Senator Revels, of Mississippi, in
the eapacity of a lecturer., The sole roason
assigned for this action of the board was
‘inexpediency,” which means, in plain terms,
that the barbarous spirit of ostracism againat
the colored race that has just been crashad
out of our politica by the fifteenth amend-
ment still rules the Board of Directors of the
Academy of Music. The building was re-
fused to Mr. Pugh simply beonuse
the gentleman whom he desired the people of
Philadelphia should have an opportunity to
hear speak isa negro. The directors have
repeatedly refused the Academy to Frederiok
Donglass, and the fact that Mr. Revels is a
Senator of the United States, and that the
enlightened spirit of the age has abolished
from the Constitution of the United States
the disoriminations against the race that he
represents, are matters of ne moment to this
little coterie, all of whom, with one exeeption,
we regret to say, profess to be Republicans,
and supporters of the enlightened national
policy that has strnck the fetters from the
limubs of the negro and made him a citizen
of this republic.

It is particularly discreditable that such a
disgraceful affuir as this should have occarred
in FPhiladelphia on the very day when the
official proclamation of the ratification of the
fifteenth amendment was made publio, and
that it should have been the action
of a body of men who profess to
represent in a great measure the cultare, re-
finement, and intelligence of the city, If the
directors of the Academy in times past had
shown themselves in the slightest degree fas-
tidious with regard Lo the character of the
exhibitions given on their stage, there might
be some shadow of excuse for them in this
instance, But, as every one knows, they let
the building for shows of every description:
and a stage npon which have been exhibited
the flip-flaps of acrobats, the legs of the
Ilack Crook ballet girls, the obscenities of
Genevieve de Drabant and La Vie Parisienne,
and numerous other performances of like
character, can scarcely be contaminated by the
tread of a Senator of the United States, even
if he does happen to be a negro.

Tre Teryms of office of the Prothonotaries
of the Suprems Court of Pennsylvania in
Philadelphia, Pittsburg, and Harrisbarg are
about to expire, and the duty of making new
appointments will devolve upon the judges.
A petition is now being extensively signed in
this city asking that the present Philadelphia
Prothonotary may not be reapppointed on ao-
count of his implication in the naturalization
frauds of 1868, The manner in which the
naturnlization business was conducted by the
Prothonotary was fully exposed by Tae
Evesmve Tervonarn at the time, and the
public are well aware how nearly the frauds
then perpetrated came to restoring the Demo-
eratic party to power and to placing a Demo-
cratic jndge upon the Supreme bench, As to
the impropriety of reappointing the present
Prothonotary there can be no possible ques-
tion, and with & majority of Republicans
nupon the Bupreme bench, it is clearly the
duty of the judges to appoint not only men
of assured honesty and trustworthiness, but
staunch Republicans, against whose loyalty
there is not the shadow of a suspicion, to
thess important offices.
