—On Saturdey evening Thomas Prosser, a
native of England, was stabbed by Otto Bran-
denburg, st the residence of the latter, Mar-
shall street, below York., The injored man
was removed to Bt. Mary's Hospital, where he
lies in a very critical condition. Three
wounds were inflicted on him, two in the
right gido near the nipple, andone on the left
gide near the base of the heart. Prosser
muade the following statement to Alderman
Heins yesterday:—

On the 9th of April, 1870, I, Thomas Pros-
ser, visited the house of Otto Brandenburg,
in company with Itoberl Brooklehurst, to
gscertain whether Brandenburg had been
vilifying my cheracter., [ cannot say what
oceurred when 1 got imto the houss, but to
the best of my knowladge [ struck Branden-
burg. I then left the house, when Branden-
burg followed me into the street, and stabbed
me in three places, which cansed mae to fall
on the pavement, and while down Branden-
burg struek me twice. I make this statement
with the full conscionsness that I win in a
very dapgerous condition, the result of the
wounds inflicted by the said Brandenburg.

Brandenburg is in custody. He atates “that
Prosser, in company with Broekleharst, eallad
at bis residence on Saturday and commenocad
an assault upon Mrs, Brandenburg, In ocon-
roguence be (Brandenburg) threatened to
sghoot him, but he mude light of it and went
nwny, roeturning soon after, howaver, and re-
[kallng the attack; wherenpon, in self-ds-
feuse, and to protect his wile, ha told the
injured man o go away or he would use
mesns to make him, Not’ healding the admo.
nitlos Beosser attempted to re-enter the
house, when he thrast o knife at him, inflict-
ing the first wonnd. Prosser was hkon urged
by Brocklehurst to try once more to guin an
enfrance, but was agsin repulsed, and the
geeond wound was inflieted, and Brocklehurst
was also cut in the bresst and arm. After a

short time the two men attempted again to |

enter the premises, during which wsnother
stab was inflicted on Prosser, Brandsoborg
