Awlkward Pelltieal Bloader,

Naw Youx, April 11.—An awkward discovery
has spparently just been madoe. Section seventh
o! artiele third of the Btate Constitution reads
as tollows:—""No member of the Legislature
shal’ reoelve any clvil appointment within this
Btate, or to the Senate of the Unlted Btates, from
the Governor, the Benate, or from the Leglala-
tare, during the term for which he shall have
been elected, and all such appointments, and all
votes given for any such member for any such
offiee or appoloutment, shall be vold." The fol-
lowing persons nominated by the Mayor are now
members of the Legislature:—Thomas C. Fields,
Alexander Frear, Willlam Hitchman, John J.
Blalr, Martin Nachitmann, Willlam M. Tweed,
and John J. Bradley.

Latest Ad¥ices frem the Scene of Oonfliot.

Havaxa, April 9.—A telegram from De Rodas,
dated Poerto Principe April 8, published in the
Gacela to-day, siates that two columns of
Spanlsh troops returned without meeting the
encmy. Tho forces were then provisioned for
two months and sent to occupy Gaunac and
Najaza. Two men and one woman sples were
caught, The men were executed and the woman

oned. A great amouunt of important cor-
respoudence was captured, and much propert
of the rebels destroyed, The lnsurgents’
vanced guards surrendered voluntarily.

They report that Enrlque Agramonts, Fran-
cleeo Castello, Gaspar Betancourt, Diego Aguera,
and an American named Magnet, were the chief
leaders of the insurgents, aud some of them had
embarked and fled from the country, after
having fought among (hemselyes, Some of the
insurgents had issued an order punishing with
death whoever reads De Rodas' amnesty procla-
mation.

Cespedes intends to leave the eountry. He
will be actively pursued. Auarchy, panics, and
desertions prevall everywhere among the rebels.
Some have ralsed the standard of revolt against
Agramonte, owing to his tyranoleal behsvior.
Yestorday the leaders of this revolt assassinated
fourteen of their own men for the purpose of rob-
bery. This favorable news, which is justly re-
lnlcmleul as ofllolsl, had ¢oused greal rejolclng

It is tautalizing to be in poa-
session of interesting facts in regard to public
characters and not (o beable to use them; to
know you might say something that your
readers would slap their knees over and cry
“devilish smart!" but that good taste and good
foeling prevent. Give the correspondent his
due, therefore, and acknowledge that he might
sometimes be more readable if he were more

violative of confldence.
