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TRAINED NURSES.
From the It. T. Tribunt.

There in one employment that Iim boon
almost entirely overlooked by women in
search of work, find those philanthropist
nho are trying to aid them, which we wish to
suggest and most earnestly recommend. We
mean that of educated mimes. It is work for
which there in always a demand larger thtn
the supply, which pays: steady, living prices;
and, above all, which is thoroughly womanly.
We suggest this lost sotto toec, lent it plans
the employment at onco under bun with
those gallant ladies who find it necessary in
defense of their inward needs to Htill'or a
metamorphosis into any shape whatever,
provided it is not back into the old gentle
ideal of man; who welcome only systems of
help for wronged woman which are of tho
moHt ontre and flamboyant order, who, their
"thimbles into armed gauntlets ch'insp, their
needles to lnnces," and their Boft-tlowi-

drapery to trowsers.
The ooenpation we propose is eminently

unfitted to tho work of reform; there is no
outlet for ambitions aspirations in bandages
or blisters, no chance for proving equality
with man in pap or panada; suffrage or the
serfdom of woman is not the thing with which
to soothe a patient or quiet a baby with the
colic. We fear, too, that our nurses mast
content themselves with nnreformed petti-
coats, as one of them, arrayod in the grey
pantaloons and saoque coats of our feminine
doctors, dandling a long-skirte- d baby in her
arms, would be a fearful and wonderful spec-
tacle, at the thought of which the iron enters
into our soul. If the candidate for this work,
however, must leave her internal yearnings
for liberty, and her publio rights, outside
of the sick-roo- she will rind insido of
it an ample field for the exercise of all
her skill, judgment, relinement, and
Christian virtue. Ordinary women will
probably be contented with this. The
business of a professional nurse is seldom
undertaken by an educated woman, unless in
an emotional gush of heroism and e,

which does not unfortunately constitute
efficiency. "Every young girl, says Miss
Nightingale, "who has met with a disappoint-
ment in love, thinks herself tit to take charge
of a hospital." To be an effective nurse re-
quires as much study and mechanical train-
ing as to be a physician or a carpenter. Un-

fortunately the business (which should do-ner-

the name of a profession) is usually
left in the South to old negroes, and in the
North to ignorant women, who, if not pre-
cisely on a level with Mrs. Gamp and the
mythical Harris, are best qualified for their
work by their own necessities.

There is but one institution in the country
where women are educated for this work with
the same care as physicians are for their kin-
dred and scarcely less onerous duties, and
that is, as might be supposed, under the care
of the Society of Friends, who so well com-
prehend that true secret of charity, holping
people to help themselves. In this establish-
ment, as we understand, women are given a
thorough course of instruction, by the aid of
the study of clinics, the use of manikins, and
lectures from the professors of obstetrics and
medicine in the medical colleges. They are
boarded at a nominal price during their tui-
tion, and at the close are given twelve charity
cases of two weeks each, under the surveil-
lance of the physicians of the institution.
After this they receive a diploma, and become
part of the regular corps of the "Home," to
which tbey return when out of a situation.
These skilled nurses, some of whom have
spent half their life in the institution, are in
demand in all the Eastern cities, and com-
mand from $r to $20 per week, according to
their ability or the class of diseases.

We have been thus minute, in the hope of
inciting attention to this practical and eff-
icient mode of benefiting women. In the
present outcry for new kinds of employment,
it is encouraging to find one under our hand
which is at once easily compassed, feminine,
and remunerative. The institution to which
we refer has made itself almost self -- supporting.

It deserves imitation more than any
other reformatory asylum for women. The
prevention of suffering and vice is always
nobler than their cure.

WAR AND WHAT IS WORSE.
From the N. Y. World.

The forced circulation of an irredeemable
currency will ere long be confessed to have
been hardly less expensive to the country
than the war itself, whose cost the paper
trickery was devised to cover and cancel.
When a return to the specie standard shall
have enabled us to estimate values truly, or

what may sooner happen the census re-
turns shall tell just what we are really worth
in lands and movables, it will bo discovered
that the process of impoverishment which
began with the war did by no means end with
it, and all will realize, what as yet few have
been able to see or willing to believe, how
enormously we have been pillaged and de
spoiled, even during time or peace, by the
plunderers and blunderers into whose hands
we were, for our sins, delivered.

Meanwhile, some idea of the extent to
which paper money and high tariffs can do
moralize productive industry may be ob
tained by a glance at the census returns of a
single State the only one, so far as we
know, that takes every year an inventory of its
real and personal property, ana which is,
from its position, age, and population, as fair
a sample of the whole country as could be
selected. We allude to the State of Ohio, to
'whose last statistical report reference was
recently made in these columns as showing
an alarming decrease in neat cattle, hogs, and
other farming stock which has taken place
since 1800. We recur to it now for another
purpose.

