So sudden and impetuous was the attack of the
Brazillans that the Paraguayans who guarded the
artillery had no time to give the least warning.
Lope s, with those officers who happened to be about
biw, tded frantically to forto his troops into line to
reyel the assault, But before this conld be done to
4§ «xtent the Hio Grande horse were upon him,
and his little party routed and driven to the nearcst
woods, where Lut few escaped. Lopez blmself was
Killrd in sighit of General Camara, who in vain
called upon him to sarrender. The ex-Dictator,
already geverely wounded, obstinately refused to
ylela, and meanwhile tried to ¢scape, The thrust
of a lance brought him to the gronnd, Caminos,
Minister of Lopez, met aalmllar fate. Vice-Fresi-
dent Sanchez was killed before belng recog-
nlzed. Colonel Aqulay, Majors Vargas, Ascurra,
Estigarribia, Cardoso, Insfante, Solis, and varions
others also perished (n the connict. Oolouel Lopes,
son of the Dictator, was killed as he was trying to
oscape with Mrs. Lyneh's party. Many chiels wore
taken prisoners, lucluding Generals Resquin and
Delgndo, and various other superior omcers, Four

ricsts were also taken, one of whom wis the ecele-
yrated Malz, General Caballero, with some 40 men,
almest all oMcers, had, the day belore, gons out
from Cerre-Cora Lo gather up cattle; they were at-
tacked and beaten by Colonel Benito Martivs, 'The
Genernl, however, succeeded in escaping after
abdandoning everytlilng he had, even to his sword.
Valia ond Souza, who were in chiarge of a baggage
train at Chirlguelo, mapeged to escaps, slthongh
their force was ronted, Rocha, who was in the ad-
vauce, with eight pleces of artillery, was ialso
promptly beaten.
