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A Freacher's Defense of the
Drama and the Opera,

The Rev. Robert I. Colller, of Chioago,
recently delivered a sermon on the ““The
Theatre, the Opera, and the Church; er, The
Relations of the Church to Popular Awmuse.
ment,” His text was from 1 Oorinthians vii,
§1—*Tne this world as not abusing it.” He
took the ground that the drama and opera
are harmless and proper amusements, for
Christians as well as for others. Referring
to the fact that the theatre is generally de.
nounced by the evangelioal seots, he claimed
that they did not show why or in what it is
sinful. ~ *‘The American people,” he said,
“‘are overworked, and need more amusement.”
He recognized as universal in the human
race the dramatic instinet, and said: —

“The drama is as ancient as the race,
Much of the Biblical literature is dramntic,
I am not quite sure but that the very first
chapters of Genesis are dramatic; I am quite
sure that Job is dramatic; that Ruth is; that
Ysther is dramatic. Shakespeare, the peer-
1 gs poet of conturies, had no function in the
world and no name leéft to history, had it not
been for the dramatic instinet and aptitnde.
8o with Milton, The greatest posts that God
hus given to the world have been its dra-

| matic poets: and, furthermore, hnman charao-

ter has its highest representalives in the
drama. I confess that 1 never saw such
power, I never remarked such nature inany
Chrigtian pulpit that it was ever my priviloge
to sit under ns in Joseph Jefferson’'s ‘““Rip
Van Winkle,” It is nature, not art. No
germon searcely in the world, except that
of Christ, when He stood with the adulter-
ous woman, ever illustrated the power of
love to conquer evil and to win the wan-
derer, as that little piece, so perfectly ren-
dered by this genius which God has given
to illustrate in the drama the power of love
over the sins of the race. I womder who in
the ministerial Union ever saw Jefferson in
Rip Van Winkie? TLet us give to these
friends the advantage of our judgment of
their ignorance. Ristori, Ilachel, Booth,
Murdoch, especially Davenport and Jefferson,
are all God's gifts to man, Ho I say that the
legitimate drama is to be endorsed, It is an
educator. It is in no wise to be apologized
for. And in regard to the opera, I need
only, I think, say that, so far as the opeara is
concerned, any one who objeots to it on
moral grounds must either be ignorant of it
~—1I think, for the most par$, that those who
object to the opera are-—or there certainly
must be a moral weakness in the nature
of such objectors, To say that the opera is
corrupting is to say the mest irratiomal and
foolish thing that the human lips are capable
of. Many of our finest minds go to the opera
and come away feeling that it was a waste of
time; and we who can enjoy it in any wise,
be it ever so little, ought to feel a profound
sorrow for such people, becanss they do not
know the infinite delights and joys of which,
by their lack of musical culture, they are de-
prived. But it is their duty to simply say
they do not likeit. It is a sorry religion that
rejects it on the sour grape principle: beecause
they cannot, they won't let anybody else.
