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ON THE SLIDE.

Sobhe Clolng Pewn FHill Nlowly — Fourteen
Houses Undermined - Jnck-sorows and Hiber.
nianksms.

The Pittsburg Commercial of yesterday has
the following. — }

Mention was made some weeks ago of the
land slide at 8oho, which had been for gome
time coming down upon the track of the Con-
nellaville Iroad and threatenlng serlouns
damage to property in the immediate vicinity,
Since that time the territory of the slide has
been gradually incressing, and although for the
past few daya it appears to have been at a sort
of standstill, thero 18 no knowing what effect
a rainy tme may have npon it. At the present
time fourieen houses have been damaged, and
the property in the vicinlly seems to have rather
an unstable hold.

The main slide;, where the largest amounnt of
earth came down upon the track of the Con-
nellaville Rallroad, has extended untll it has
reached nlmost up to the avenue, and comes in
close proximity to the street car track, and to
the casual observer this appears to be about the
extent of the damage, but an examination of
the land and property in the vielnlty will reveal
the fact that tho damage is much greater than
appears at firet, and that a large share of the
entire hill below and a considerable territory
above Lhe streel car track appear to have a
decided tendency to move down towards the |
railroad.

It is estimated that the area of land affected
bﬁ- the slide is from thirty to forty acres, nnd
the property wers it not for this late affair
would be exceedingly valuable, lying as it does
in such a convenieut locality for residences for
persons dolng business in the central part of the
city. It bas been built up by men of small
meang, who have porchased lots and erected
such buildings as their cireumstances afforded,
and although there are not many expensive resi-
dences ntih the loss of property will be severe,
as it falls upon many who wave the savings of
years invested in houses aud lots that the
elements seem inclined to sweep away.

Up to the present time fourteen houses have
been more or less damaged, the majority of
them to such an extent a8 to render thelr oecu-
pants anxions as to the stability of their domi-
cils, Une of the houses Is oceupied by a gentle-
man who has expended in the neighborhood of
220,000 in preparing & home, bot now he has
bad to commence operations with jack-screws,
while a large quantity of land in the vicinity
has gone down to the track of the Connellsville
Railroad.

Of the remaining houses most of them have
ortions of wall dispiaced, and s majority have

n fixed up with new sills, having in view an
accommodation to the shifting quality of the
rround. One small bullding, & few weeks ago,
ad to be taken down, as its course down the
hill did not agree with the occapants’ ideas. It
8 now reduced to a floor, with a pile of bricks
I¥ing near by,

One of the most unfortunate sufferera by the
glide and breaking of the water-pipeisan elderly
Irishman pamed Thomas Fourdon, who came
to this country some twenty-six years ago, and,
as a laborer, by the practice of the strictest
cconomy on the part of himself and wife,
managed Lo save money enough to buy a lot,
on which about three years ago he built a small
and comfortable house. Since theslide set in
he has bad to devote his entire time to saving
his home, nnd so far he has been successfal,
but the bullding looks like a complete wreck.
As the &lide came down he, by means
of jack-serews, raised the house as each new
instalment ot dirt came down, until he found
he had space enough under his honse for an-
other story, and he made one, moved in, and
rented the upper part of the bullding. It kept
him ghovelling all the tiine, bowever, to keep
the earth from erowding him ont, and he spent
several weoks at  work with  the wheel-
barrow and spade iu what to an ordioary
man would appear to be the hopeless task of
fighting a land-slide with a single spade and
wheelbarrow. Every night he would hear
the earth crushing against his house, and
early in the morning he wonld get up and labor
hard all day to repair the injuries of the night
before; and as if to crown all his troubles, the
water pipe broke just above his house and the
water ran throungh the lower story, rendering it
almost uninhabitable. He still continues at his
labior, however. and to our reporter appeared
like & completely heart-broken man., **Alas !”
he said, “'all my little property is rulned, while
the old woman has to take In washing, some-
thing she has not had to do for many a year, to
support us while I work away to keep our house
over our heads.”

GENERALITIES.

' less singular, however, 18 the fact that this is
the second time the same craft has been aban-
doned, and (he second time she has saved her-
self. The veritable *“Flyving Duatchman” is
gre?ll:ied with performances scarcely more won-
erful.

Women at Oxford.

There iz n general notion in  this country that
women are now admitied ns students in Oxford
University, Fogland. Professor Goldwin Smith,
in a note to the College Courant, corrects this
misa Frehunslnn. He says: —*The examination,
to which girls are to be for the first time admit-
ted, is not the entrance examination of the Uni-
versity, but an examination for persons not be-
longing to the University, commonly called the
‘middle class examination,' and held under the
augplices of the University for the purpose of
raising the standard of edueation in our second-
ary schools,” This Is a verv different thing
from an admission to the University itself, o
matter which Professor Smith says “has never
been mooted at Oxford,™

Grent Bnankes.

The Paris Gaulois says thet some workmen
engaged in demolishing an old hounse In Paris
came upon a nest of adders containing some
hundreds of these reptiles, at the bottom of an
exhausted well. In the midst of this snake nest
was found a skeleton, which had probably fallen
in the well yvears ago, and the flesh of which had
been devoured by the adders. Btrapge to say,
in the hand of the skeleton was a pocket-book
of red morocco leather, in which, when opeved,
there were found forty bank uotes for 1000
