To the Belect and Common Counclls of the city
of Phlladelphia.—Gentlemen: , The resolution of
the Commissioners of Falrmount Park, a copy of
whioch is hereto annexed, will inform voan of the
existing tinancial condition of the Commission, and
of the neceesity of early action on the part ot your
honorable bodies to prevent a suspension of ope-
rations in the Park.

So long ago w8 the 17th day of March last the
Finance Committee of Councllé reported 4 resolu-
tion preliminary to the creation of a loan of two
million dollars for Park unses. That resolution
was recommitted to the Committee, with whom it
etill remains.

By the eleventh section of the nulqlrlremammi nct
relsting to the Park, approved April 14, 1808, it Is
provided that “the city of Philadelphia shall be
atuthorized and required to ralse by loans, from time
to time, such sumes of money nsshall be necessary to
make compeneation for all grounds heretofore
taken or to be taken for sald Falrmount Park, and
for the laying ont and construction thereof for
publle use, for the permanent care and improve-
ment thereof,” &c.; and by an act passed at the
recent session of the Legislature the falth of the
commonwenlth 18 pledged *“‘that no rallrosd shall
ever hereafter be constructed within the limits of
the said Falrmount Park," in consideration as well
of the large expenditure by the city as of its bein
kept open ‘‘for the free use and cnjoyment of uﬁ
the citizens of this State.'’

The Park, with its fixed boundaries, was made by
the Legislature and not by Counells, while the duty
of maintaining and lm‘nruvtng it was contided to the
Puark Commission. Whatever, therefore, of outlay
is devolved upon the city arises from positive law,
about the observance of which there seems to be no
discretion, while the duty of kesping it open for
)aublic use 8 not merely en{oined upon the city, but
t is understood to be a part of the conslderation for
the exemption from rallway interference granted
by the last act.

The value of property, bounding upon and con-
tiguous to the Park territory has been largely
augmented by the opening of the Park grounds,
and the higher assessment already ;placed upon it
by the proper officials promises to the oity an in-
crensed revenue from this source,

The amount of appropriastion now neecded is
large—much greater than it would otherwise ba—
tor the resson that, while there has been no appro-
priation this year for payment of land damages or
purchases, or for permanent improvemeants, yet the
absolute requirements of the Park nave compelled
much work to be inaugurated, and of a character
that can only be accomplished by the possession of
the contiguous tracta upon which improvements are
to be made. Sound economy teaches that this can
be better secured inan unbroken line than at de-
tached spaces, and thus the wants ol the Commis-
glon are at thia time e:tremole‘r pressing.

It is believed that the work already done which
Is enjoyed by 60 many makes the publie anxious for
its progress and extension: and it is respectlully
suggested that while the Commission ought not to
delay purchases and appropriations of land, its
value being steadily on the inerease, the want of
prompt means of pn}'munt may, without any fault
on the part of the Commissioners, subject the city
and its ereditors to much inconvenience, espocially
if it shall be held that the adjudicated elaims must
be pald under the writ of mandamus, out of the
ordinary funds in the treasury, whereby a large de-
ficiency may be created and the conseguent in-
abllity to meot the current demands greatly impalr
the eity’s eredit.
