DYING HARD,
B e fared Ferntn Admitied n Tois Onres

The Baltimore city rallroad cempanies have
put ears on the tracks ln which colored people
are admitted, in obedience to a recent deeision of
the courts compelling them either todo this or to
allow n to ride in all cars omn the routes.
On Monday, cars with the followlng placard
appeared upon the streets at regular intervals: —
“‘Colored Persons Admitted in this Car.”

The Baltimore American says:—To the utter
astonishment of these persons who predicted
that the cars set apart for the eolored persons
wonld be run without passengers, they yesterday
traversad our streets with about the same (uota
of passengers as were wont to patronize them
before. One of our reporters spent an hour on
the corner of Baltimore and Eutaw streets ob-
gerving the result of the first day's experiment.

There were as many white passengers in the
cars to which colored people were admitted as
in the other cars. There were nol more than
four colored persong in any one of the labelled
cars, aud in most of them there were only one
or twe, but the full complement of passengers
was made up by white people. In very few in-
stances did passengers hesitate to take the first
car that came along, ntterly regardless and pos-
glbly unconscious of the red-lettered label,

It was astonishing during the early portion of
yesterday morning to watch the antics of those
few persons who objected to ride in the cars de-
\-otog to the colored people. On Madison avenue
ladies and gentlemen would carefully peer into
the cars, and if no person of color was there
eneconced, in they wonld jumr. but secretiy
praying that they might not be disturbed by the
entrance of a colored man, woman, or child.
One lady, who had entered a car at the corner of
Madieon and Biddle streets, chanced to seal her-
gelf beside n man whose complexion indicated
that he was not a pure Caucasian. The lady
gquirmed for a while, and at last, being unable
to restrain her passion, almost screamed into the
man's ear, **“Why den't you get iato the car de-
voted to persons of your color?"

The man fairly bounded from his seat, so ter-
rific was the sereech given, and for a moment
seemed to be lost in thonf;ht regarding the
sanity of the lady. He finally managed to gay,
“Am I not in the right?” to which she replied,
“‘No, you're not; colored persens ride in a spe-
¢lal car to-day, and this car is for white per-
geone.” The affrighted man now regained his
composure, and said, “Madam, I am a resident
of Charleston, SBouth Carolina, and can boost of
ag good a family, perhaps, as you can, and per-
haps if you knew my name, you would be more
eareful in future how you find fault with persons
whose complexions are a shade darker than
youre." The lady called upon the conductor to
stop the car, and quitted it with feelings expe-
rienced by a person who has committed a mean
action and been exposed.

Beveral of the conductors, when they had
been informed that their cars had been sel apart
for the accommodation of colored persoms, re-
fused to take charge of them, and resigned their
positions. Their situations did not remain idle
many minutes, as there are plenty of men on
band who are happy to get an op‘rortunlty of
earning $21 per week, and who did not object
to collect fare from a man because his com-
plexion did not resemble Parian marble.

WILKESPARRE, Pa., May 6.—A terrible con-
flagration Is now raging along the line of the
Wilkesbarre Mountains, extending from this
place to Clark’s Green. It originated from some
unknown cause at White Haven, on the line of
the Lehigh Valley and Lehigh and Busquehanna
Rallroads, and its fearful progress has proved
irresistible. The entire population are out
fighting the flames, but thus far their efforts
have been futile.

The loss along the ronte must be very heavy.
Accounts already recoived report the destruc-
tion of millions of feet of lnmber and cordwood,
and mlles of fence; nine dwelling-houses, seven
barns, o large steam sawmill, and considerable
other valuable property. Nething short of a
heavy rain will extinguish this immense fire,
which threatens devastation to everything In its
course,

The question then for the jury was as to the
mental condition of the sccused when the deed
was committed. Afterspeaking of the power of
& good woman for good, counsel went on to say
there were two incldents in the trial well worthy
of obgervation—one was the appesrance of pri-
vate counsel in the case; the other was the
objection to three jurors who happened to be
countrymen of the prisoner. Those men were
good and reputable citizens, eligible us jurors,
and their exclusion by the District Attorney was
utterly indefensible. Questions asked by vri-
vate counsel prove that private malice was at
the back of the prosecution.

He withed to impress upon the jury that this
was a case of murder or nothlng. Any such
compromise as gending the prisover to the Blate
Prison would be a violation of their oaths, The
jury ehould remember that a man mlght be insave
towards one individual and sane towards all
others.
