The Sixteenth Asnunl Heport of the Prisen

Agent—His Operations During IN69 A Large

Having to the Olty Treasury, and Mueh Suffer-

ing Prevented.

The sixteonth annual report of Mr. William J,
Mullen, the zealous Prison Agent, transmitted to
“Ihe Philndeiphia Bociety for Alleviating the Miseries
of Public Prisons,” and showing his operations dar-

the year 1668, has Just been printed, We ar
from it several items of genersl pablic interes

The number of arrests made by the pollce in the
oity during 1569 amonnted to 88,458, showing &n In-
ereafe over the previons year of 2138, Of the nam-
ber arrested, 15,805 were commisted 0 our Connty
Prigon; in addition to this, there were 110 children
who were brought to the prisos with their parents,
and whose ages ranged from eleven days to nlue
years, helng un increase of 655 over the number
romnutted last year, without inciuding the chitdren.
The Agent, with this large asmouni of crime
and misery before him, followed by =&
great proportion of absdlute but  sufering
nnoeence, made it his constant care
%0 diseriminate between the gullty and the innocent,
and to ascertain correctly what cases there were
that would admit of such relief as it was In his
power to extend appropriately to them. His duties
were at all times laborious and perplexing, requir-
ing the exercise of great jndgment and care (u the
gelcotion and disposition oI cakes,

The Prison Agent succeeded in  releasing
from prison during the year 3895 persons,
These were all court cases, Of the number lbe-
ruted 2860 were men, 1470 wele wotnen, and 60 were
children, Included in the number Hoerated, there
were twenty-four who were insane ; thelr casea were
promplly attended to, by the procuring of certi-
cates from the prison Ehyau-lnns certirylng to their
insanity, after whioh they were released and taken
to the insane Asylum at the Almshouse,

Of the 8805 persons who obtalned thelr liberty
through the interference of the Agent, there were
but 99 who were able to pay thelr costs; and they
paid.but §254 94, making sn average of §'09 each,
that was given by those who were able to pay. This
money was given to the District Attorney, magis-
wrates, and other officials,

Over 7900 cuses have been examined and inguired
into ; maglstrates and other oMceers of the law have
been consulted, together with the prosecators; and
over 1600 letters have been written and malled on
behall of prisoners within the year. By these ex-
ertiond the agent has suved nomerous families
from being broken up, aud thelr houseloids gfrom
being scattered and rulned.

The release of these persons from prison has been
A saving to the tax-payers of our olty of §44,774'55,
of which $25928876 would have been required for
ignoring their cases, nnd §15,66850 would have been
expended for thelr mammtenanoe had they been de-
taiped in prison untl the eariiest period o the term
of the Court for disposing of thelr cases,

The whole number of persons released from
prison through the luterference of the Agent during
the sixteen years in which his agency nus exlsted
bas been 26,657, at & saving to the couuty of §240,084.
From s pecumary point of view, therefore, lus posl-
ticn and aoutles are very lmportant ; but we ghould not
loge gight of the great amount of undeserved human
sufleriug which has been vannwrl at the same
time, A perusal of the particulars of some of the
cases attended to, which are annexed to the report
before us, gives striking proof of this fact. 'I'ne
majority of them originated Io vindictiveness,
mailce or lnmmsluraute. many arose from thought-
lessness, sult being brought on the lmpulse of the
woment, when & sober second thought would have
deprecated such a course, Many petty, triding
cakes were brought to the attentlom of the
Agent which ghould mnever huve been al-
lowed to exist at all Partiea concerned in
these sults seem to be encouraged in them by the
conduct of some of our magistrates, who being
dependent upon the fees of thelr oifices for support,
issue warrants in almost every case, and that too
sometimes without ever having been pald the cost
of the warrant, taking thelr chance to get their pay
out of the parties to be arrested who are brought
before them. TheA gent expresses the opinlon that,
If the magistrates were deprived by law of all n-
terest in the commitiment of persons brought before
them, by rendering their oflices salarled ones, and
preventing them from receiving fecs at all, they
woenld gerutinize each case clogely, and would re-
fralw from committing for trifling offenses. Such a
courge would, in the opinion jof the Agent, reduce
the eriminal bueiness of this county at least one-
half, and wonld lessen the burden of tax-payers to
the extent of many thousands of dollars annually,
and that too without endangering 1 the least the
morals or the safety of the community.

OF the 84,488 arrests made within the year, there
were but 549 convicted and retarned to prison, and
550 lgnored of the 18,805 who had been committed to
pricon.  The whole number of cases acted upon by
the Grand Juries within the year was 5490, of which
there were 32534 true bills found and 2175 ignored,
Of these convicted and sentenced to labor, 84656 were
white males, and 38 white lfemnies; S§ were black
males, and 16 black females ; the remaluing 02 were
not sentenced to labor,

The trials in the criminal court and the conviction
of bos persons In the year 1569 cost the sum of

74,770, which was paid to jurors, witnesses, District

ttorney, Clerk of the Court, and tipstaves; this is
independent of the salaries of the Judges, ‘e cost
of the Philadelphia County Prigoa for the ﬁui\mrt of

risoners for the year 1509 was $105,9¢512, In addl

jon to this there was an appruprtanlou of §18.060 for
the support of our prisoners dout by the Court to the
Rastern Penitentlaty. The appropristion for the
Department of Police for the year was §351,653-90,
The cost for the support of the Almshouse within
the year 1500 was §824,200'058,

