The report given in these telegrams is not fully
credited here, save by the Spaaiards. The fact that
no mention 8 muade of the staamer indloates
that she must have compieted her landing and
salled away before her discovery by the Eco, and
doubtless 4 portion of heér cargo had been moved
into the interior. The rafts mentioned aresuch as
were prepared to effect the landing before the ar-
rival, ana the Cubans say that only the load of one
of these was captured.

In commenting upon the expedition the press of
the city is inclined to regard the United Statea Gov-
ernment as dilatory., The Diario de la Maring, while
without fear of these expeditions, says 1t {8 muach
easler 10 prevent the salling of them than the dis-
embarkation, as there are seven handred leagues of
coast to guard, This {8 considerable letting down
feom the loud boasts of the naval force whieh formed
a cordon about the lsland to prevent all landing.”
A contrast s drawn between the actlon of the
Washington Government in the matter of the Fe-
nians and of the insurgents here, with the conclu-
sion that less consideration is shown to Spain than
to Great Britain, _

There I8 nothing further of interest from the insur-
restion, and it 18 evident the efforts of the Spanlards
are relaxing as the warm weather comes on.

Dates from Cinco Villas to the 8d mention the cap-
ture of an envoy or agent of Bembeta, who was mor-
tally wonnded before being taken. The papers here
contaln an account of the capture by fourteen
Spanish soldiarg of a cannon defended by 150 insur-

The Nerth-Germnn Note to Cardinal Anteaelll
—Napoleon’s Positlon on Jofnllibliity Sus-
inined.

The Paris Galignani and other papers, quoting
from the Augaburg GGazeite, give the textef a note
presented by the Northern Confederation to Car-
dinal Antonelll. It backs up the French note in
every point. The lapguage 18 very firm, and on
gome points very striking; par exemple, In the pas-
sages of which the followlng are substantlally the
contents:—

The Cabinet of the Tuileries baving requested ns
to support the representations which It has just sub-
mitted to the Holy Father as President of the Coun
cll, we could not hesitate to join in 4 meéasnrd
Judged wise and even urgent by many COathollos,
who hope to kee the resalt of the great Roman
Asgenbly lead to the establishment of civil and reli-
glouy traggulllity,

Agein:—

In Germany the Christians, Catholic and Protes.
tant, must associate peaceably. Under the Influence
of daily contact differences seem so rapld.y disap-
pearing that wishout saying that religion will blend
entirely, 1t may be hoped it is possible they may
combine to crush the many theories which are de-
ptroying religions sentiments,

The document winds up with a little rather strong
advige, given, of course, by the best of friends
and In the kindeat of spirits, to the effect that the
(Ecuomenical Councll had better not offend sec-
tions of the Catholle Church in Germany and
France:—

In submitting these observations to che Joly See
we are Inno way influcnced by the ideas of those
whom the Court of Rome considers, perhaps, as its
enemies, We have uo interest in weakening the
authority of the sovereign Pontll. It is asa menmﬁ
FPower, and for the purﬂm of rendering a fres
service to the Vatican, that we would wish, by the
frankness with which we speak on the difculties of
our positiop, and on the dangers of & religions crisis,
to try and eliminate from the programme of the
Council anything that might compromise the gene-
rally satisfactory position of the Catholic Chtirch in
Germany.

If we could flatter ourselves with haviog in any
wl{ contributed to such a result, we should not only
feel Indebted 1o the wisdom of the Holy See, but we
should conslder it yet another motive lor perse-
veriog in the line of conduct whioch we have always
follewed in our relations with the Roman Court.

Finnl Confab with the Indinns—Another Specoh
from Ulond.

