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A HORRIBLE MURDER.

A Young Woemnn Literally Unt te Pleces by n
Jenloun Lover—Letter of the Muarderer

From the Elko (Nevadn) Iwdependent of a recent
date we take the following fearfual story:—

In the long catalogue of crimes, but few if any
cases equal the one perpetrated (o this town on lnst
Sunday morning, aboat § o'clock, In pont of reck-
lessness, horror, and bratality, A young woman
pamed Annje McManus, bot who was familiarly
known here by the name of Dolly, who has been en-
puged a8 a walter-girl in a saloon for some two
months past, was most inhumanly attacked, and
dieadfully cot with a knife,

ARCEIVING SIXTY-FIVE WOUNDE,
from the effects of which she died on Mouday arter-
noon. It gppears from her statements, and by let-
fers found among his effects, that the muorderer’s
name 18 Bernard J. Cosgrove, and that Le had fol-
lJowed Dolly from San Franeisco with the avowed
intention of murdering her., Cosgrove arrived in
Elko some ten days ago, since which time he com-

«1led Dolly to live with lom, and most of the thue

ept ber locked up in her rrom, carrying the key in
big poekel. Un Saturday he recelved from his
mother in fan Francisco, to enab:e him to return
home, which was accompanied with an affectionate
letter from one of his family, During that day and
pight he was engaged Iin gambling until he lost his
money,when e became morose and ugly, and fnall
endeavored to steal money from the dice-board. .
M. Banks, a policeman, who happened to he on
nand. took him away and escorted him up Fourth
mtreet towards his room, When about hall way
home the man thanked the ofMcer ana sald he could
find the place withont diMcalty Banks sauntered
round for a few moments, when he heard the

and piercing shrleks from the direction of the ronm
occupicd by the parties. He Immediately went to
the house, where he fonnd the door locked, and was
o bliged to break it open.  On entering the house ne
found

THE WALLS AND BED BESPATTERED WITH BLOOD,

and the murderer escaped, The Inhnman wretch
had taken to the sagehrush, but his track had heen
watched. Eheril’ Flich and deputy and others were
awakened, and started in pursuit, By the sssistance
of a dog that took his track the man was discovered,
and in the assault upon him the dog was badly cut
in the neck aud shoulder. 'The man was found
Iving on the ground, apparently dead. In his hand
wa- found a dagger, covered with long, black hair
vod blood, The prisoner could not be made to
speak while belog taken to prison, but was salky
and obstinate,
FATAL TERMINATION.

At 7 o'clock on Sunday morning the woman was
intormed that it was lmpossible for her to live, and
il she had any requests 1o make to do so. She di-
rected that a telegram be sent to her father, in San
Fianclsco, and regnested the atteadance of a priest,
f1 d that she might be buried respectably. Upon
| eing questioned as to who cut her, and why It was
done, she replicd, *'Barney stabbed me, but I do not
know what for.” Her suaffering was terrible, the
breath ovzing out of four wounds at every respira-
tion, until Monday alfternoon at b o clock, when her
) irit passed away.

The Corpwses of the Poor te be Chepped up In

Our faithful correspondent in New Haven sent us
for Saturday's dally & draft of the bill now before the
Leglalature which in effect, were it adopted, would
revive the old “Boll Up Law."” Some of our older
readers will remember something about that law
and the excitement which attended It3 ensctment.
Old residents of New Haven have not forgottea the
mob that assembled to tear down the Medlcal Cal-
lege, where, it was reported, the cellars were filled
with dead bodies awalting dissection. Possibly a
pimilar scene may be enacted there should the il
now before the .a.ﬁlulal.uru pass,

The maln provision of the “Bofl Up Law" was
that on the death of any person whose Interment
ghould be at the axpense of the State, or of any
town within the State, Il no friends appear to clalm
the body and give it bunal, the anthorities might on
:}ppucatwn give it to the physiclans for dissection.

he law was & very odious one, particularly to the

oor. 1t was enacted by the Democrats, aml the
higs used it very effectively agalnst the Democra-
y, plc-dftng themselves to repeal it when they ob-
tained the power. The law was enacted In 1533,
and bears the signature of Henry W. Bdwards, as
Governor, Ebenezer Stoddard, Lieutenant Governor,
Sumuel Ingham, Speauker of the House, The next
ear the Whigs were successful, elocting Samuel A,
“‘oot, of Cheshire, Goverpor, and, in sccordance
with their promiges one of thelr first acts was to
rt-Penl the odious law,

The law now proposed {8 quite as Infamous in its
character as the old one, and the action of its frends
in trying to prevent the people from Kknowing any-
thing about the measare shows that they so regard
It themselves., By it the body of any deceasod por-
s0n whose friends are nol nesr enongh to claim It
within twenty-four hours belongs to the physicians
if the anthorities are willing to give it to tham, and
if the friends are mem enough, bt fall to make de-
mand for the body, it can be fi.u--n up for digsaction.

