The will of the late Smith, of Hat-
field, in providiug for the establishment of a
college in Hawpshire county for the higher
edncation of young women, announces as the
design of the testator to.secure privileges
equal in all respects to those now afforded in
our colleges to young men. BShe says:— ‘It
is wy opiuion that by the higher aud more
thorough Christian education of women,
their wrongs will be redressed, their wages
u%jtuted. theiwr weight of influence in reform-
. ing the evils of society greatly incressed; s

tenchers, as writars, as mothers, as mombers
of gociety, their power for good will be
incaloulably enlarged.” The institution is
to bear the name of Smith College. If there
is more than $300,000 left after paying other
legatees, the whole is to go to the collage: if
less, it i8 to aconmulate until it reaches that
sum, To secnre it, Northampton must make
the required contribution of %25,000 within
two years, otherwise it goes to Hatfleld.
Not more then half the bequest may be in-
vested in buildings and grounds; the other
balf to be a permanent fund, of which the in-

ing teaclers, library, and apparatus for the
higber education of young women, and the
general purposes aud objects of the institn-
tion, The will provides farther, that the
*‘Holy Seriptures shall be daily and systema-
tically read and studied in said college, nnd
witbout giving the preference to any sect or

I would have the eduncation sunited to the
mintal and physical wants of women. It
is not my design to render my sex auny the
less feminine, but to develop, ns fully as
wey be, the powers of womanhood and to
furnish women with the means of usefulness,
bheppiness and honor, now withheld from

them,” The first trustees of the college are
to be Charles E. Forhes and Osmyn
Baker. of Northampton; Rev. Jobm M,
Greene, of South Hadley (now of
Lowell ): Professor W, 8.
