T disposition to agitate the Chinese ques-
tion in Congress increases with the growing
nsceasity of paliticinus to make up records
that will help carry them safely through the
coming elactions. The scholastic Sumner,
who advooates the abolition of all forms of
caato, apoaks of the Orientals kindly as the
Ohi-nfece, while the Pacific Senators, in
doferonce to the prejudices of a portion of
thoir oonstituents, thunder forth denuncia-
tions agninst the Chi-kness, Mr. Oake, of
this State, who represents a portion of the
coal region in the House of ljepresentatives,
also belongs to the Chi-Lnees party. The
gentle miners of Schuylkill county have
an amiable babit of forming com-
binations which are vivified by ter-
rorigm and violence, and they are not
without apprebensions that the almond-
eyad Celeatinla may grapple with the mys.
teriea of anthracite some of these fine days,
and thoreby stop the business of burning coal-
breakersand shooting refractory superinten-
douts, To avert so dreadful a calamity,
Mr. Oake proposies to prohibit the “‘introdue-
tion of bondmen from China,” and he is dis-
posed to be severse upon all emigrants who
will not “‘as speedily as possible adopt the
mannars, hakits, and customs of our people.”
5o far a3 the resolutions he recently offered
in the House, or similiar propositions, pro-
vide for the prohibition of involuntary bond-
ags, they will be cordially endorsed by the
great body of the American people. Nothing
ia plainer than that slavery of every form
should be, is, and must be prohibited by
the lawa of this country. It was said of Eng-
loud years sgo that the moment a slave
touched English soil he was free, and this is
the ruling dootrine of America to-day. If
thore is anything wrong about the contracts
vador  which the Chinamen arg
brought to. this country, it should
be righted, but, whether'it is righted or not,
we cannot understand how any coatract
formad in another continent can, in the ab-
sonce of positive legislation, legally enslave
an immigrant after he lands upon our shores,
Tho Chinese naturally band together hers, as
small koota of American workmen would
+band together if they went to China, for mn-
tual convenience, protection, and congenial
intorcourie, but no bond can be forged
on (he other side of the Pacific
stiong enough to hold them in in-
voloutary gervitude on our soil: and after
thoy once become familiarized with our
language and customs, they will be as ready
to seek now affiliations as the Irish or Ger-
man immigrants. It is said that the Chinese
shoemakers of North Adams are already
attracting the favorable notice of the Yankee
factory-girls, and we shall not be at all asto-
nishad if in due season fhey learn to make
love as well as money in as orthodox an
Amsrican fashion as the conservative heart of
Mr. Cake could establish.

Emigration, above all other things, has
boilt up this country, and now that a now
mine of this species of wealth has been
opauad, why shoold we refase to avail our-
salves of ita offerad treasures? The object of
tba Chinase in coming here is to perform a
sharo ofthe mighty mass of work which, for
tho common goodof all, should be performed
al tho earlizst possible moment, The South-
ern Biates alone could, by the proper applica-
fion of wntelligent labor, be made to sustain
moto than a hundred millions of people, and
at tho present moment nine-tenths of their
natoral regources are dormant and un-
productive. The bulk of the west.
‘em balf of our territory is
still in a condition of primitive wildness, and
on it, excluaively, millions of Chinese could
find, undor proper industrial conditions, em-
ployment profitable to them and to us. There
is not a Stats, city or town, even in the most
thickly settled portions of the Union. where
remunerative work is not awaiting skilful
and iodostrious workmen. And it will be
time eoouglh after a million of industrial
voids in sgricalture, mannfoctures, and com-
marce have been flled, to close our ports to

OBITUARY.
Rear-Admirn) John A, Dahlgren.

A despateh from Washington announces the
death of Rear-Admiral John A. Dahlgren, which
took place al (he Navy Yard in that city this
morning.

