GRAVE AND GHASTLY.

Tampering With the Dead- Remoaval of Corpsos
Without Anthority—Imperfect Burinis - Puch-
e Dend People Just Under the Sarfaee—
A Cemetery Superintendent la Trouble,

The attention of the Board of Health was
called a few days ago to a case in which Wil-
linm MeCay, the Buperintendent of the Franklin
Cemetery, was charged with violating the health
laws, in disinterring bodles without a permit,
and,zecond, in placing bodies only 7, 8, 12, and
18 inches beneath the surface. The matter
was referred to the Committee on Burial
Girounds and Registration ‘or investigation. The
committeo visited the cemetery, which is located
between Frankford road and the Fifth and
Sixth Btreet Passenger Rallway, and below Alle-
ghepy avenue, and found that the neighbors
were complaining of the peculiar efflavia which
had pervaded the surrounding atmosphere for a
long time. They then proceeded to an inspec-
tion of the grounds, and the result of
that will be found in the annexed report
which was accepted by the Board of
Health at its meeting this afternoon.

The Burial Ground and Registeation Comnites, to
whom was referred whe revert chiarging the Superintend-
ont of the Franklin Oemotery with sandry violstions of

Healith, and that be report bis action to this bonrd,

Health Officer John E. Addicks intends taking
Immediate steps towards the punishment of Mr.
MeCay.

Sectlon 4 of the Regulations provides that no
disintermeut or removal of a body from one
grave or vault to another, in the same cemetery
or burial groundsg, or from one cemetery or bu-
rial ground to another, ghall be allowed without
a permit from the Health Officer.

Rection 6 provides that no body shall be in-
terred in any burial ground within the thickly
populated portion of the city, at a less depth
than eight feet from the surfaee, or in the
rural portion of the city at a less depth than six
feet from the surfnee.
