An American Uorrespondent
Iines-The Defenslve Works at Metz—Pro-
bable Delny In the Freach Advance—Den-
mnrk te be Ferced Into Hostllltles with

Prussia.

The New York Trebune of this morning has
the following special cable telegram:—

Loxpox, July 24—Midnight.—The special
correspondent of the Tribune on July 21 visited
three camps formed around Metz, and was al-
lowed 1o inspect the forts of 8t. Quentin. Fall
information was furnished by the officer who
took him through the fortifications. The work
gpon the forts was to be finished within twenty-
foor bours, Sixly cannon were brought into
position.  Ditches, casemates, bomb-proof
barracks, ete., were in process of construction
«an ap immense scale. 3

This is intended not merely to defend Metz,
which was before sufficiently fortified, but to
protect a vast encampment like the one at pre-
+ent, or, perhips, to give shelter to a beaten
army. The fact that these additional works
were commenced mouths ago is a clear indica-
tion that France has been preparing o as to be
ready, upon the iirst opportunity, for an aggres-
=ive war.

There are two forts of 8t. Quentin, command-
ing the broad valley of the Meuse and the ap-
proaches to the town. Their guns would play
with tremendous effect upon any enemy ad-
vancing through the valley to attack the town.
Intbe valley itsell there is ample shelter for a
whole army. guarded on one side by the guns
of the town and on the other side hy those of
the forts.

OfMcers did not expect to leave for the frontier
in less than eight days, A Prussian captaia of
« ngineers had just arrived in the fort, captured
a8 & spy. Marshal Bazaine and staff are in
Metz, and their horses stand all day saddled be-
fore the hotel, but there is no forward move-
yoent yet made. There have been great diftienl-
tics in bringing supplies forward, not only from
Paris, but from all the country about Metz. All
the borses were seized, and even meat and vege-
tables are beginning to fall. This seems to indi-
cate that French movements may vet be for
some time delayed.

A special despatch from Paris says that some
Prussian troops passing through the Black For-
est toward Basle had several detachments
stopped by the Bwiss, who have a corps of
obeervation numbering 25,000, At McMahon's
beadquarters in Btrasbourg a sirong Freuch
force ls massing to provent a surprise. Through
the deflles of Vosges, troops are pouring into
Stragbourg from Besancon. Everything scems
to indicate that the first great blow will be
struck in that vicinity. There is a fleet of
French gnoboats at 8trasbourg. The great force
is sent thither by railway.

A French frigate has been despatched to the
Scetch coast to collect seamen [rom the fisheries.
The French War Office is taking extraordioary
precautions with & view to seerecy. Bureau
chiefs are prohibited intercourse outside their
depariments. All instructions proceed direct
from the War Minister, and not through subor-
dinates.

The special correspondent of the London
Daily News in Paris states on Saturday that
France is resolved to force Denmark Into hos-
tilities against Prussin, notwithstanding the
determination of the Danish Cabinet to remain
neutral; that a French squadron will appear
before Copenhagen and occasion a movement
that will overthrow the Ministry and save the
Danes from Prussia in spite of themselves.

MeCullough Torrens will this week ask the
English Government whether the statement is
true which bas been received by telegraph from
America, that Clarendon, replying to a commu-
nication from Motley, had declined to reopen
the Alabama negotlations, and i this be true,
whether the Government will produce the
correspondence. The tone in English min-
isterial cirecles is mather indifferent to the
protection of Belgian neutrality. English rela-
tions with Frauce are less strained than they
were & few days ago. Some fears are expressed
that the Epglish Government will be found to
bave becn too deferential to Napoleon, and
doubis are expressed whether the whole corres-
rondenece will be published. G. W, 8,

STRASBOURS.

The Impevinl Hendgunrters—=The Clty nnd lin |
Fortiticatlons—Napoleon’s Attemp! apon the
town In 1536,

Napoleon has made his farewell speech, but
ihe latest despatehes gay thal his departure for
the front has been delayed a few dayes. The au-
thorities at Strasbourg, however, are busy pre-
poring quarters for him and his staff, in view of
that city being made the headquariers of the
army during the early stages of the war.

