POLITICAL SUPERANNUATION.
Arronner-GuNEnarn Axenmax last night deli-
vored an address in Washington, before a
weeting oalled by the Boathern Republican
Associstion, in which were set forth many
wholegome truths that it would be well for
tLe peopls of the Southern Btates to ponder
over. Alluding to Alexander H. Stephens’
“‘Uonstitutional View of the late War between
the States,” the object of whieh is to show
that secession was right and reconsatruction
was monstrous, and in which the doetrine is
announoed that centralization is imperialiam,
Mr. Akerman said that there was such a thing
as political superannuation. This is as com.
plete a description of the state of mind not
only of Mr. Stephens and other seces-
gion leaders, but of the whole Demo-
cratio party, as could be made, and
until men of the Stephens class are rejuve-
nated by the absorption of some new ideas,
or are superseded by a younger generation of
public men who will be willing to forget the
dootrines of the Calhoun school of politics
for the sake of pushing their own fortunes,
if for no other reason, the South never will
be able to relieve herself entirely of the dis-
abilities imposed upon her by the results of
the war. It is perhaps only natural that the
sudden extinction of slavery, and particularly
the manner in which it was extinguished,
should be a sore subject with the late slave-
owners, but there is no excuse for the way in
which the Northern Democrats have con-
tinued to bemoan the emancipation of the
negroes and to oppose every effort of the

Government to Dbring the late Rebel
States into their normal relations
to the mnation again. The political

superannuation of the Democratic party keeps
it just where it was ten years ago: it clings to
the old ante-war issues just asif ne great
political revolution had taken place; ‘and the
vtter want of ability to accommodate them.-
selves to the new state of affairs shown by the
Democrats has enabled the Republican party
to maintain its ascendanoy in a manner that
it otherwise never could have done. If the
Democratic party should now succeed in ob-
taining the control of the Government, it
would be through the vices of its antago-
nists rather than through amy merits of its
own, Political skill of the very highest order
enabled the Democrats to keep the manage-
ment of the affairs of the nation in their
hands for thirty years, and to demolish oppo-
aition after opposition; but in the course of
ovents the party and its leaders became afllicted
with political superannuation, and was un-
able to exchange the dootrines of Calhoun
for anything better, so that here to-day, five
years after the collapse of the rebellion, we
have Alexander H. Stephens preaching seces-
sion and State rights, just as if the march of
Sherman's army across his State had never
demonstrated the right of the mnation to exer-
cise supreme authority in every portion of its
dominions.

There is not in the North or in the South
a man in his senses who believes that slavery
will ever be revived. There may be some
who bope that the negroes will be deprived
of their right to vote, but any politician who
bas the faintest comprehension of the actual
sitnation knows that this will be impossible,
and the only practioal method of dealing with
the situation is to accept the results of the war
candidly and fairly, and to take a fresh de-
parture on the basis of the living issues of
the day. This is what the wisest heads in the
Democratic party have advised again and
again, but the political superannuation of
their associates has been too much for them,
aod the Republicans, in spite of many short-
comings that wise adversaries would have
been eager to take advantage of, have been
able to complete the work of reconstruction,
making it more sure, firm, and solid because
of the recalcitrant disposition shown by the
late slave owners and their Northern sympa-
thizers; so that, after all, the political super-
annuation of the old pro.slavery party may
prove to bave been a blessing in disguise to
itself aud to the nation.

Evprroniars and editorial statements in the
Euoglish journals referring to the present war
should be received with many grains of allow-
ance. It is as impossible for our British
cousins to be just to the French as to the
Awericans. Their speculations in reference
to our conflict wese notoriously stapid and
malicions, and the present combatants will
pot fare much better at their hands, They
are forever making assertions which have
vo real foundation, and hazarding predictions
which are never realized. Ashamsd of the
pitiable attitude sssumed by England in
wmodern conflicts, they constantly endeavor
to give ber faotilious importance by attempt-
ing to belittle the movements of the really
groat nations of the world.

