The despatches which we published in our
later editione yesterday afternoon, and those
whieh came to hand last wight, throw a little
Hght on the present situation. Neither Mae-
Mahon nor Bazaine, it wounld seem, are In com-
munication with Paris, and their cxact where-
abouts and movements are still involved in
mneertalnty, but there is no doubt that Bazaine
ia still bemmed in near Metz. Tho New York
World even has a special to the effect that his
eapitulation is anticipated, a8 his troops are in
danger of etarvation. There are indlcations that
at the battle of Gravelotte, on the 18th,
Marehal Canrobert, at the head of one or two
divisions, got separated from the main body of
Bazaine's foree by the interposition of Prince
Frederick Charles’ army, and escaped by way
of Longuyon to the neighborhood of Montmedy.
Thie is probably the force about which we heard
s0 much a few days ago, and which was
eonverted, by the active imagination of
French partisane, into the whole of

! Bazaine's army. IL is also evident that there
was a coneiderable engagement on Thursday of
this weekin the ueighborhood of Stenay, which
is on the direct line from Montmedy to Von
zieres, 10 miles W. 8. W. of Montmedy, nnd 25

. miles N, N. W. of Verdun. The only reports
thus far received give the victory to the Prus-
glans. The French force engaged is probably
that which eecaped from Graveloite under
Canrobert, making an effort to effect a junetion
with MacMahon's army.

The advance of the Crown Prince on Parls
still progresses, slowly but surely, and yestor-
day the Senate and Corps Legislatif enjoyed
the consolation of being warned of the danger
by the Ministry. It is stated from Berlin that
one corps only of the Prussian army has been
deit to hold Basaine In check, while the re-
mminder has been pushed forward to join the
©rown Prince in his advance on the capital. A
fourth grand army corps is also belng formed
to co-operate under the Prince Royal of Baxony
in the movement agniust Paris. The reports

from the French capital confirm these advices

by slating that a  conslderable por-
tion of the Prussian army which
participated in the battles near Metz last week
bas started for Paris, and that it will require
but elx days al the outside fer the Invaders to
reach that city, if there is no change in thelr
plans, The cavalry advance is already reported
near Chateau-Thierry, which is but forty-five
miles in o straight line {rom Paris to the E. N.
B. Altogether, eicht departments are reported
from Parls as being In the possession of the
Prussians, embracing the territory from a polnt
fitty miles east of Paris to the Belgian, Prus-
slap, and Bavarian borders, with a populatien of
about 3,500,000 gouls.

We present below an outline map, giving the
relative locations of the cities and towns which
bhave already figured aud are likely to figure in
the grand Pruszinn advance on the French
eapital.

Kinglake, in his history of the Crimean war,
writes as follows of the French as a military

people:—

The Freuch are o military a people that, when a
great national sentiment is once aroused, the very
chlldren are ready to seige their little muskets and

soldiers, All that instroction can achieve is care-
fully done; but the enforoed change from raral life
to the life of barracks and camps seems not to be
favorable to the animal spirits of the men; for
although, when seen In masses or groups working
hard at their military duties, they always appear to
be brisk and almost merry, thelr sceming anlimation
i8 the resull of smart orders—the animation of a
horse when the rowels on either side are lightly
tonching his Aanks; and during the hours whilst
they are left to themselves, the French soldiers of
the line enguged in campalgning are commonly de-

regsed and spiritiess. Of course this waat of
ustiness in the French army is superbly masked
h{ all the resources of mllitary pomp and
all the outward signs which seem 1o show the pro-
sence of vigor, d teh, and warlltke ardor; oul the
material of which the line regiments are conposed
must slways keep a good deal of 1ts original nature,
and whoever glances at the rising stepa of Frenoh
oMcers successful in Africa will find that they have
climbed to eminence, not by leading troops of ths
line, but by obtaining, In the critical part of thelr
career, the command of cholce French regiments,
or, falling that, the command of troops of foreign
race.
