litioal woakness of the empire. Of all the
blunders recorded in history there is nothing
oqual to the folly displayed by Napoleon in
pruvoking the present war; and when the bit-
ter consoionsness of this fact is brought home
to every citizen of France, as it soon will be,
the prolongation of his rule will become im-
posaible,

The most significant items of intelligence
printed during the last few days are those
whiol iadicate the growing strength of the
opinion that Paris will not only be besieged,
but that it must soon cease to be the capital —
propositions to remove the seat of govern.
ment to a safer locality having already been
freely discussed,

In this conntry such an experiment might
boe made without destroying public oonfi-
dence, The British compelled the Conti-
nenta! Gongress to adjourn from Philadelphia
to Lancaster during the Revolutionary war,
and they destroyed the public buildings at
Washington during the war of 1812 without
compelling the American people to sue for
poace. But Paris holds a widely different
relation to France. Authority has been cen-
tralizod in that city for so many centuries
that its fall will imply the virtual destruction
of any Government that proves unable to

deferd it. If the Emperor aban-
dons it to its fute, and attempts
to issue Imperial edicts from some

obscure fortified town, be cannot hope to
secure unquestioned obedience, and the dis-
position will be stronger than ever to estab-
lish a rival authority in the old citadel, even
if it has to be defended in part by Prassian
bayonets. The plan to perpetuate the con.
test, under the present vegime, after the
capital is invested, is as cowardly as it is
oruel, and if it is attempled it will only make
Napoleon sink lower than ever in the estima.
tion of his subjects and the civilized world.
withont gerving his desperate purpose,
If he, or parties representing
Liw, cannot respond to a Prussian summons
to surrerder Paris, either by driving off the
invaders or by making peace, he has no right
to drag on a hopeless fight until the whole
land is devastated. «The Emperor comuitted
a fearful blunder when he staked the safety
of France on the superiority of his regular
army, and be will make this error more
grievous than ever, instead of repairing it, if
he underteakes to provoke continued carnage
and dovastation until he can convert raw
levies into soldiers endowed with the courage
and steadiness of veteran troops.

Wi bave received a communication from the
Louisiaza carpet-bagger, J. H. Sypher, in
whick he indulges in a variety of opprobri-
ous opitbets evidently intended to wound
our sensibilities, and inclosing some
extracts from the New Orleans T'%nies
which rvefer to {hat little matter of a
oadetsbkip which he wished to sell but could
not because he asked more than the market
value for it. The remarks we had oceasion
to make 0 short time ago with reference to
Sypber, when we learned that he had sne-
ceeded in getling the Republican nomination
for Congress in the First district of Lonisiana,
appenr to bave irriteted him slightly, and he
appeare in a card whichdenies that he eversold
or offered to sell a cedelship, and challenges
any one to produce any proof to the contrary.
The point at issne is, Did Sypher offer to sell
a cadetship, and did be only fail to do so be-
cause he could not got the money ¥ We assert
that bo did, and we balieve we can prove it to
the matinfaction of a disintevested public.

During the investigation into the sale of
cadetships conducted by the Military Commit-
tee of the House of Representatives last Febra-
ary and March, on the 19th of February E. P,
Brooks testified that he applied to J. H, Sy-
pher for the purchase of a cadetship, but that
that individual refused to negotiate with him
directly, but referred him to his brother, J,
It.

Perhaps Brooks was lying whaen Le told the
story he did, bui in f the -
tive evidence of J. R. Sypler not
beliene that he The man with the
cadetship for sale—J, H. Sypher, of Loui.
sianp—evidenily wanted to escape from com-
promising himself legally by bargaining
direotly with Brooks; but does he really sup-
pose that the intelligent poopls of this conn-
try are to be deceived by any such trans-
parent subterfuge? And although he did not
sell his cadetship for $2500, or any other sum
that we are aware of, he is just as guilty as if
he did, and he is not a proper man to sit in
Congress to make laws for the nation.

He undortakes to assert that this accnaa-
tion was originally brought forward to defeat
his admission to the Housa at the last session.
His application for a seat in the House to
which he had never been elected was a con-
summate piece of impudence, and as he is
evidently on the make, the large sum ef
money which Congress was foolish enoagh to
allow bim for his “‘expenses” probably soothad
his disappointment; but with that we have
nothing to do at present. and with regard to
the nccusation against him we need only aay
that if he is guilty the motives of his accusers
are of no consequence whatever. Mr. Brooks,
whose testimony got tha Syphers into diffi.
culty, might be heard from with advantage
on the point at issue, and he can probably
give the people of the I'irst Louistana dia-
trict some very exact information about the
moral character of this would-ba repressnta-
tive. The Morning Post, which ventilatad
this matter pretty thoroughly when it waa
first broached, could also doubtless say sowme-
thing to the purpose.

When the news of Sypler's racent nomina-
tion was received in this city, his agent went
around to the different Republican newspa-
pers asking them to give him good notices.
We complied with the request to the best of
our ability, snd thereis nothing whatever in
our “puff” that we are disposad to retract.

THE “BOODLE" GAME.
Ox Monday last there was a very curious per-
formance in the United States District Court,
before Judge Cadwalader, that iavolves
something more than a suspicion that some-
body connected with the court has been play-
ing the ‘“‘boodle” game with justice. Andrew
J. Weightman, who is known as the *‘Boodle
King" on account of his brilliant success in
selling. to unsuspesting innocents, packages
of worthless blank paper. under the pretence
tbat they contained first-class imitations
of United States pgreenbacks, was ar-
rested last spring. and an  indiet-
ment was found against him for
counterfeiting. It appears that he found it
just as easy and a great deal cheaper to play
the ‘“‘boodle” game with money of his own
manufacture as to use that issued by the
Government, and at the time of his arrest he
bad upon his person counterfeits representing
#20,000. After a delay of several months his
case was called up, and the United States Dis
trict Attorney opened the prosecution by
stating what he expected to prove against
Weightman. Inthe meantime Judge Oadwala-

J derocoupied himself with studying the wording

of the indictment, and when the District
Attorney took his seat he astonished every
one by deelaring that the indictment was de-
fective, and that a trial was consequently
useless, becanse if a conviction was obtained
it could not be sustained. The District At.
torney accordingly abandoned the eass, and
in accordance with the instructions of the
Judge the jury rendered a verdict of not
guilly.

This man Weightman is ons of the most
contemptible aa well as one of the most dan-

gerous of the gang of counterfeiters and
sharpers who are engaged in the ‘‘boodls”
business, and it is a great scandal npon the
United States Distriet Court that he should
bave been permitted to escape in the way he
did. When acting as a Government detsc-
tive, Weightman threw temptation after
temptation into the way of an sngraver who
had bitherto borne an irreproachabls charac-
ter, and never rested until he had per-
suaded him to evgrave some conntarfait
beer staxwps. Having once seoured his vie-
tim, he then proceeded to demonstrate his ceal
for the cause of justice by denouacing hiw,
and the result was that the engraver was sent
to the Penitentiary, while his tempter was par-
mitted to run at large unwhipped of justics,
Weightman onght to bave been punished for
