OBITUALRY.

THE DEAD HERO OF SEDAN.

The Denth of Marshal MocMahon Uonfirmed
—A Nketeh of His Brilllaot Military Uareer
—Algerin, the Malaukefl, Magenta, Woerth,
nnd sedan.

Wherever herolc, unquestioning devotion, bold
and fearieas daring, and consummate mastery of the
art of war are held in esteem, the positive an-
nouncement of Marshal MacMahon's death from
wonnds sustained upon the disastrous field of Sodan

will be received with unfeigned regret. He was a
true soldier, who did his whole doty as beat he eonld ;
and, althongh he perished in defense of what the
verdict of history will pronounce an unrighteons
canse, he died rather as a Frenchman defending the
#oll of Franoe than as a hireling upholding a despot's
throne. If later advices shonld assurathe world that
Yie 18 «ti1] living, the announcement will be received
with joy by those who have given all their sympa-
ihiles 1o the canse of Prussia. The followlng sketch
of his career will be read with interest lo either
event, as it |8 more elaborate than aoy which have
heretofore appeared in this country.

Marie Edme Patrick Maarice, Count de Mao-
Mahon, Duke de Magenta, was born on the 18th of
June, 1808, in the Chateau de Sully, Depart-
ment of Saone-et-Lolre, He traced his descent
from an {llastrious Irish famly of roysl ancestry,
which had risked and lost all for the last of the
Stuart kings, and then oarried to France their na-
tional traditions, ajcestral pride, and historic name
to mingle their blood by marriage with that of the
nobility of thelr adopted country. His father had
been a soldier before him, and had risen to the hign
rank of llsutenant-general in the armies of Franoce,
After the usual preliminary edoeation, he entered
the Military College of St. Oyr on the 24th of Novem-
ber, 1825, where he remained untl the 18t of Octo-
ber, 1827, when, having attained the grade of snb-
heutenant, he left for the school d'application d'etat-
major,

Attached to the 4th Husaars on the 1st of January
1480, \ben to the 20th Regiment of Infantry of the
Line on the 24 of April following, he took part in
the Algerian expedition, and was made orderly
officer on the 19th of Ootober to General Achard, in
which capacity he followed the first expedition to
Medeah, where he distingulahed himself highly by
bis brilllant aghievements at the battle of Tenlak,
Here, by & happy chance, he was first on the feld,
having rushed forward at the passage of the
Atlss to point out the route. An inci-
dent which ocourred after the batile had
closed displayed to fall advantage the

intrepldity of his charseter, General Achard wished |

to send an order to Colonel Rulhieres at Blidah, be-
twoen three and four miles off, to change the order
of his maroh. This commission he entrasted to
MacMahon, and offered him & squadron of moanted
chasseurs aa an escort. He declined their protec-
tion and rode off alone., His journey lay entirely
through the enemy's country, which was rugged and
irregular, About 600 yards from Blidah lay a ravioe,
broad, deep, and precipitous, MacMahon had ridden
close to the ravine, when suddenly he beheld a host
of Araks in full pursait of him from every gide. One
ook told bim his chances. Thore was no slterna-
tive than 0 jump the treacherous abyss or be
butehered by his puraners, He sot his horse's head
at the leap, put spur and whip to it, and cleared the
ravine at a bound. The pursuing Arabs, dismayed,
veutured no further, and only sent after the dariag
soidier & shower of ballets as horse and rider rolled
over on the other side, with the poor steed's leg
wroken,

Elevated to the grade of lientenant on the 30th of
April, 1531, he made Knlght of the Legion of Hoaor
on the 16th of September, scarcely four years after
ho had left Bt Oyr. Returned to France, he was
snocesaively appolnted to the posta of alde-major to
the sth OCulrassiers (9040 Seplember, 1831), alde-de-
camp to Geperal Achard (18ith January, 15888), when
he asslatod At the slege of Antwerp; alde-major
once again to the Hth Culrassiera (15th Maroh,
1888), and foally that of captain on the ¥0th of
Beptember of the saume yoar. llavisg served as
alde-do-camp 1o Uencral Bellalr, and a8 attache to
the otat-major of the camp at Complegne doring
1588, he retarned to Algeria in the guality of aide-
de-camp W Oeneral Bro, and aftorwards, in 1837,
was called an Lo A1 the same post under the Coant
de Damremount.

