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FRANCE IN 1814,

—————

Hew the Allles Entered Paris.

Although the “'§ sh nleer,” as Napoleon
Bonaparte h.lmaal!p.tnolmod the Peninsular
War, unquestionably sapped his military
strength to n considerable extent, his down-
fall and the oapture of Paris are more directly
traceable to the disastrons campaign in Rus-
fia. Of an army of more than a million
of men, not one-tenth part surviving the hor-
rors of the retreat from Moscow, retreated
through Prussian territory, pursued by the
viotorions Russians, in the spring of 1813,
This bad the ultimate effect of emancipating
Prussia from the control of France. Since
the battle of Jena Prussia had suffered every
indignity at the hands of her congneror, Her
territory had been divided. The tirst reqni-
gition of money imposed upon her after her

great defeat, amounting to £130,000,000, had |

been vigorously and mercilessly enforced,
The vast armies of Napoleon hm{ been qnar-
tered upon and marched across her fertile
valleys and bad devoured and destroyed the
accumulations and means of sabsistence of
large sections of the conntry, utterly im-

verishing the unfortunate inhabitants,
ﬁo people had begun to doubt the wisdom
of their king in submitling to a despotism
which already inflicted greater exactions upon
its forced allies than injuries upon its open
foes. I_?ron the expeotation that a rebellion
against the allinnce and yoke of France wonld

be attempted, the people of Prussia hailed |

the occupation of Berlin b
regarding the Iatter as deliverers from
French oppression ; and  throughout
Prussia, with an outburst of patriotic ardor,
the people flew to arms. A coldness was
manifested by Napoleon toward the King of
Prussia because of this attitnde of the sub-
jects of the latter; Napoleon did not believe
in the expressions of good faith on the part
of Kin%\\’iliiam, aan alienated the King's
friondship by the expression of his suspi-
cions, The King took offense at last, and
thus was precipitated a treaty between Prus-
sin and Russin that formed the nucleus of
that Greut Alliance which, when ultimately
cemented by defeats as well as vioclories,
clustering the armies of all Earope upon
French soil, broke the power of France and
destroyed the empire of N apoleon,

The battle of Leipsie, itself a viotery con-
seqnent upon the growth of the alliance, may
be regarded in some respeocts as the fiest step
of the adyance of the allies upon Paris, The
battle of Hanan, which followed a few days
after that of Leipsio, was the last battle fought
by Napoleon beyond the Rhine. The can-
paign which thereafter ensued in the early
months of 1511 when the armies on either
side of the Rhine had enjoyed short rest and
recuperation in winter (uarters, has many
foatures in common with the present war, as
well in the loecality of the operations asin
the probable ultimate results, To trace
in detail the warious steps by which
principally during the year 1813 the Great
Allianee was formed, would require the narra-
tion of the entire history of Europe daring
one of her most eventful years, Saffice it
that the gravitating force which attracted the
nations to the alliance grew with its acere-
tions, and to Prussia and Russia there were
eventually added Sweden and Austria: Ba-
varia and the other German States, even

the Rnssians,

Saxony, being forcedin; Naples and Denmark |

yielded to a species of necessity, while its
numbers were swelled by the Spanish, Por-
tuguese, Dutch and English, the last bring-
ing, in addition to numbers, the ‘‘sinews of
war,”