In that year of 18G0 the extent of land
planted in wheat, corn, oats, barley, rye,
buckwheat, and potatoes, and kept in mea
clow, was t),:)4 12,1 k.i acres. In 1808, which is
the last year the report covers, the number of
acres was only ,:i02,r58!), or GM,VM less than
eight years before. Estimating the uiuunu
tion of the same staple products by the num.
uer oi pusneis narvesiea instead or acres
planted, the showing is even worse. In ltiiiO
the product was 153 millions of bushels; and
in 1W.8, the last year since the war begun, it
was only 122 millions of bushuls the differ
ence being 111 millions, or 20 per cent.
At the same time the production of butter
fell off slightly, and that of cheese
HO per cent. Nor has there been
any progress in either manufacturing or
mining to compensate in any measure for
this retrogression in agricultural industry;
for, while in mining the ratio of progress has
been t no greater that in former years, in
manufacturing, if we may judge by the re-

turns from Cincinnati, which are the only
ones reported, it only needs we should com-
pute tte difference in prices resulting from

Of course, the sooner we get to
ppecie payments and a sure foundation for
the futnre the better it will be; but no earthly
power can save us coming down, be it quickly
or slowly, to a very low level. Tho mischief
is done. The country is poor.

DID THE MANHATTAN DISREGARD
SIGNALS OF DISTRESS?

From the K. T. TimiA.

We presented yesterdny a trustworthy
account of the circumstances - under
which the Manhattan, of the Williams &
Guion line, passed the Samaria at the time
when the latter steamer was exhibiting sig-
nals of distress. We are quite willing to hear
the statement of the captain of the Manhat-
tan, but it must be very explicit and be sup-
ported by weighty evidence to remove the
reproach which the account we now publish
places him under.

It will be remembered that the Samaria
lost her propeller,, and was obliged to put
about and make for the port from which she
bad sailed. While lying almost helpless upon
the water she descried the Manhattan, and
instantly hoisted the commercial code signals,
"engines disabled," and "I wish to communi-
cate," besides firing guns. The Captain of
the Manhattan has declared that ho did not
see those signals. It is now stated that he
deliberately "tried to run away," but a rocket
was sent up from the Samaria, an.l this the
Manhattan answered by displaying her en-
sign. She still, however, kept on her retreat-
ing course. The officers and passengora on
board the Samaria distictly saw her although
the Captain of tho Manhattan pretends that
he could not see the signals of the Samaria.
Tho vessels were only about six miles apart,
and the weather was not bad. Hut there is
independent testimony against Captain For-
syth, of the Manhattan. A sailing vessel, tho
Elizabeth Yeo, was near the sceue when tho
steamers met. The master of that vessel
writes a letter in which he fully confirms the
account given by the crew and passongers of
the Samaria, and says: "My ship was some
three miles further north than tho Alanhat-ta- n;

I could see her signals but could not road
them, and also heard the report of the guns
fired by the, bamana, and saw the smoke.
He fully expected to see the Manhattan go to
her assistance, and was "much astonished
w hen she bore away.

The statement submitted by the passengers
is also most important, and amply refutes all
that Captain foray tn has hitherto advanced
in his own excuse. We have been treated to
some round denials of his guilt. His company
has assured us that he cannot have acted in
the way described. This sort of bald asser-
tion will not do any longer. We must say
plainly that the case looks very black against
Captain Forsyth. There must be a proper
inquiry into all the facts, and if this duty is
shirked in any way a serious stain will rest
upon the Williams & Guion line, no less than
upon Captain J orsyth.

IT IS A FRAUD 1

From the K. T. Hun.
What a humbug the Citizens' Association

is ! Established to put down municipal cor-
ruption and promote municipal honesty, its
only tangible result is to put its managers
into fat offices under the ring. Mr. Sands,
the agent of the association, who, we are in-

formed, still draws a salary of $10,000 a
year from its treasury, is also a tax commis-
sioner, with another salary of $10,000 from
the city treasury. Some of Mr. Sands' rela-
tives are also well provided for under the Tax
Commission. Mr. Richard M. Henry, Secre-
tary of the Citizens' Association, receiving,
we believe, a salary of $2500 for that office,
also has 0000 from the Tax Commission,
and has just been appointed by Mayor OTIall
as a Commissioner of Docks, with another
salary of $5000. This is the net profit of the
Citizens' Association.