The number of arrests made within the year 1588
would be in the proportion of about one arrest to
every twenty-two persons, The commitments to
pison exceeded 17,000, which would be at the rate
of one for every forty-seven Inhabitants. Yet of
these 17,000 men and women sent to jall the juries
only convicted 860, Every convictlon actually costs
the city over $100.  If we should add to this the ex-

nse of the untried prisopers and the salaries of

he police foroe, every conviction costs us over
$1000, Of the 18,505 persons who were committed to
rison within the year 1569, there were discharged
the maglstrates BIB0, against 6072 for the year
1668, being an Iincresse of , 2678, There were dis-
charged § the Inspectors within the year 8418,
nst 7007 for 1568, being 8580 less than in the pre-
ous year, Of the 18,406 committed to prison, there
were discharged by the Clerk of the Conrt of Quar-
ter Sesslons 477, against 550 for the previons year,
being & decrense of 78, In addition to this there
wore 580 cures ignored and discharged by the au-
thority of the Court, leaving 1308 persons who were
disposed of by the Judges, Clty Solicitor, and other
officials. The whole number of triable cases com-
mitted in 1860 was 8418, The whole number of cases
on the calendar to Court of tried cases was 1515,

Annexed to Mr. Mullen's report are several arti-
cles of interest to those who are anxions to relieve
the miseries of prison life and discipline, and also a
detailed report of the factsin the most important
cases in which the Agent interfered and secured the
djscharge of prisoners.

Bengon, afterwards as Alexander Bonson, and suitl
subsequently a8 Alexander Benson & CUo. which
continued fur about tnirty years, The firm was dis-
solved in 1868, after which time several chnoges
wers made, Tn 1868 it was merged in the firm of
Emory, Bepson & Co. Inthis Mr. Benson had an
interest until about a year ago,

He attended persoaully to the active duties of his
private business until a fortnight ago, wnen he feit
somwewhat indisposed and, retired to his home for
awhile, Up to that time he had never missed o day
in being present at the office, except for a very short
tme In the sutwmer months. He waa & man that
WHE always st work and had no 1dle momsnts

Mr. Benson was o nstive of Baltimors, sod at the
time of his death was in his seventy-sixth year. lle
WaB Bot only one ol the oldest brokers on the siree:,
but was also one of the oldest vl menibers of
the Board of Brokers. He held high posttions in
various lnsurance and other t:l)m“llllel. anl asa
business man wass regarded wit the greatesg
esteem, He was one ol the oldest directors of the
Philadelphin Ifire Insurance Company, almost from
the dete of its foundation,

He was very generaily congnited on varions busi-
ness questions and luterests. His private life was
pure and blameloss,

His death wae caused by a general decline, which
for g month past haa become more and more mani-
fest. He died calmiy at about half past seven o'clock
this morning. He leaved a large ostate, which 18
valued at bevween two and three millioas of dollars.
Mr, Gustavus S, Benson, of the Girard Estate, 18 a
brother to the deceased, and was his bLosiness
partner under the name of Benson & Co.

The Denl Executlon-The Indifferonce of the
Prisoner.

Special Despateh to The Evening Telagraph,
Reapixg,Pa., May 13 -2 P.M.-—~Those who were
so fortunate ae to obtain tickets began arriving
at abouy 10 o'clock, and at that hour the prison
gate was thrown open. By noon at least two
hundred bad been admitted. The priests, at
11 o'clock, announced that the prisoner had
expresged his readiness for the scaffold, but the
Bheriff, for some unaccountable rerson, decided
upon further delay.

Father Finlan, of the English Catholie Church,
arrived at that time, and joined his brother
priesis in the last religious ceremony. At 1:80
o'clock the Bheriff entered the cell and stated
that he had come to perform the duty imposed
upon him by law. The doomed man sald he
was ready, and the line haviog been formed of
priests, Bherifl, prisoner, and jury, proceeded
alopg the corridor to the yard and the scaf-
fold.

The prisoner manifested the same indifference
that he has exhibited since his incarceratlon.
He mounted the steps with firmness and ex-
hibited no emotion whatever. While on the
platform he made a few remarks in which he
gaid he was sorry for the crime which he was
now expiating, and he had hoped that he wounld
be encircled in the divine arms of his Saviour
before leaviog liis cell. Deal ate dinner, which
was furnished by the warden from his own
table. He kept up his stoical dewmeanor uatil
the drop fell and all was over,

Description of the Uollislon,

A Republican reporter gives the following
description of the collision and wreck:—The
exprees train consisted of five passenger and
one baggage car, The freight train was long
and heavy. At the point of the collision s an
embankment fifteen feet high, where the road
curves &0 sharply that approaching trains
cannot see each other until close together.
A boy standing near engineer Jack-
gon was the first to descry the smoke-
stack of the approaching freight train, entering
the curve at the east, just as the express en-
tered west. He direcied the attention of
Jackson to the danger. The brakes were im-
medistely whistled down, the engine reversed,
the speed of the traln somewhat checked, but
ro appliances of buman power could stop the
heavy freight under a half mile,

The two traing met with a tremendous crash,
and fell into helpless and disjointed fragments.
The baggage-car, the two forward passenger-
cars of the express on one side, the tender and
geveral box-cars on the other, were reduced to
ruins, and spattered with the blood of forty-five
human beings. The two engines were driven
with such force into each other that it was
almost impossible, after the collision, to distin-
guish the parts of one frem the other, The cars
ware jammed {ogether and shivered into splin-
ters, and the wheels, tracks, ete. blended into an
indescribable heap that rolled down the em-
bankment. The rear cars of the express shared
the concusslon, but escaped the fall of the for-
ward ones. The engines are both on the same
gide of the embankment, ands.were a hesp of
fragments, while around all sldes was confusion
and ruin. The baggage car and the one next to
it were shivered a8 if by au infernal explosion.
The mass of broken timbers, iron rods, wheels,
and other portiops of the cars lookedflike the
frantic work of some infernal agency.