WisninaroN, June 18.—Becretary Cox and
Commissloner Parker, at the request of Red
Cloud, gave the latter an interview on Sunday
Several of the party delayed attending, being
diesatisfied with the former proceedings, but
they were finally induced to come into the room.
Among others present were Representatives
Garfleld, Ferry, Laflin, and Smith, of Ohlo,
General Walker, Buperintendent of Census,
and Commissioser of Customs Bargent. Com-
missioner Parker remarked to them that if they
bhad anything to say they would now be heard,
Réd Cloud then spoke as follows: —

Father:—] have come to bid you good-by. I want
an Answer to my reguest for the men I have named
for my agents and traders. I do not want strange
men, | also ask for 17 horses to take us back home
from the rallroad. Before you sent troops to my
country yon never had any trouble, I ask you
whether Idid any dam to those whe passed
through my country. 1 divided with them what 1
had; put moccasing on their feet, and made them
presents of horses, and [ want all you present to lis-
ten to me. All of yon seem against us. The men

ou sent ont to my country alwhys make wur and all
hey want 18 to make money by destroylog us, Ido
not want mly military men for my u%gnta or superin-
tendents. wonld rather have other men. You
send ont men who are poor, who may fil their
pockets there. 1do net want then. I intend to

_make a #peech in New York,

Secretary Cox:—As Red Clond wants o leave here
to-day, I will try to be short In what I have to say.
As to agenta and traders, Red Cloud repeated what
he sald the other day, We are not preparaed now
t name the traders or agentd, We shall not send
anybody there to steal from them if we know it.  Ir
you see any agents or traders cheating you, we want
you to tell us, We will bring them away and punish
them, The putting of agents north of Fort Fetter-
man {8 & new thing, and depends upon seeing that
you are wmmf to live there in eace, because the
old treaty sald the tradiog should be done on the
Misgouri river. This new arrangement I8 made
out of kindness, and we are golng to carry it
out. What we say we mean. What you say is
entitled to great welght, bat we are not now réady
to determine the question, The President made his
npswer the other about the forts, some of which
we removed because we d to do so,

Fort Fetterman is south of the Platte river. We
cannot remove it now. Wae believe il a8 mash pro-
tection for the Indians as the whites in that coutitry,
to stop the people from going into the country both
ways, We know soldiers sometimes make mischlef,
butif we bring them all away, there will be more
trouble than ever before. We have them there to
keep both sldes peaceable. We have not yet
got from the Great Council all the money we
want to make presents, General Smith will have a
good deal to buy presents on the way for you and

our families, but we have not yet got the seventeen
iorses you nsk for, You will have everything we
can ﬂ"" you to make you comfortable and presents
1o take home, 10 Bhow we mean to treat {ou kindly
ete, We have plenb{l for that purpose, If you shall
stay quietly on the home assigned to you we shall
keep adding to your presents. The treaty I read 1o
rou the other day named a gond many things, cost-
ng & great deal of meney. We will add more [rom
time to time, I do not want to promise you any-
thing that we will not do, and_therefore we are
stingy in mak\nf promises. I do not want to say
anytiing you will not find true when yoa get out on
thé plaing, We hope you are going homse detér-
mined to be our friends and that we will never have
another quarrel with the Sloux people.. When we
fell that all your people are really our friends we
will be more generous to them,

You will see how kindly all our people are towards
ou. We hope you will have a sale and pleasant
ourney home, and when you reach it you will send

send us word by telegraph, We will remember all
you have said in councll here.

RRed Cloud, after a pause, said:—1 know vou will
remember what 1 have sald, for yon have good me-
mories, If I had not been for peace 1 should not
have come to my Great Father's house, Tell your
children to keep the peace. I do not sap ta my
Father, go to my country and scare the game uw?.
Tell him to keep bis people away. 1 will pot do
wrong, If you lad kept your people across the
Platte, you never would have had any trouble. You
have your land fenced In, and do not want us
to come on it. We have our lands fenced, and do
pot want you to intrude om us. All the nations
are around us, I do not want 1o make war with the
Great Father. 1 want to show I go away peaceable,
1 want to raise my children on my land, and there-
fore | want the GUreat Father to keep his children
away from me, 1 was never ralsed by my father on
horses. The Mexicans showed me how to ride them,
1 want good horses—the same as you gave W
Spotted “nll. 1 am mot mad with you, I havegot
& better heart, 1 am going home. If yon will not
give me horses, very well. God Almighty ralsed me
naked. 1 dm much pleased with your offer to glve
me presents, but 1 do not 'want them,

the other warriors shoek hauds with the Secre-
tary and the Commissioner, and then hastily
loft the room, followed by & large crowd of pale
faces. They will leave Washington to-day.