In many cases it would bhe imposgible for the
friends of & deceased pergon to be notified of his
death within twenty-four houars, to sag nothing of
thelr being able to reach the state within that time,
and they might arrive just o time to have the “privi-
lege” of witnessing the lust operation on the dissect-
ing table. It might, however, be a great “comfort”
for them to know that the humane law wonld allow
them to recelve the sacred portions of the body npon
making polite demand on the dooctors,

A Leglslature which should enact such a law
would be justly denounced by everybody who cares
for the friendless, and the lnw would be ased against
any political party that could have prevented its
enactment and yet fatled to prevent it

THE INFAMOUS RILL.
B it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives, in General Axsembly eonvened,

And it shail be the duty of the said pro-
feesors and teachers decently to bury the rematns of
all poaies after they shall have answered the prr-
I'ms!-s of study aforesaid ; and for any neglect or vio-
ation of this provision of this act the party so
neglecting shall forfeit and pay a penalty ulpnut 1084

Section 2. The remains or bodies of such persons
B8 may be sO recelved by the professors and teachers
aforesaid, shall be used for the purposes of medic)
and surgical study alope, in & manner consistent
with publie propriety, and In thils State only, and
whoever shall remove such remains beyond the
limits of this State, or In any manner traftic in the
game ghall be deemed gullty of 4 misdemeanor, and

WAS IT A SUICIDE?

Mutllated Human Reaning Found Hanglong
toa Treve—A Man Enten by Hogs,

The St, Louis Democrat of the 20t1 Instant says:—

A short Jdistance below Carondelet (s a fine tract
of land kpown a8 the Allen place. The farm 18
rented by a Mr. Wagner, who, with his family,
occupy the place and cultivate the land. On Friday
evening Mr., Wagner told his son to search for u
missing steer in the thber, and the boy, with two
companions, started out to look for it  On reaching
a point abont three-quarters of & mile below the
river Les Peres, and within a few yards of the track
of the Iron Mountain Rallroad, the boys saw a dark
body among the trees, which they at irst supposed
to be the missing ammal. On a closer approach,
however, they found the body uf & man hauging by
a leather strap from the limb of a small tree, within
twenty-tive feet of the raliroad track.

The body ouly of the man remalned, as the llmba
haa been torn off at the thighs, and devoured by
hogs, "he man had apparentl { been haongloag there
for several months, and the skin and fesh on the
hande, arms, and face had dried and shrivelled
under the flerce rays of the sun until the corpse ap-
pesred like an Egyptian mummy. The eyes, lip
and tongue were gone, and the welght o
the body upon the #strap had burst the skin of
the chin, and the jawbone was exposed to view, The
intestizes were also gone, and the sight was
altogether one of the most borrible that could be
imagined. The strap by which the Lody wus sus-
penaed had evidently been used by the deceased as
a belt, No knot or noose was tied 1n it, but it had
been buckled over the limb, and the saicide, If
suicide it was, had deliberately thrust his head
through the loop, and with his feet resting upon
the ground had leaned forward upon the strap
apd choked himselfl to death. From the fact that
two of the ribs, one on the right and one on the
left glde, were broken, a susplcion was aroused that
the man might have been murdered and placed
in that position to create s false Impression that ne
had comisitted suicide. With the exception of the
two bLroken ribs, however, the other bones were
found entire. It is possible that the man may have
been accidentally Injured ana out of the reach of
human assistance, may, in his agony, have used this
method of termivating his sufferings, Be this as it
may, nothing was found by which the muatilated
remains could be ldentitled, and the Coroner's jury,
belleving thatthe man had committed sulcide, re-
:;nﬁnud a verdict In accordance with the suppo-
sition.

Enormens Hallstones Falling like Saoew

Bulldings wore struck and persons lojured,
In Greenville, Whipple & Co’'s wheslwright shop
was struck and destroyed by fire; loss, $10,000,
The fire reached the store of Harnes & Sprague,
which was also destroyed; loss, $6000.

In one place the lightning struck the
rock, splitting off an immenseé block, which was
hurled Into the river, In New Jersey several
casualties occurred, but no loss of life is reported.

The Enormous Sacrificos which the Hed Men
have Made for the Make of Pence—Hobbing

The Senute Committee on Indlan Afmairs have
sgain had .the Cherokee treaty nmder discussion,
The treaty of 1568 was ohjected to by Secretary Cox,
and many amendments were agreed upon between
him and the Cherokee delegates now here. The
amended treaty as agreed upon was sent in to the
Senate as it was originally, accompanted by a reclta-
tion of what they have abandoned, as follows: —

recently terminated war, and we hoped that
the annexsation 10 the United States would
have atforded the lsiands advantages so importaat
that they could have contributed to soothe the pain
which a separation necessarily must cause in the
coloples vo less than in the mother country. You
for your part, and the Danish Diet on the part of the
Kingdom, have concurred in these views, andl we all
met ju the mutual readiness te accommodate our-
peives to what appeared to us all to be recom mendsd

Luexpected obstacles have arlsen to the realiza-
tion of this ldea und released us from our pledged
word.

which only &t our request you gave, to a separation
of the slauds from the Danish Crown,

In then fore makiug known to you that the con.
vention made on the 24th of October, 1861, for the
cession of the lslands of 8t. Thomas and Bt Johos
to the United Btates of America has become vold,
we entertain 1he Arm belie’ that our Government,
busgonad by your own active endeavors, will sac-
ceed I promoting the {oterests of the islanas, and
by degrees efface all remembrances of the misfor-
tupes which of late years huve s0 sadiy befallen the
islands.