The deceased officor was a native of Phila-
delphin, and Le was appointed a midshipman
from the State of Pennaylvania on the lst
of February, 1820, He made his firet eruise in
the frigate Macedonian, attached to the Brazil
equadron, in the years 1827-20. He afterwards
vieited the Mediterranean, in 1830-32, on board
the sloop-of-war Ontario. On the 20th of April,
1882, he was made a passed midshipmau, and
was employed en coast survey duly from 1836
to 1842. His commission as lientenant
was dated March Sth, 1837, and ia
184445 he served on board the [rigate Cumber-
land, in the Mediterrapean squadron. From
1844 to 1857 he was omployed on ordnance dutly,
and in conducting vumerous important experi-
ments for the improvement of naval cannon and
ammunition his talents found their proper ficld
of exerelge. It was at this period that he in-
vented the celebrated Dahlgren smooth-bore and
rifled guns, and perfected a sysiem of naval
ordonnee that has demonstrated its efficiency
on many important and trying occasions. He

received his commission as commander in Sep- |

tember, 1855, and in 1858 59 he was in command
of the ordnance ship Plymounth. This vessel
was armed, according to his views, with o few
heavy shell guns, aud he went upon a
short experimental cruise for the purpose to
testing their efliciency afloat, After being de-
tached from the Plymouth, he was sgain placed
upon ordnance duty at the navy yard at Wash-
ington, where he conducted a number of im-
portant experiments under the direction of the
Bureau of Ordnance and Hydrography.
1he labors of Dahlgren resulted in many
changes in our naval ordnance, and there is no
doubt that his improvements and Inventions
grestly improved the efficlency of the vavy.
The most important of the changes made
through his Influence was the adoption of the
heuvy shell guns of the Dahlgren pattern, and
ulso of the bronze howitzers for boats invented
by him. Theee howitzers, of 24-pound and 12-
pound calibre, were light, easy of transporta-
tion, and a8 they were as avallable
on land as well as afloat, being mounted
when required for shore service on light field
carriages, algo invenled by Commander Dahl-
gren, they performed a great deal of very effec-
tve service durlbg the Rebellion. In the course
of his ordnance experiments Commander Dahl-
gren published the following works, part of
them under the direction of the Bureau of Ord-
punee:—*‘Report on the 32-pounders of 52 ¢wt.”
in 1850; ‘‘Bystem of Boat Armament in the U, 8,
Navy," two edition in 1852 aund 1850; “‘Naval
Percussion Locks and Primers" in 1852, aund
“Shells and thell Guns” in 1856,

On the breaking out of the Rebeillon, mest of
the officcrs of the Washington Navy Yard,
including the commuandant, joined the South.
Commander Dallgren was appeinted Ly Presi-
dent Lincoln to take command of this important
post, that more than almost any other in the
country reguired an  oflicer of undoubted
loyalty. This appeintment was a high proof of
the President’s confidence and regard for Com-
mander Dahlgren, and he pertormed important
snd valuable services in Riding the rapid arma~
ment of vessels fitting out for hostue . erations
againet the Soutbern ports. His commission as

shortly after he was appolnted Chlef of the Bu-

| rean of Ordnance.

Cajtain Dahlgren was promoted to rear-
ndmiral on the Tth of February 1863, and the
Becretary of the Navy expressly declared that
this honor was intéended as a recognition of his
eminent services as an ordnapce oflficer—ser-
vices which were more valuable and important
to the country than those of many

| oficers who had won fame by their deeds in the
| face of the enemy. In the next summer he was

ardered to take command of the South Atlantic
Blockading Squadron, in place of Rear-Admiral
Dupont, He assumed the command of the
squadron on the Gth of July, 1863, and soon
after a combined effort was made on the part of
the npavy and army, the latter under
the command of  General Q. A,
Gillmore, to obtain Ppossession of
Morris Island and the Rebel works on the south
side of Charleston harbor. Neither in the ope-
rations against Morris Island, or afterwards, did
Admiral Dahlgren give any evidence of posess-

| ing the military talents necessary for the work in

which he was cogeged. He was extremely unpop-
ular with the ofificers and men of his fleet, while
General Glimore openly charged him with
jncapacity and total want of military know-
ledge. In fact, the appointment of Admiral

| Dahlgren to this command was a serious mis-

take, and it would have been well for his repu-
tation If be had been recalled and again placed
upon the duty for which be was suited in tue
Ordpance Bureau.

In February, 1804, Admiral Dablgren led an
expedition which ascended the Bt. John's river,

to occopy that State. The battle of Olustee, in
which the Union forces were defeated, was the
chief incident of this campalgn, apd the most
jmportapt service rendered by the navy was in
protecting the clty of Jacksonville after the
army bad fallen back to Ivirom Olustee.