The Clty of Strasbours,
in German spelled Strasburg or Strassburg, 15 a
strongly fortified city of France, on its extreme
eastern frontier, and s situated on the west
bank of the river 111, about a mile from the loft
bank of the Rhine, to which its glacis extends,
1t is 250 miles east by sonth from Paris, and is
the capital of the ¥Fremch Depuartment of Bas-

Rhin. It has a population of about 90,000,

chiefly of German descent, but who are said to |

speak both French and German with equal difi- |
culty and defeet.

The city I supposed to have been fonnded by
the Romans, under the name of Argentoratum, [
as a barrier against the ineursions of the Gor-
wans, They ultimately made themselyes mns-
ters of the place, however, and reiained posses-
sion until they were driven back across the
Rhipe by Clovis. In the sixth century the
ancient name was changed for that of Stras-
bourg. In the early part of the tenth century
the city passed nnder the dominion of the Ger-
man Emperors, becoming n free city and being
governed as a republic. After the Reformation
it became Protestant, and remained such until
1681, when it was scized by Lonis XIV and
annexed to France. Newurly two centuries have
elapzed since then, but it7still retains, inappear-
ance, people, and lu.n::uagg. the general charac-
teristics of n German town. The cable tele-
grams, however, represent thal the people are |
s0 enthusinstic in their support of Napoleon at
present as to offer up prayers daily for the sue-
cees of the Fremch arms, the churches being
crowded with woman on these occasions.

The river Il flows through a part of the town

and is crossed by several wooden bridges. The
streete  generally are narrow and crooked, |
but the principal thoroughfares ave broad and
altractive, and there are several fine squares. |
The houses are lofty, well buiit, and have steep |
roofs, There are in the city a large number of
prominent publle bulldings, including fifteen
churches. The largestof these, the Cathedral, is \
considered one of the finest Gothic structures
in Europe. Originally founded in 504, it was |
almost entirely destroyed by lightning
in 1007, The present bnilding was com-
menced In 1015, but was nol completed
until 1439, The principal dimensions
of the Cathedral are:—Extreme length, 357 feet;
height of celling, 79 feet: length of transept, «
140 feet, and breadth of the nave, 35 feet. The
west front, which 1is riehly decorated with
sculptures, statnes, and bas-reliefs, and contains |
a circular window 48 feet in diameter, rises to ‘
the helght of 230 feet. Farabove this, however,
towers the spire, the loftiest In the world, to a |
height of 460 feet. From the pecullar location |
of the town, a splendid view of the country for |
miles around is afforded by an auscent to the top,
this grand panorama keing one of the chief
attrictions of the city to the tourist. The an-
thorities a few days ago put a temporary stop to
ull ascents of the spire by strangers, as the
movements of the two hostile armies can be
scen from its summit.

The Fortificatlons of Sirasbourg
are of a formidable character, having been
greatly improved under the supervision of Vau-
ban. lmprovements have been golng on lor
many years, and important additions are still in
progress. The fortified city iz of triangular
form, enclosed by bastioned ramparts, strength-
ened by numerous outworks, and euntered by
seven gates. At its eastern extremity isa strong
pentagonal citadel, built by Vauban. The city
stands npon level ground, and is nearly six
miles in circuit. Nnmerous outworks and de-
tached forts, large and small, finished and un-
finished, add to its strength, and in connection
with the citadel on the eastern side contribute
s0 much support to the main works as to render
the fortress almost equal to that of Metz. The
bastioned wall is surronnded by a moat filled
with water, and by means of numerous sluices
the whole surrounding country may be over-
flowed, The defenses of the city depend greatly
upon these aqueous applisnces: but a speclal
despateh to the London Daily News, dated the
21st inst., stated that the water was then so low
as to materially weaken the fortifications. At
the latest accounts there were 6000 soldiers gar-
risoned In the city, and 10,000 In camp in the
immediate neighborhood.

Further up the Il lie the large 'owns of
Schlettstadt and Colmar, the former being forti-
fied by a bastloned work, with ravelins and wet
ditches. It secures the imporiant communica-
tlons, by rall and otherwise, along the plain and
over the mountaing.