Arren all the wondarful stories we have
heard of the superior organization of the
French army, and the prevision of the officials
who direct it, the late news from the seat of
war indicates that it was not much better pre-
pared for a deadly struggle than the Union
forces at the commencement of our late con.
flict. The Emperor scoms to have ocaloulated
that, like his unole, he could guarter on the
onemy, and the dissppointment of this ex-
peotation left many of his soldiers without
food and withont ammunition. It requires
firat-class genius and an inferior foe to win
triumphs with an army thus imperfeoctly sup-
plied, and Napoleon lacks both these ad-
vantages,

Tur rroorasmaTion recently issued by King
William seems to have had a triple objeot.
Ho wished to assure the French that they
would have no reason to dread a repetition of
the barbarities perpetrated by Blucher, to
prevent a rising of the French people agaiust
him, and to gain the good will of the inhabit-
ants of Alsace and Lorraine, among whom
his troops are now operating, so that they
might be predisposed, as far as possible, to
favor annexatien to Germany, The last
named purpose especially will bo well served
by the just and judicious course adopted by
the invaders.

We are deeply grieved by the anmounce.
ment that dissensions exist among the Repul-
licans of New Jersey. That important State
must be saved at any hazard, Since the
liberal share of national offices hitherto be-
stowed uwpon her has not secured harmony,
one of two courses should be speedily
adopted. She should either be deprived, as
far as possible, of the patronage which has
failed to appease all her great men, or places
should instantly be found for all of her
talented and patrietic sons who have not yet
been provided for.

We have read, with deep interest, the tale-
graphic report of the grand masquerade and
fanoy dress ball given at the Virginia Springs
on the night of the 11th inst, *‘for the benefit
of the needy sufferers by the recent railroad
accident at Jerry's run.” We are glad that
it was one of the most brilliant affairs that
ever took place at that famous resort, but as
the flower of Southern chivalry and “‘fully
eight hundred persons” were present, we are
annoyed to find at the conclusion of the
despatch that only ‘‘several hundred dollars”
were ‘‘realized for the sufferers.”

LYNCH LAW IN NEBRASKA.

A Clergymnn Heanding n Meob.

They seem to have a curlous way of adminis-
tering justice in some parts of Nebraska. A
few weeks ngo a man named Miller, who was an
abandoned character, set out to go from Council
Bluffs, Iowa, to Sioux City. On his way he fell
mn with a man named Duoon, whom he mur-
dered without provocation, and then fled to
Counecil Bluffs, where he was arrested and car-
ried to Ponca. On being inearcerated in jail,
Miller, barassed by the pangs of conscience and
the awful fate before him, sent for the Rey.
Mr. Beardshear, and said he wished to confess
evervthing. 7The good man suggested that the
murderer make a public confessiom, which he
agreeing to, the minster of Christ assembled
some three hundred people in the church, and
the Sheriff brought the prisoner before timm.
A bhymn was sung, and a chapter in the Bible
on the crucifixion read, and a prayer offered
up, after which the murderer arose and ad-
dreesed the audience, detailing at great length
the facts connected with the murder, and con-
fesslog himeelf gullty of the crime,

When he had done, the Rev. Beardshear stood
up and gaid the assemblage had a solemn duty
to perform, and that they must adjudge the

risoner. He wanted all to vote, and would

ave no shirking or dodging.

He then put the question:—‘'Shall the man
Miller be hung?" and all the assemblage voted
in the afirmative except two. The godly man
not noticing the small minority, declared the
question carried unanimously. The prisoner
was then taken out, a rude seaffold erected. and
Miller placed in a wagon and driven under it
The most singular part of this performance was
that Miller seemedto think the matter all right
and regular. When asked if he had anything to
say why he should not be hung, he replied, *I
forgive all my enemies, and have truly repented
of my sins, I do not blame any one for what
you are about to do. I am reconciled to God,
and heaven is opening to recelve my regener-
ated goul.”

The minister assured the prisoner angels were
walting to receive and welcome him Into para-
dise, and at a given sigonal the wagon started
and Miller was leftsuepended belween earthand
sky. He died hard, writhlng convulsively for
about twenty-eight minutes, when a physiclan
advanced, and, after a careful examioation, pro-
nounced life extinet. The body was then taken
down, lald on boards, and Elnced in the school-
bouse until it could be buried. Throughout
the teying ordeal Miller was perfectly calm, and
even helpedl to adjust the rope about his neck.

A correspondent says: ““We have often had
cases of Lynch law lo our country, but this is
the first attempt to reduce the thing to a system
and ceremony. The epectacle of a Christian
minister in his clerical robes conducting the
proceedings of a Lynch court Is indeed novel,
and will no doubt be carefully noted as a new

:ivldqpce of the progress of American civiliza-
on.