On the 13th of July, 184", he was appointed alde-de
camp o (heneral Changaruler, then in command (n

the allies resolved on the final assanlt upon the Rus-
glan stronghold, to MacMahon was assigned the
perilous task of carrying the works of the Malakoll,
which formed the key to the defenses of Sebastopol,
The feat was performed on the Sth of Saptember,
The impetuous ardor of his troops proved lrresisil-
ble. They entered the works and maintained for
hours & desperate confiiet with the Rossmans. Pel-
lissler, the Commander-dn-Chief, belleving that the
fort was mined, sent MacMahon orders to retire, “J
will hold my ground dead or alfve,” wns his response,
And he did held it In spite of ghe Infariated
charges of the baMed Ruaslans, r peated over and
over again. For this brilllant action, as well aa for
the many others which distinguished his military
career, he was decorated with the Grand Cross of
the Legion of Honor on September 22, 1855, and pro-
moted to the rank of Senator of France on June 84,
1656, the people universally applanding thess tokens
of Imperial favor, By the Queen of Gireat Britain he
was also rewarded in 1686 with the name of honorary
Knight Grand Crosad of the Order of the Bath,

After the close of the Crimean stroggle, he re-
turned to the sceme of his African exploits, being
appointed in 1857 to the command of an expedi-
tionary corps against the Kabyles, in which snocess
still followed his arms. During the month of Bep-
tember, 1868, MacMahon was named Commander-
in-Chief of tho land and sea forces in Algeria; but
be did not remuin at this post long, as his services
were demanded In the ltallan campalgn.

In the early part of 1850 he was placed in command
of the 24 OCorps, which was marched to [taly to the
sapport of King Vietor Emanuel In his struggle
against Avstrin. The corps left Novara on the morn-
Ing of the 3d of June, directing s march towaris
Turbigo, crossed the Tesslno and overthrew the
Austriana, who occupled the village of Robecchetto,
On the next day took place the famous battle of
Magenta, in which engagement MacMahon decided
the victory. With a snddenncss which the French
had not anticipated, the Austrians, on the 4th of
June,with a foree of 150,000 men,astacked the adyvanc-
ing French at the bridge of Magenta. The cholcest
French troops were there, and they met the attack
with aubroken front, and drove baock the foe with
loss. But the Austrians, reinforced at every mo-
ment, seemed destined to be the victors. MacMahon
with the force under his command had early in the
day crossed the river further up to exeoute a flank
movement. He heard the booming of the guns, and
in & moment realized the situation. Hastlly revers-
ing his orders he advanced sagainst the enemy,
The movement proved declsive, The
Austrians were utterly roated and
fled in disorder, leaving 7000 prisoners (n the hands
of the victors, and 20,000 soldiers killed and
wounded on the field of bat'le. He was named on
the fleld Marshal of France and Duke de Magenta,
a8 & recognition of his services, and went or from
victory to victory, contributing greatly to that of
Solrerino and covering the heights from Monte-
Medolano to Cavriana, heights heretofore deemed
{nnccessibie, with his troopa,

When the French made thelr triamphal entry into
Milan, after the battle of Magenta, a pleasing incl-
dent ocourred. A little oluld of six years tendered
MacMahon, as he rode st the front, a bouquet
The soldier leaned forward from his horse to accept
the offering, and as he did 5o he caught the ohild in
his arms and kissed her. *“I should like to ride with
you," she exclaimed. “So you shall, my pet,” was
MacMahon's response; and he placed her in front of
him on his horse, and thus the two rode together
through the streew of the liberated city to the great
Cathedral, to the intense delight of the enthusiustio
multitude. His reception in Paris, after the close of
the war, wad equally enthuslastic. He was fairly
smothered with bouquets and wreaths,

In November, 1861, MacMahon was sent to Barlin,
as Ambassador Extraordinary and special repre-
sentative of the Emperor of the French ab the coro-
nation of Willlam I a8 King of Prussia. On the 8d

of BSeptember, 1864, bhe was agaln sent
back o Africa, a8 Covernor-General of
Algeria and Commander-in Chief of  the
French forces in that turbulent colony. He

représsed disorder there with an iron haud, bat con.
tributed far more to the consolidation of the Prenoh
dominion by wise reforms in the civil administration
of the country. HIia last important act was the sup-
pression of & revolt by one of the native tribes, in
1569 ; and at the outbreéak of the war with Prussia
ke was summoned back to Frunce to take command
of th 1st corps, 0 which he was transferred from
the 8d.

With the prominent part taken by him in the
present struggle, the whole world I8 familiar. e
was placed by the Emperor in command of the army
of the Ruine, comprising bis oWn corps and those of

The New Beundary of Franoe.

Benris, Bept. 8,—The part of Lorraine
now in Prussian hands, and all of Alsace,
will probably represent the territory to be
demanded from France as an indemnity by
Prussia.

The western frontier will begin at Esch,
on the border of Luxemburg, flanking the
river Moselle at about ten miles from its
western bank, erossing that stream at Cur-
ney, half way between Metz and Pont-a-
Mousson, then following the course of the
Moselle and Meurthe ten miles from the
eastern bank of the latter to Mont Dapon.
The sonthwestern frontier will consist of the
present boundaries of the departments of the
Upper and Lower Rbine, Hant, and Bas Rhin,
This district comprehends Alsace and BSaar-
burg, Basgemund, Metz, Thionville, Chateau
Salins, Pfalsburg, Bitche, Weissenburg, eto.