The plan of that campaign, like that of the

present year, consisted in the advance of |

three armies upon France. The ‘“‘grand
army’ under Prince Schwartzenberg, 250,000
strong, advanced throngh Switzerland (with
the permission of that State) by the passes of
the Jura Mountains into F'rance, Blucher's
“Army of Silesia,” 140,000 strong, moved by
way of Mayence, merely blockading that
town, into the ‘*Champagne country,” lli!.arm;.
dotte had the ““Army of the North,” 175,000
strong, and passing through Flanders, was to
besiege Antwerp, reduce the Low Countries
or secure their alliance, and enter France
from the extreme north, The grand army
and Blucher's army of Silesia crossed Lhe
Rbine in December, 1813. The principal
portion of the grand army swept with a wide
front through Lorraine, its extreme right-
wing in its movement touching or lapping
the southern edge of the path which in the
present war has been selected by the army of
the Crown Prince after the defeat of Mac-
Mahon at Woerth, and thus passed into the
laing of Burgundy,jendangering the city of
yons. Dlucher's army left large detach.-
ments to mask or reduce Metz, Saar Louis,
Thionville, and Luxemburg, and pushed his
advanced forces to Vitry and 8t. Dizier,
Napoleon was prompt irifroviding to meet
the impending dangers, Heleft an Empress
Regent and an infant son in Paris, and went
forward on the 25th of January to the head-
quarters of his arm
(Ly be advanced to Vitry, and on the follow-
ing morning, resuming his march, he met and
defeated a portion of Blucher's forces at St.
D zier, cutting in two Blucher's army, whose
Leadquarters had at the timeadvanced beyond,
about 28 miles southwest, to Brienne, The
next dsy Blucher narrowly escaped being
crushed by the sudden onset of the forces
which Napoleon hurried to Brienne. By the
18t of February Schwartzenberg and Blucher
had joined their forces. In the battles of
Brienne and La Rothiere, Napoleon was for
the first time defealed on the s0il of Frauce,
aund retreated to Troyes.
| Instead of promptly pursuing Napoleon,
the allied, who were embarre abont the
subsistence of such large forees, divided their
armies again, Prince Sohwartzenberg in a
leisurely way—for it was winter, and the
roads were in a frightfal condition—started
for Troyes. Blncher directed his foroes to-
ward a point about half way on the road from
Chalons to Paris. Napeleon left a smill fores
a8 a feiut of defense at Troyes to serve as a
soare-crow to BSchwarlzemberg, and, by &
forced march over a rugged distriet, struck
Blucher's forces on their road to the river
Marne, defeating them in detail at Cham.

Its advanced guard
under Winzengerode and Bulow, directed
their march towards Paris, throngh
what is now the Department of Nord,
oapturing in their course, with extraordinary
rapidity, the cilies of Avesnes, Laon, Sois-
sons, and Rheims, and od eommunieca-
tion with Blucher at Chalons, who was busy
recuperating his shattered forces. Bat the
roposed retreat of the grand army reqaired
r)lunhu‘s oo at Troyes with Behwartz-
enberg. e grand army retreated beyond
Chanmont on the way to Langres, but, for-
tunately, it was decided at a counail of war to
liberate Blucher from their movements, and
to permit his army to co.operate with that
portion of the army of the North which had
advanced into Franes, Blucher was to follow
the River Marne; Schwartzenberg, if he ad-
‘vancad again, the Beine, This moasure
| turned the seale of snccess,

Napoleon followed Blacher, who started
‘ for the same point, between Chalons and
Paris, on the road to which he had before
been so unfortunate. But this time he got
to the right bank of the Marne, st Meaux;
and when the Emperor reached its left bank
at that place, it was but to find 1+ bridges
demolishéd and the rear gn .| ./ the army
of Bilesin fast disappesri:  over the distant
hills, Blucher had heard of his approach
while Napoleon was yet at Sexzanne, and sue-
ceeded in reaching Soisdons in safety. A
series of battles and severe engage-
ments  between Napoleon's forees and
Blucher's army of BSilesin, reinforced
by the large detachments of the army of the
North under Winzengerode and Bulow, took
| place in the vicinity of Laon, Boissons, and
{’lhaiuaﬂ. Separately these battles were inde-
oisive, but tE:y continually weakened Napo-
leon, He was, moreover, in perpetual fear
| of the advance of Bohwartzenberg with the
grand army, which, returning from its pro-
posed retreat, passed again through Troyes.
At length he found it necessary to cross the
{ Marne to meet it,

After an indecisive en- |

| gagement at Arcis-sur-Anbe, Napoleon under- |

took to get behind Schwartzenberg and strike
his line of communications in the rear.