Of course this is earned by converting the
association into a mere appendage and
agency of the robbers of the ring. In re-

turn for such servioe the new charter leaves
the Tax Commission undisturbed. The
power of the Tax Commission is said to be
also used to keep the members of the Citi-
zens' Association in order. When the Young
Democracy were threatening the very exist-
ence of the ring, and it was still uncer-
tain whether the whole Republican party in
the Legislature could be bribed, who was
not astonished at seeing the Citizens' Asso-
ciation rushing to the defence of the ring ?

That was the work of Mr. Sands and Mr.
Henry.

They prepared the manifesto for the
Citizens' Association, and what wealthy citi-
zen would refuse to ign such a paper when a
tax commissioner asked for his name? We
are happy to say that many gentlemen had
the courage to refuse; but this fact was not
made known, and the manifesto was put
forth and had its effect just as if the whole
association had signed it.

Altogether, the Citizens' Association is now
a nuisance as well as a humbug. It is a ten-
der to Mr. Tweed, and nothing more. It is
a disgrace to the respectable men who are
still nominally connected with it. But if
they choose to keep up the sham, it is their
own affair.

With Anacreon he cries: "Press the crape,
and let it pour around tho board its purple
shower, and while the drops my goblet steep,
I'll think in woe the clusters weep."

Mr. Johnson is quite as heavy on tho de-

scriptive. He pictures a rustio, rural retreat
"Where tho nnpierccd simile,

Imbrowns the noontide bowers."
The grandfather calls to his knee tho grand-

child, the idol of his heart, and to her be
soys: "Mix me, child, a cup divine, crystal
water, rubyw ine; weave the frontlet, richly
flushing, o'er my wintry temples blushing";
mix the brimmer; love and I shall no more
the gauntlet try. Here upon this holy bowl
I surrender all my soul !"

Mr. Johnson might have illustrated his
subject admirably by a presentation of a few
cases of his "California wines," and converted
the whole House at once, at a less expense of
rhetoric and ransacking of ancient libraries.

THE FIFTEENTH AMENDMENT AND
THE COLORED VOTE.

From the, Baltimore Suit.
It is stated that several colored men a

vory few only offered to vote in this city
upon the question of approving the Jones'
FhIIb ordinance, and that they did so under
the advice of certain white people, who not
only assumed that they had a right to vote
on that occasion, but contended that the
exclusion of their votes would invalidate the
whole election. As their votes were refused,
not because they were colored men, but be-

cause they were not registered voters just
as the vote of any white person not regis-
tered would have been refused for the same
reason the assumption appears, upon the
face of it, sufficiently groundless. As
the idea has been gravely put forward, how-
ever, and by some who might be presumed,
to know better, it is worth while to refer to
the language of the fifteenth amendment to
see what countenance, if any, it has in the
terms of that now celebrated provision. We
have no idea that in the present cose any
practical question is likely to arise out of the
matter, but it is well to consider what change
in existing laws the amendment does effect,
and what not. , Its precise language is as
follows:

"Article XV. Section 1. The right of citizens of
the United States to vote Btaall not be denied or
abridged by tho United States or by any State on
account of race, color, or previous condition of
servitude.

"Section 2. The Congress shall have power to en-

force this article by appropriate legislation."
The first observation to be made upon this

article is that, strictly speaking, its design is
not so much to confer rights upon individuals
as to restrict the powers of legislation of the
United States and the several States. It
qualifies the right which the States have here-
tofore exercised and enjoyed of declaring
what persons shall exercise the right . of suf-
frage within their limits, by forbidding them
to make any distinction in this respect "on
account of race, color, or previous condition
of servitude." With other qualifications and
distinctions which the States may choose to
enforce it does not interfere. It does not
confer the right of suffrage upon blaok men
except to the extent, and in the cases, and
under the same conditions and restrictions,
under which the same right is enjoyed by
white men. If, for example, the people of
any State should choose to require a property
qualification of all voters, there is nothing in
the fifteenth amendment to forbid such a
limitation of the right of suff rage. Only the
qualification must be exacted of black and
white alike. To do otherwise would be to
discriminate "on account of color." The
same may be said of an educational test of a
law requiring that in addition to the usual
qualificationsof ace, citizenship and residence,
every voter must possess a knowledge of
reading and writing, or the elements of a
common school education. In other words,
the States retain under the amendment
full power to limit, qualify, or restrict the
right of suff rage as they may see fit, provided
that the laws enacted for the purpose are
made to operate upon all persons alike, with-
out any distinction "on account of race, color
or previous condition of servitude." So with
respect to any extension of the right of suf-

frage. If in any State or Territory white
women are allowed to vote, the same privilege
must be conceded to black women; but where
women do not vote at all by the State law,
the amendment confers no right to vote upon
colored women. From these obvious dis-
tinctions it follows that the State registration
laws, except where they duoriuiinate in