The German Town of Kehl

is located on the right bank of the Rhine, di-
rectly opposite Strasbourg and near the month
of the Kinzig, in Baden. The plaee is insigni-
fieant, except in a military way, its population
being less than 1500, It was fortified by Vau-
ban, and was formerly a German bulwark
against France, but its fortificatlons have been
dismantled, It communicates by a short braneh
rallway with the Basel and Baden Rallway, and
is consequently readily accessible to the Prus-
slan [troops. Kehl has long been counected
with Btrasbourg by a bridge of boats across
the Rhine, strongly fortified on the French slde,
Late on Friday afternoen the Prussians blew up
the eastern end of this bridge, thus breaking the
communication between the two hanks of ine
Rhine.

Napeleen's Attempt on Strasbdurg In 18346,

When the Emperor of the French arrives ln
Strasbourg, to establish his headquarters there,
it will not be the firsi time {hai be has found
himself In that ancient strongaold. In 1586,
whils an exile from Franee, and living in obseu-
rity at Ahrenenberg, in Swilzerland, he formed
the ridiculous design of almost
f to overturn Louls Philippe and
sel himself upon (ke vacant thrope, Having
perfected hls plans, he selected Strashourg as
the first polnt of attack. This cliy, with its

stropg garrison, its associations with the first |

Napoleon, and a population nol very well af-
fected towards the existing government, seemed
to him a favorable point for a demonstration.
In the event of success he intended next day to
march towards Paris, rousing and arming the
intermediate provinces, and taking with him the
prineipal garrisons on the route, hoping to
reach the capital before the Government could
take any effeclive measures agalnst him. In
June, Napoleon proceeded to Baden-Baden,
where he succeeded In  wloning over
Colonel Vaundrey, who was in command of the
artillery in the garrison of Strasbourg. In
August he pald a secret visit to that city,
where he had an interview with fifteen officers
who promised to co-operate with him. He then
returned to Switzerland, while his adherents
ware perfecting the plot. The project, however,
was n miserable fallare, and Napoleon was
takken prisoner, detained at Strasbourg from
October 30 to November 9, and then conductad
to Patie. His life was spared on condition of

LEOPOLD'S CANDIDACY.

- —.——
T he Ofticin] Anneuncement by Spaja—fer Clr.
cnlar to her Diplomnitle Representatives.

The following is the circular, just received by
mail, which 8paln addressed to her diplomatie
agents at foreign courts, announcing the candi-
dacy of Prince Leopold. The clrcular s ac-
companied by au order that it ehounld be read to
the Minister of Foreign Affairs at each several
court, and a copy left with him. Tt Is dated
Madrid, July 7, and signed ‘ Praxedes M, Sa-
gasta:"'—

The imporlunt declarations made in the Con-
gtituent Cortes by the President of the Council,
on the 11th of June nlt., are known to your Ex-
cellency. While exposing to the representatives
of the Spanish nation the steps taken, up to that
time without any result, to find a candidate to
the throne, he showed them that as well the
provlsionai government as the executive power,
and afterwards the government of his Highness

| the Regent, had honored him with the most

unlimited confidence, authoriziog him to take
all sieps and to enter into all the necessary ne-
gotiatiens in order to arrive ata satisfactory
solution of this grave question.

Invested with these ample Powers. Genera
Prim had in his favor, in the discharge of his
difficult mission, and besides his high personal
political position, the moral anthority of the
whole Government, the strength given by unity
of purpose and of action, and the gunarantee ot
the most absolnte secrecy (reserva). It was to
be hoped, then, in spite of the unfortunate issne
of his ﬁrsl.hﬁmceed ngs, that he would suceeed
in vanquis Eltllﬂlc ties of every kind, and in
pro ng to his colleagues in the Government,
and presenting to the approbation of the Con-
stitnent Cortes a candidate worthy to assume
the crown of Spain and equally aecceptable to
all gm men of the great Liberal monarchical
party.