This movement of Napoleon threw open
| the road to Paris by way of Sezanne to the
grand army of Bchwartzenberg, and they
seized the sdvantage. DBlucher came down
from the north atthe same time, to strike a
large Pm-tion of Napoleon's army that was
marching to join him in his endeavor to
strike the rear of the grand army. This part
of Napoleon's army was met and ntterly de-
feated at Fere Champenoise, and its broken
fragments fled to Paris. The allies crossed
the Marne near Meaux on the 25th March,
there eum{ﬂvﬁng the union of the thres
armies, and on the morning of J0th March,

1814, appeared before the barriers of Paris,
| The citizen-soldiers of Paris were of little
! value for defense, as Napoleon had never

allowed them the nse of arms, Such forces
| a8 eould be collected were hurried to the front
| outside the cili. Active fighting commenced
| before daylight, and a tremendous battle
took place, in which the allies, according to
sume statements, lost no less than eighteen
| thonsand men. At length the vast forces of
the allies began to be collected upon the hills
surrounding the town. They formed a cres-
cent of six miles around the north and east
gides of Paris, the extremities on either side
touching the Marne and the Seine. The
French army, convexly curved within this
crescent, fonght in vain against overwhelm-
ing numbers, and were forced back abonut
noon upon the ecity, withdrawing within the
barriers only when the order to stop firing
was given, preparatory to capitulation. The
hills overlooking Paris were now densely
crowded with the victors, while three hun-
| dred pieces of cannon were ready, as the
Russians expressed it, to make “‘Father Paris
pay for Mother Moscow.”

In accordance with the instruotions left by
Napoleon, in the event of such a disaster,
the .l:!mﬂrerzu and her infant son left the city,
taking the road to Rambonillet, The inhabi-
tants of Paris were plunged into sadness by
her departure. BStrange to say, when the
city had capitulated they prepared to receive
the conquerors with acclamation. A erowd
insulted or destroyed the busts and monn-
ments of Napoleon I, and endeavored unsne-
cessfully with a rope to pull down his statne
from the column in the Place Vendome.
Failing in the latter undertaking, they
wrapped it in a sheet—in order, said Napo-
leon, on hearing of it, “that I might not look
upon their baseness.” The Emperor Alex-
ander afterwards felt obliged to isswe a pro-
clamation to stop the demolition of the monu-
ments of Napoleon.

The next morning, the Allies, entering in
procession, found the streets thronged, the
windows and housetops crowded with the
citizens anxious to witness the great military
spectacle. No effort had been spared to give
the ‘‘pomp and circumstance of glorious
war” to the ooccasion, as far as the Alliss were
concerned. Uniforms had been brought by
the household troops of the Emperor of Rus-
sia, kept clean and dry in their knapsacks,
| with the expectation of making a display on
| this occasion, and these were carefully put in
" order, Of course, the sovere themselves
| were decked out with unususl care. Paris,

ever alive to the elegance of a spectacle, went
| into raptures over the nificence dis-
| played, and up&laudad the victorious host,

and especially the monarchs, with the wildest
enthusiasm, The Emperor Alexander had on
bis arm & white scarf, which he had pre-
viom;l! worn as a distinetive badge in battle,
The King of Prussia rode at his right, and
Prince Bchwartzenberg on his left, a brilliant
| staff following them,