regard to color, lv, remain, in fill
respects, nnMiepten iy ltie adoption ol
the amendment. If. in nnv State
white men are not allowed to vote nuless pre
viously registered, neither can black men
vote without registration. When the regis-
tration next takes place here colored men
otherwise qualified to vote will be entitled to
register, and when their names are upon the
lihts there is no danger of their votes being
refused, or of any obstacle being thrown in
the way ot their full enjoyment of tboir
rights. But it is argued that no opportunity
whs given last week to the colored men to
register, nor, for the matter of that, was any
given to wune people either, who UmI ac-

quired the right to vote by residence or by
attaining the nge of twenty-on- e years since
the last registration. So thorn was no dis-

crimination in this respect no privilege
withheld from the colored men which was not
equally withheld from whito persons in the
uume category.

THE INCOME TAX.
From the Chicago i'nnt.

The Senate has decided in favor of the re-

tention of the income tux as it exists tho
five per cent, rate, that is, on all incomes
over a thousand dollars per annum. It is
said that the llout.e of Representatives will
not agree to this, whatever may be the
recommendation of tho Ways and Means
Committee. It will insist upon a reduction
of the tax to tbreo per cent., and an increase
of the income exempted from one thousand
to two thousand dollars.

The propriety of a redtiotion of the income
tax will not bo questioned, we presume, by
any one, and certainly not by any one who
agrees to the general policy of a redaction of
taxation, both direct and indirect. That
there should be a reduction of one hundred
millions wise policy would dictate. That
there ought to be a reduction of at least fifty
millions no man in Congress whose opinion
is entitled to respect doubts. That those
who psy income tax should have the benefit
of their proportionate share in the reduotion,
might seem to be a demand of simple justice.
The proposition, therefore, that it is stated
the House will insist upon is preferable to
the continuation of the tax as it is, in accord-
ance with the action of the Senate. There is
still another proposition, however, upon the
subject, which has a few advocates, and that
is the entire abolition of the income tax.
The success of this proposition would result
in relieving large numbers of persons, whose
incomes consist of interest on United States
bonds, from all direct support of the Gene-
ral Government, and would be extremely
unsatisfactory and distasteful to the pub
lic at large. The continuance of the tax
as it is would be preferable to its aboli
tion, but the reduction of the
rate and the increase of the amount exempted
by a thousand or fifteen hundred dollars, is
tbe proposition on this subject on which Con
press can best go before the country for justi
fication and approval. It should be observed,
however, that Repressntativos who expect re
nomination and will bo in many
instances disappointed, if an aot for the gene
ral reduction of taxation shall not have been
successful a measure which would have been
law ere this time but for the most unfortunate
fact that the Washington lobby keeps the
people's servants nearly as ignorant of the
demands of the country as is the Chinese
Emperor or the Japanese Tycoon.

AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE A LOAN
FOR THE BUILDING OF A BRIDGFi

OVER THE RIVER SCHUYLKILL ATSOUTII
STREET, AND FOR THE PAYMENT OF
GROUND RENTS AND MORTGAGES.

Section 1. The Select and Common Council
of the City of Philadelphia do ordain. That
the Mayor of Philadelphia be and he is hereby"
authorized to borrow, at not less than par, on
tbe credit of tbe city, from time to time, one
million five hundred thousand dollars, to be ap-
plied as follows, viz.: First. For the building
of a bridge over the River Schuylkill atSontn
street, eight hundred thousand dollars. Second.
For the payment of ground rents and mort-
gages, seven hundred thousand dollars, for
which interest not to exceed the rate of six
per cent, per annum shall be paid half
yearly on the first days of January and
July, at the office of the City Treasurer.
The principal of tbe said loan shall
be payable and paid at the expiration of thirty
years from the date of the same, and not before,
without the consent of the holders theref; and
the certificates therefor. In the usual form of the
certificates ot the City Loan, shall be issued in
such amounts as the lenders may require, bat
not for any fractional part of one hundred or
one thousand dollars; and it shall be expressed in
said certificates that tbe loan therein mentioned,
and the interest thereof, are payable free from all
taxes.

Section 2. Whenever any loan shall be made
by virtue thereof, there shall be, by force of
this ordinance, annually appropriated out of
the Income of the corporate estates, and from
the sum raised by taxation, a sum sufficient to
pay the interest on said certificates; and the
further sum of three-tent- hs of one per centum
on the par value of such certificates so issued
shall be appropriated quarterly out of said in-
come and taxes to .a sinking fund, which fund
and its accumulations are hereby especially
pledged for the redemption and payment of said
certificates.