The government cherished this confldence,
which has not been disappolnted, and to-day it
has the satisfaction of announcing through me
to your Excellency that in the Council of Minis-
ters held at La Granja on the 4th of the current
month, under the presidency of his Highness
the Regent, Prince Leopold of Hohenzollern-
Sigmaringen was designated as candidate for
the throme of Spain. The entirely favorable
circumstances combined in this prince, and the
good reception given by the public to his desiz-
natlon, inspire the government with the agree-
able hope that its candidate will very speedily
be named king by a large majority of the Corles,
thus closing the glorlous constituent period
which bggan in September, 1568,

The gitnation created by the Beptember revo-
lution, which so radically changed the political
conditions of our country, could be malntained
without inconvenience wnder a provisional form
of government until such time as the Cortes
had voted the monarchical constitution of the
country. From that moment the state of iate-
rim became a peril, because it left the idea
which had been revealed as the genuine aspira-
tion of the Spanish heople without the weighty
sanction of acts; and if the government Im(fnol.
the means of realizing that Idea, lis enemies
would naturall f" gain fresh strength, favored by
the state of interim, which opened a fleld to
every kind of senseless hogc. Hence arose n
difficult situation. from which escape was possi-
ble, thanks on:‘v to the constant efforts of the
Government and to the staunchness of the im-
mense majority of Spaniards; and cer-
tainly an admirable spectacle has been
offered to the world t:’y our country, traversing
a revolutionary period of twe years in the mldi
of a tranquillity of which, under similar eircum-
stances, the most civillzed countries scarcely
afford an example.

But public opinion, at home and abroad, im-
periously demanded an end to this siate of
affairs. At home the wish was vehement to
crown the work of the revolution; and foreign
friendly Governments, as your Excellency has
bad opportunities of obsarvlnﬁ. repeatedly
manifested their desire to see a deflnite settle-
ment consolldated in our counl.’ll;', dls
fears of future complications. This
the happy event the Bpanish Government m-&ay
bas the honor of announcing, and which I doubt
not will be learned at that court with the great-
est satisfaction.

Prince Leopold, should the vote of the Cortes
place him on the Spanish throne, will be a con-
stitutional king, with the most democratic con-
stitutien now existing in countrles where liberal
Institutions prevaill, and his Government, conse-
quently, cannot do less than obey, like the pre-
sent one, the inspirations of the public mind,
which will not chapnge because a foreigner
may come to oceupy the post of first
magistrate of the nation. IHe will be a
Spanjard from the moment that he ghall
ascend the throne of B8t. Ferdinand, and
as such, and from an excusively Spanish point
of view, he will continue and aflirm the work of
the Beptember regeneration of the nation, aided
by the sirictest neutrality abroad, which may
R:rmll it to consecrate all its strength to the

velopment of the moral and material interests
of the country; and nothing will have suflicient
m to make Spanish policy change Its present

on.

The Government of the Regent, worklng with
perfect freedom to bring about the n
monarchical solution, has acted exclusively for
itself, negotiating directly with Prince Leopold.
It has never occurred to it for a moment that
its hun[or wtgum ﬂmt to ullmlt the lmtllnl}u-
ence of a foreign net. especially lnvite
your Excellency’s atlention to this point, be-
cause 1t 1s of the highest im ¢ to show
that in this affair the Regent's Government has
only obeyed its ewn ons, and that no
motive of natlonal Interest abroad, and still
lees of foreign interest, hos ed its President
in the course of this negotiation. _

friendly relations of Spain with the other

Highly Iwportant [otelllgence — Projected
Treaty Hetween France nnd Prussin,

Loxpox, July -25.—The Times this morning
publishes a projected treaty submitted by Francs
to the Prussian Government, and gnarantees its
authenticity, The following are the poinis of
this document: —

The preamble sets forth that the King of
Prussia and the Emperor of the French, in order
to strengthen the ties of friendship between the
two Governments and peoples, ete., hereby con-
clude the subjoined treaty. In the first article
Napoleon admits and recognizes the late acqai-
sitions of Prussia from Austrin. In the second
the Prussian King engages to facllitate the
French acquisition of Luxembourg. In the
third the Emperor acquiesces in the union of
the North and South German States, Aastria
excepted. Io the fourth, France finding it
pecessary to absorb Belginm, Prassia lends her
assistance tg that meagure. The fitth article is
the usual one of offensive and defensive alliance
between the two natlons,