A group of ‘‘loyalists,” who since morning
had been bulating the streets of Paris
| with & white banner, met the soverei

with enthusiastic cries of ** Vive Louds Die-
| huitieme! Viee Alevandre! Vice Guillauma!”
| Large numbers of elegantly.dressed ladies
waved their handkerchiefs in welcome, as
‘one of their countrymen says, ‘“‘with the
[:miomte vivacity of their sex,” from the
otels in the finest quarters of the city, In

the Boulevard de la Madeleine, ﬁoopla step-
ped u&md respectfully kissed the trappings
of e  horses, sabres, and  the

boots of the sovereigns. ﬁ‘iftv thonsand
chosen troops of the Silesian and grand
armies, with their trains of artillery, made
the bulk of the procession. Nothing was
more remarked than the admirable #tate of
good order and equipment of the men
and horses, procession
. by the gate and crossed the Faubour
ﬂymtjn, wade the circuil of half of lgu-u by
the iuterior benlevards, and balted in the
ol & s Elysees, where the Cossacks bi.
vomcfed for the might. During -the next
day, Aprid 1, Talleyrand called togmsthu the
| Benate, The day following, the re-
| oeived the Emperor Alexander, and on the 2id
| April pessed decrees for a provisional gov-
| ernwent and detbroning the Ewmperor, who,
with: nt an army, and without attend-
anis, had reached Fonlsinebleau too late, if

made s few deys afterward, upon his signing

an abdioation renouncing the empire of
France and tha kingdom o? Italy for himself
and his descendants, it is noticsabla that he
was nevertheless permitted to retain the title
of Emperor.

Destruction or Mante Axromnerre’s Ornu
¥ ThE Qoxcieramrie.—The public mind eve-
rywhere has been so ocoupied with the excite-
ment consequent n the Franco-Prassian
war, that but little attention has been given
to an inoident which, in quister times, would
challenge the interest of all acquainted with
the history of the French revolution. The

rison of Marie Antoinette, whioch has so
ong been a sort of Mecea for those who
deplored her sad fate, is no mora, Recently
great changes and improvements have been
effected in the old prison of the Concier.
gerie at DParis, and the cell in which
she was confined until her exeoution, as
well as those which were occupied by
Madame Iloland, St. Just, Danton,
and Robespierre, have been demolished
and the whole site converted into a largs
and airy hall. Many who read this will re-
member the derk, damp room where the
“Widow Capet,” as she was then ecallad,
passed Lhose awful seventy-six days which
preceded her execution. Total want of pri-
vacy during this period was added to her
other miseries. Her bed consisted of a rotten
mattress laid npon the floor and covered with
a filtby quilt, only concealed from the sight
of her keepers by a screen placed before it;
And from behind it she could hear night and
day the oontinual opening and elosing of cell
doors, since the onter door of the room in
which she was thus lodged, in such disgnst-
ing company, was ever open, Aud she was
foreed to listen to the howlings, and cursings,
and the obseene songs of the worst of eorimi-
nals, and the horrible jargon of the low
women and the taunls and loud oaths of
drunken gendarmes, only a few steps from
her, and in the same room! In that room, on
the 16th of October, 1703, after returning
from the Palais de Justice, where shs had so
courageonsly listened to her own death war-
rant, she wrote to her sister.in-law, Madame
Elizabeth, that sad, sweet letter—full of ne-
bleness that seems almost miracnlous nnder
the cirenmstances—which has become his-
torieal, Certainly nothing more Christ-like
has ever been written than that passage in

| which ghe adjures her son never to harbor

thoughts of vengeance against the mur-
derers of his parents. This letter, which
is engraved under her monument in the
Chapel Expiatone, and which has been read
there by thonsands of eyes that conld hardly
see for tears, was not made public for twenty
years after her death. It was kept profonndly

secret bg Itobespierre, leat the perusal of it
should heighten the pity which was felt for
Ber fate, and incresse the aversion in-

spired by her executioners. When, in 1814,
France oame under the Bourbon rale, this
cell was made a chapel, where a few candles
were always dimly burning. Its walls were
hung with three somewhat medioore paintings
by Pajon and Drulling, one of which repre.
sented her praying in her cell the evening be-
fore her exeoution. 'The other two also de-

ioted scenes from her prison-life. And Louis
XVIII himself composed the satin inseription
graven upon a tablet of black marble, set into
the waull of the roow aud which tells the story
of her wrongs.
